manner for him to show his sym-
pathy.

DEBS ON THE EMPLOYE'S ACTION.

Deb8 was informed last night that
it was the intention of the workmen
*t Pullman to return to their duties
at the earliest possible opportunity,
removing the original cause of the
railway strike conducted by the A.
E. U. Debs said he could not give
the report credence. When told that
Thos. W. Heathcote, the chairman of
the strike committee at Pullman, ad.
mitted reluctantly that such was the

-case, he said: "If it be true that the
Pullman operatprs are about to go
back to the conditions of servititude
against which they revolted on May
11, without a single wrong redressed,
it is perhaps the bear proof to the
world that they have been so sub-
jugated and enslaved by the methods

•of the Pullman company that they aie
unable to continue their self-asser-
tion in spite of all we have endeavor-
ed to da for them.

"However,their return to work can
neither help nor harm us in our gen-
eral strike. The Pullman question
necessarly became a secondary one
-when the general managers1 associa-
tion took the cudgels to arive the
.American Railway Union out of exist-
ence and its recent refusal to consider
any proposition emanating from us,
leaves us with no possible retreat. We
have fought the cause of these people
until we are so embroiled that we
roust continue to light without
them."

ALL TRAINS ON TIME.
At the Union depot yesterday every

WON'T REINSTATE STRIKERS.
CINCINNATI,July 16.—The Big Four

striking switchmen presented an ap-
peal to the company last night ask-
ing to be re-instated, and were flatly
refused. These men went out in
sympathy with the Pullman strikers.

WILL REDUCE WAGES.
MILWAUKEE, July 16.—It is rumor,

ed that the Chicago & Northwestern
and the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul railroads will make au all round
reduction in wages of ten per oent. to
take effect August 1. This measure
is looked upon as a result of the great
strike.

COST OF THE STRIKE.
CHICAGO, Jniy 16.—The total loss

to the railroad companies by the strike
is estimated at from $5,000,000 to
$8,000,000. Counsel for many of the
railroads are already at work drawing
up claims for financial redress from
the county of Cook and the oity of
Chicago. The losses to produce deal-
ers and commission men will foot up
$1,500,000. The effect on the Cali-
fornia fruit trade has not been disas-
trous. The jirst car of California fruit
to move eastward in twelve days
started yesterday. A vast amount of
perishable freight spoiled en route.

A. R. U. MEMBERS ARRESTED.
WHITING, Ind., July 16.—Three A.

R. U. men were arrested for contempt
of court in violating the strike in-
junction of the United States courts.
The men's offence consisted in post-
ing notices about town and on rail-
road property asking other railroad
organizations to stand by the A. R.
U. They will be taken to Indianapolis
for trial.

AS TO THE REMOVAL OF TROOPS.
SPRINGFIELD, 111., July 13.—GQV.

Aitgeld said last night he had not yet
considered the subject of withdraw-
ing the troops from Chicago. They
will remain there until Mayor Hop-
kins feels that tho civil authorities
will be sufficient to maintain order
He thought the troops would be with-
drawn shortly, however. He was
engaged most of last week in secur-
ing arms so as to increase the force
in case the strike should be greatly
extended, and wai prepared to put
ten or twelve more regiments in Chi-
cago on a day's notice.
PULLMAN'S STATEMENT CORROBORATED.

Geo. M. Pullman's statement that he
bid low on the contracts for oars taken
this year is corroborated by Presi-
dent Louis J . Cox, of the Terre Haute
Car Works oompany, who says: "I
bid against Mr. Pullman and I was
surprised at the figures at which he
took the contracts. They were far
below mine, and I made mine very
low owing to the hard times.11

DEBS1 UNION BANKRUPT.
CHICAGO, July 15 The question

that now agitates President Debs
and his board of direotors is the fin-
ancial condition of the American
Railway union. It has no money in
the treasury, but for that matter, it
never had muoh. When organizers
were sent out recently to form aux-
iliary organizations, the word was
passed around that the oash was not
a necessary consideration. New
lodges were formed, but not a oent
wps paid in. This strike has been
very costly, and there is not money
enough in sight to pay the bills.
More than that, many organizations
threaten to withdraw from the union
because, as they oontend, the latter
has been worsted in the present con-
test, and has lost its prestige. The
difficulty under which the American
Railway union labors is that it
is composed of elements not at all
congenial. Skilled and unskilled
labor stand side by side and on the
same plane.

The robbers at-
tempted to force open the safe bat
without avail and after dallying with
it for half an hour, they remounted
and rode out of town. One of tfce
robbers is reported to have been
killed by a posse of citizens.

Wit*-* Good Wind the Vlftllant .Led
the XnclUh Boat but tn* Former
Took. Second Place When the
Breese Sabelded—The Britannia
Wlae by One Minute, Thirty-two
Beorade.

BAJJGOR, Jnly 16.— The course over
which the American sloop \ igilant
and the British cutter Britannia
sailed to-day for the County Down
cup, or its equivalent in cash, £50, is
peculiarly adapted to the Inglish
racing model. It has twelve turns,
and. as the Britannia is credited with
being at least a third faster ii stays
thai* the Vigilant, she enterod the
contest with the assurance th it she
had probably two minutes advantage
of the centre boarder. Over this
course, that of the Royal Ulster Yacht
club, in July last year, the Br tannia
in a stiff northeaster, worsted the
Valkyrie by 11 minutes and 44 sec-
onds. The Britannia was seco ad, the
Satanita capturing the mug by two
minutes and 29 seconds.

There were thousands of spectators.
When the boats reached for the line
the wind was brisk from the south-
west. The yachts sailed over the
course three times covering at out 50
miles. The Vigilant was handled ad-
mirably at the start. Although she
crossed the line three second s later
than the Britannia she secured the
weather berth. The yasht* were
timed thus: Britannia 11:00: 2, Vig-
ilant 11:00:15. It was a rtfacti olose
hauled over the first leg. Tfc e Brit-
annia gained 18 seconds >n the
Yankee craft. The breeze lad in-
creased and filled the salty aouls of
the American on-lookers wi th Joy
and hope* They rounded t ie first
mark boat thus: Britannia 11:74:58,
Vigilant 11:25:13.

The wind was fairly piping as the
yachts rounded and ran to the Black-
head mark, $i mile? away. It was
even too strong for spinnakers.
Spinnaker poles were lowered and
the great bellying sailp were set.
But they were taken in. There was
something of a sea out in the open
off Blackhead. The Vigilant drew up
on her rival and passed her at the
mark off Blackhead 21 seconds in the
lead. It was a smoking tussle for
the ii mile stretch across
the lough 'to the Mark boat
off Briggs with a nasty beam sea.
Ihe Vigilant showed her weather
qualities and passed the mark boat
with 52 seconds in her favor. The
wind dropped a bit just after they
rounded the Briggs mark. They
made short tacks for the home mark,
the Vigilant increasing her lead per-
ceptibly. They passed the home
mark thus, amid cheers from a thous-
and Irish throats: Vigilant 12:37:24,
Britannia. 12:38:55. The wind held
true from the southwest but was
somewhat softer than on the beginn-
ing of the£r*t round. It began to
frepheqyCthey neared Carickfergus.
The drop, was bad for the Vigilant.
In the close reaching on this leg she
showed herself inferior to her rival.
The Britannia picked up fifty-two
seconds, rounding the mark at 1:09:52.
The wind got somewhat of a Yankee
gait on it again. At the Blackhead
mark the time was: Vigilant .1:59:44,
Britannia 1:42:38, a lead of two min-
utes and forty-four seconds for the
Vigilant.

The Vigilant rounded'the Briggg
mark at 2:03:28, Britannia 2:06:35.
Even with her old time allowance of
three minutes the Vigilant, if the
race had wottpd up here, would have
been the victor i>y seven seconds.
The wind had shifted nearly to north
west and after passing the Briggs
mark, the yachts made long and
short boards of it to the commodore's
boat. The Vigilant lost ground by
making a hitch in shgre losing 50
seconds in the three mile beat be-
tween Briggs and the home boat.

The wind after shifting to north-
wes+t gradually fell almost to a dead
calm, and the race oeajed to have
any interest to the unlucky Ameri-
can. The Britannia drifted into a
light streak of air, and began over-
hauling the Vigilant, . m&h tlpn
hardly had steerage way. At 3:10
the Britannia passed her oonain and
stood for the Carickfergus mark. It
was pure luck, combined with her
talent in the light breeze, that gave
the Britannia a lead of two minutes
and nineteen seconds. The wind was
from northwest, and increasing
slightly as the yachts stood for Black-
head, ou the last round.

BANGOB, July 16—The Britannia
won by 1 minute, 31 seconds. It is
not known just what time allowance
the Vigilant makes, but it is tettoat-
ed to be from seventy seconds to two
minutes. The Britannia wins hand-
ily. Allowing that she gets two
minutes from the Vigilant she will
have won the race by three miiutes,
thirty-three seconds, corrected time.

Gentsch committed suicide by •hoot-
ing to-day. Mr, Gentsch left kis
house at South Buffalo at ten o'clock
to go tqp a walk ill his garden. When
he did not returq to dinner a search
was made for hina. He was found in
a clump of bushes and some trees
with a bullet in lis brain. He died
almost instantly. Mr. Gentsch came
to America penni ess. He established
in business in Buffalo in 1854, and
was worth about a quarter of a mil-
lion of dollars. President Harrison
appointed him postmaster and he
served out his term to the very day.
His administration was remarkably
satisfactory. A few days ago he re-
marked that son ,e of the speculative
enterprises in w lich he was interest-
ed had failed during the hard times.
Worry had caused him much sleep-
lessness of late. In 1878 Mr. Gentsch
was elected to tl e assembly from the
first district. He was born in Saxon-
Attenburg, Germany, in 1835. He
had several times been seriously
talked of as a candidate for mayor.

WRECK AT B1TTLE CREEK.

Engineer Killed and Hereral Other*
Injured—Work of Train Wrecltere

BATTLE CREEK, Mich., July 17.—
Passenger train No. 6, on the Chica-
go & Grand Trunk railroad, was
wrecked at three o'clock this morning
at this point. Fireman Thomas Crow
was instantly killed. Engineer Mil-
ler, Brakeman Mitchell, Conductor
Bishop and Baggageman Adams were
all cut and badly bruised. A woman
named Roberts,of Chicago, was badly
cut about the head and face, and was
also injured internally. Several
more of the passengers were badly
cut and bruised, but none were fataly
hurt. The wreck was the work of
train wreckers.

The wreck was the work of some
one who had a grudge against the
road and wanted to get even. After
midnight the bolts were removed
from the fish plates which held the
tracks together and the plates were
taken from the rails at the top of
Austin hill. Train No. 6, due here at
2:30 a. m. was twenty minutes late
and running fast to make up time*
The train had just passed the top of
th\, hill and was coming down the
grade when the engine and train left
the track, and jumped into the ditch.
The train was the same one that was
in the awful wreck here last fall. It
consisted of an express car, a baggage
car, one day car and four Pullmans*
When the rails spread, the engine
ran about 190 feet and then went 6v6if
on its side in the ditch. The
tender followed, and the day coach
and one of the Pullmans were turned
across the tracks.

There is no doubt the wreck was
the result of a deliberate plot to
wreek the train and take the lives of
a number of passengers. The same
kind of a plot was attempted at
Vicksburg last week. One of the
trackmen fortunately found that the
plates had been removed from the
rails in the same manner as they
were last night and in time to pre-
vent an accident. There is no clew,
aB yet, to the perpetrators of the
crime, but several men are under sus-
picion.

Striking Tube Work ere Return.
MCKEESPORT, Pa., July 16.—It is

estimated about 700 of the old em-
ployes returned to work in the Na-
tional Tube Works this morning.
Trouble was expected but there was
no disorder. The city police force
maintained order on the streets and
150 deputy sheriffs in charge of Sneriff
Richards, guarded the mill.
