T h r e s Ruffians E n g a g e in a Drunken 
Brawl on the Flats . 

John Chambers, Will iam Dickes and 
Robert Watt got drunk yesterday afternoon 
and began a quarrel that resulted in a bitter 
fight. As their anger increased they mu­
tually agreed to go to the river flats, where 
the police oouldn' t get them and fight the 
thing out. Accordingly the trio did as 
agreed. 

Once on the flats they pulled off their 
coats and started in. Chambers led the bat­
tle by close sparring and rather forced Watt 
to disastrous conclusions, he being unable to 
parry the blows of his antagonist. 
Dickes took an active part in 
tho battle and put in all 
the blows that his inebriated condition 
would allow. The three men were BO 
drunk that they made a farce of the battle 
and a quick patrol call led Ofiicers Burchill 
and Cummings to catch them and take them 
to Police Headquarters where they were 
locked up charged with being drunk and 
fighting. About 8 o'clock President Tracy 
of the Board of Aldermen appeared at Police 
Headquarters and apked that Chambers be 
paroled, he agreeing to be responsible. This 
aldermanic interference freed Chambers. 
Later Dickes was paroled while poor Watts, 
who had no political pull slept off his 
debauoh hi a dreary cell. 

T h e Circus. 

Probably S, 0 0 0 people attended W a s h ­
burn & Arlington's circus at Ri ley's 
grounds on East Alain street yesterday af­
ternoon and evening. Although there was 
no menagerie connected with the exhibi­
tion, the feats of the athletes, the excellent 
riding and the antics of the d o w n gave each 
Jooker-on his full 2 5 cents' worth of amuse­
ment. The exhibition began with a ' ' Wild 
W e s t ' ' scene in which a lone hunter while 
asleep was pounced upon and murdered in 
ookl blood by Indians who, in their turn, 
were shot down by scouts. Tnia scene was 
followed by a very interesting part in which 
' ' Wild Horse Jack'.' mounted and success­

fully maintained his seat on a professional 
buckex. Miss Clea Mendoza's mid­
air performances on the rope 
aod pole, while difficult, were 
easily and gracefully accomplished. The 
part of the exhibition most appreciated^ was 
the sword content between t w o Arabs. In 
this exercise yesterday afternoon each par­
ticipant seemed to become dangerously ear­
nest in his attempts to strike down his op­
ponent.

A Rece iver Refused. 
Judge Kinney yesterday handed down a 

decision in the case of John H. Aubel vs. 
John Christ, denying a motion for the ap­
pointment of a receiver of the property of 
the judgment debtor, the defendant, in pro­
ceedings supplementary to execution. The 
judgment debtor with his wife is the owner 
of real estate in this city, conveyed to them 
in 1H8H, and this is the only real property in 
which the defendant has any interest In 
an opinion written on the case, Judge Kin­
ney holds that the power of the court to 
direct a surrender by a judgment debtor 
of property in his possession to a receiver 
thereof, appointed in proceedings supple­
mentary to execution, is limited t o the per­
sonal property of the debtor. 

T h e City At torney 'e Opin ion . 

City Attorney Ernst is busy in the prepar • 
atiou of opinions upon the questions sub­
mitted to him by the Common Council at. 
the last meeting, relating to the new ballot 
reform law. A meeting of the law com­
mittee will bo held Monday afternoon, when 
his opinion will be delivered. The city 
fathers are finding it quite a task to arrange 
the boundaries of the new districts. Alder­
man Tracy has defined the boundaries of 
the First w a r d ' s districts as fol lows: First, 
from Erie canal east to Scott alley ; Second, 
from Hcott alley to Pindell a l ley; Third, 
from Pindell alley to the river. 

Colonel H. T. Noyee of this city 
called by telegram to Seneca Falls, his old 
home, immediately after the disastrous fire 
of Wednesday last. Colonel Noyea is inter* 
ested in several business enterprises there 
and his losses are quite heavy, but he ap­
pears to be more affected by the losses his 
friends have sustained than his own. l i e 
returned to the city Thursday night and was 
seen by a DKMOCKAT A U D CB&OIUCIJC reporter 
last evening. He said : 

' ' The very heart of the village lies in 
ruins. If you oan imagine Powers Hotel 
anil the surrounding buildings burnt to the 
ground you know what the condition of 
Seneca Falls is now, only of eourse the loss 
is proportionately greater as the Tillage is 
smaller than the city. 

' * The burned district e o r e n three acres 
and on that ground hardly a wal l is left 
standing. While the fire raged it was ter­
rific. Home of the best hose manufactured 
in the United States was burned in the 
middle of the street, whi le a stream of 
water wae running through it. 

' | Many business men axe ruined by the 
destruction of their property. They had 
good businesses paying them comfortable liv­
ing incomes, but the fire swept everything 
away and' now they have nothing with 
which to begin life again. If I could see 
them situated as they were before the fire, 
I would be willing to have my o w n losses 
increased many times. ' ' 

*' How w u it that the insurance policies 
carried by the victims of the fire were for 
such small a m o u n t s ? " asked the reporter. 

' ' About a year ago some experts decided 
that the risks on the burned district were 
very great and in consequence advanced 
rates. A number of pobcy holders can­
celled their insurances and many 
reduced the amount carried to 
a sum representing about one-fourth 
of the value of their property. Among the 
burned buildings wsre the ones (that the in­
surance companies had deciUed were lia­
ble to got Negotiations were in 
progress between the property hold­
ers and the company officials when 
the fire came and proved the insurance men 
to be about right in their prognostications. 
If it had been certain other portions of the 
village that had been burnt out, no one 
would have felt particularly bad about it, 
but as it was , the very best streets were 
gutted. 

' ' Luckily, the heaviest loses fall on 
rich people with money invested in other 
enterprises, w h o can stand the losses, al­
though they ars severe, wi thout a great re­
duction of their fortunes but the fire de­
prived many of all their possessions. ' ' 

T h e Route to the Park. 
Thursday afternoon was the date set for a 

conference between the executive commit­
tee of the Park Commission and John N. 
Beckley, of the electric railway company, 
to determine if possible the route the cars 
shall take to Geaeaee Valley Park. No 
quorum of the executive committee was 
present, however, and so the matter was 
only Informally discussed. So date has 
been set for a second meeting for the reason 
that several of the park commissioners are 
out of the city.

A serions head-end collision occurred on 
the Erie about three miles east of. Batavia 
yesterday morning between an east bound 
wild cat engine and the wes t bound pas­
senger train due in Batavia at S AS o'elock. 
No one was lerioualy injured, the engineers 
and firemen escaping by jt.mping, but both 
engines were wrecked aod ,it will cost the 
company several thousand dollars to vepair 
the damage. 

The accident occurred on a sharp doable 
curve, and the engineers barely had time to 
apply the air brakes before jumping for 
their Uvea. Harry Brook, of Rochester, w a s 
engineer of the wildcat, and William S w e e ­
ney, also of this city, fireman. 

George Westfall and William Brothers 
were the passenger engineer and fireman. 
Brock was running to Lime Rork to meet 
the Att ica w a y freight, but was behind 
time. Fireman Brothers had just thrown 
in coal when he saw Westfall saddenly ap­
ply the air brakes and then leap from 
the cab. The t w o meu rolled 
down a ten-foot embankment , smashing a 
hoard fence, but escaped wi th slight 
bruises. Bweeney sprained an ankle in his 
jump, but Engineer Brock escaped unhurt. 
The pilots, eyhndsrs and boiler beads of the 
t w o engines were crushed and the tenders 
were crowded through the cabs. Tho 
driving wheels remained upon the trardc 

The baggage cur of the passenger train 
was telescoped and the baggage-master 
buried beneath a pile of trunks, but he was 
rescued with slight bruises. 

Many of the passengers were severely 
bruised but none received serious injuries. 
The tracks were cleared within six hours. 
Considering^ne force of the collision the 
escape from fatal results is remarkable 
The loss to the company will be about 
f -i, 0 0 0 .
