Highest Tides of Ytars CxpeWencsd 
Along Jorsop Coast—Traffic on 
Lints Running Between Cities is 
Suspended Because of Washouts* 

New York. April 15.—A fierce wind­
storm from the northea*t swept New York 
early to-day, developing Unusual severity, 
after a nlcht of gales. A cold rain fell 
steadily. The gale blew shoreward to-day 
the highest tide known in years and did 
much damage along the New Jersey and 
Long Island coast. 

At Coney Island and llockaway a large 
port of the sandy beach was cut out and 
much other damage was wrought. Pas-/ 
sengers of ferry boats had to walk gang 
planks set at steep angles on account of] 
the high tide. Numerous stenmers plying! 
between New York and const ports are! 
delnrctl. 7. 

The wind played a queer prnnk in Kast 
Rny, .MorioboH, I*. I. The jrnl« . drove 
the water ou)t of the bay and large quan­
tities of fishj were left floundering in the 
mud. 

The gale was severe upon the shipping 
anchored in'the bay, off Htaten Island. 
One tifthing schooner rnn ashore nnd went 
to pieces. Another snuk at the Staple ton. 
docks-' 

There were several Rraall accidents. 
At Coney Island and Brighton Bench 

enormous waves wrought havoc with bulk­
heads and small buildings. . 

Along the Jersey const the highest 
tides in years were experienced. Several 
small boats were carried out to sea, but 
the dMiinge at Long Branch nnd Ashury 
i'nrk was comparatively small. 

Trntlic on the Pennsylvania and Read­
ing llijes, between Camden and Ocean 
City, was suspended to-duy, owing to 
numerous washouts. 

In Atlantic City several streets were 
inundated and the waves were forced up 
to tho porches of the bench hotels. 

The steamer John II. Stnriu. of the 
Starin Transportation Company, the non-
nrrivnl oL which nt New Hnven had 
caused much anxiety to friendij of the 
passengers and crew, was located to-day 
nt tho Locust Grovo excursion, dock, in 
Huntingdon liny, Long Island. The Starin 
left here at D o'clock Mondny night and 
should have reached New Haven, Conn., 
early ycstcrtlty. She put into Hunting­
don bay yesterday morning. 

The Morm was one of the most severe 
ever experienced along the sound, and the 
steamer, with great difficulty, made Hunt­
ington bay yesterday morning. 
. The anchor ehuiu parted, however, and it 
was founjl necessary to dock nt Locust 
(Jrove to avoid mining ashore. Three pss-
ecngers walked to North port, ten miles dis­
tant. They reported all well on board, but 
rations were a bit short. 

Elisabeth,- N. J., April 1S.-A violent 
northeast wind nnd, ruin storm did much 
damage along the water front to-duy. Fac­
tories were flooded and work stopped, lum­
ber was washed a*|ay from yards, and a 
large quantity of coal wae swept from the 
Jersey Central wharves. 

The Newark an* Kliaabeth branch of 
the Jersey Central is under water, and the 
meadows between Newark and Elizabeth 
have become an island sea.

Sea Bright, N. J., April 15.—The wind 
and high surf did much damage here.
