It will
ibow them thai thit iilver coinage
wave, whloh ATOM to itrongly in the
weit and itarted io bravely toward tho
)ait, bore no laboring man upon itt
creit. If that ware had bees •troug
enough to loft and more on, the lot of
tho laboring man wonld hate been not
of it,,, but under i t When men are
frightened, they hare no time toreaion,
MM when exalted by A detire for gain
they are qtiite M much at tea. To get
more than we have and to get it quick
and eaiy i i the deiire of m all, and thii
deiire will Mmetlmes oloud our judg-
ment and even the leeaone of our ex-
gfeienoe may go down under iti iway.
We are under great national ozoitement
and xniitakea are likely to be made, and
now more than ever ii deliberation
neoeuary.

No man hoi a right to incur a danger
•imply becauee he ii himielf willing to
take the rink, for the penalty whioh he
may eicapo may detcend upon hit chil-
dren. Ho hrwi no right to embark in an
enterprise or niovoment union ho con-
template! both tho boginuing and tho
end. Ho knowi that not oil promiMci
nro kopt, that not all utorles aro truo,
and ho known that every horizon in far-
ther away than it looki, and he ii bound
Oiauhouent citizen nnd tho houoat hoad
of a family to romembcr those things
and to oomidor what ii to bo tho bonoflt
to him nnd to hii houiohold of tho frea
and unlimited ooinago of nllvor, whioh
hoa now become the groat ory of tho
wef torn ond of tho Demoorutio party.

If ho ii a farmer, it will be ai hard
for him at it has boon for mo to under-
stand whero his purtictoationyin tho
txuirilt.s of fruo coiiiujio itfW-fcO found.
Tho narrower lie brin«H tho qurntion
down tho butter ho will understand it,
for within narrow limits it may bo
more aoouratoly stuted and with less
chance of docoptiou than in the glow-
ing and general phroncology of thoso
who hopo by cheating others to profit
thomselvos.

You can uiidorstaiid the sbapo of tho
earth bettor by looking at a small globo
whioh represents it than by looking at
a green field, which is only a part of i t
Yon can understand this silver question
better by bringing it down to your own
neighborhood than by looking at that
particular green fleld whioh is located
In the state of Colorado.

When tho question is so reduced and
applied, I bcliovo there is not a farmer
in America who will believe in the free
and unlimited coinage of silver. If he
owned one farm fertilo in the growths
resulting from his toil and his neigh-
bor owned the one adjoining, rich in
mineral resonroes resulting uot from
toil, but from discovery, he would
never for ono moment con tempi a to tho
proposition that tho mineral lying in
tho bowels of hi* neighbor's farm should
be ooined without limit, without rea-
son, into money which should measure
the valuo of all the products of his lu-
bor and oven his farm itself, and that
this coinnpo should bo done at the joint
ezponKoof both, and his noighbor should
keep it nil. if thin is nojt fair to n single
farmer, how tan it bo fair when tho
number in increased to thousands? If it
is net fair t:> a neighborhood, how can
it be fair to tho United States?

And yet this is tho menniug of tho
freo nnd unlimited coinage of silvdr.
You havo no bullion to bo coined iiip>
money; neither have I. New York and
Pennsylvania ui:<l Massachusetts havo
nono, nor any siato except u fow in tho
west, and yet this coinage is to be done
by tho government, and a few states of
the Union where it is found, small in
population, small in all resources except
mineral, may havo coined at your ex-
pense and mino all tho silver bullion
which they can dig into money at
tv. ice its value and keep the whole of
i t Now, whore in that business afrange-
ment is your profit nnd mine?

There is no suggestion that tho farm-
er can have any part of the result un-
less ho pays for it in tho products of his
farm. The bushels v;ill contain just as
many quarts, the pounds just as many
ounces, and from sunrise to sundown
will be just as long, and there is no way
in the world opon to him by which ho
can then sooure a dollar with 68 cents
for less corn or loss labor than he con
now secure a dollar worth 100 oents.

And if tho farmer is being defrauded
how can the laborer hope to profit? La-
bor is nearer a universal basis of value
than any other thing wo havo to sell,
but to inako it available to tho laborer
himself there must be flomo standard by
which to measure it. It cannot bo re-
tained. No man's labor of yesterday or
last yoar can bo preserved except by
some representative or token of it, and
money is tho almost universally adopted
ageht for that purpose Nothing in tho j
world should bo so anxious at) labor that !

Commeroo, buiinooi, production, Hopply
and demand, and all tho oonditiont of
oxiHfeonoo provent that, bat the moaoy
that i i leust ohnngoable is tKe boit.

Thuio valued or aooumulations may
bo dostroyod or loit or rodnood in vari-
oai waji—by theft or jtctidUtot or by
failure of a bank, fiat I never heard
until thii year a proposal to vote them
away. If a man is robbed, it if a crime,
and ho may havo redrew. If a bank
failfl and puy« him only 68 toots on a
dollar, it is a misfortune, and be is not
yet withomt hope of reooyety. tout if be
votes away 47 oents of e?ery dollar i l
ii his own fault, and he has nothing to
condemn but his own folly, which will
remuin with him muoh longer than his
money. Ho should strive to establish a
value that will bo stable, for falling
values will not only out down the pow-
er of his labor today and tomorrow, bnt
it will cut down the day's work of lasl
year and the yoar before whioh he has
laid away in the savings bunk to pro-
vido against the noeds whioh will sur-
round him whon old ago and infirmity
havo presflod him down. For tho loss of
his savingB there is no adoquato com-
pensation, for experience, has Invariably
shown that hardships ooine quiokent to
labor and remain longest with i t Other
commodities may nutter, but not as
muoh. A man who robs a laborer
shuuld nover bo > forgiven. How, then,
can a laborer forgive himself if by his
voto ho not only relinquishes a part of
his own pay, but compels his uoighbor,
equally poor, to relinquish a part of
his?

Wo must uot decoivo ourselves by
saying that wo in tho United States
can regulate tho standards of value by
ourselves and cun unaided fttfoo silver
to a par with gold and maintain it
there. We aro a stroig und MMurceful
pooplo, but lot us not overestimate our
strength. We uro a pnrt wf kuvtaa soci-
ety, and wo dopoud tpeu others, as tfeey
must depend upon us. Society is con-
structed as a wholo, and not in parts or
sections. Wo cannot froe ourwelve* from
all tho nations of the earth and go our
way alone without breaking all the
chain* which nature has imposed, and
this we have not the power to da The
laws of haman society, whioh are tho
laws of nature, cannot bo bnfeen, and
ho who seeks to break tar ovessMe them
will some day see the folly of his un-
dertaking. • • •

An act done in haste is likely to be
an act without wisdom. The subject of
our onrrenoy is too momentous and far-
reaching to be mastered or changed in
an hour under the guidance of (hose
who do not themselves nntevstand i t
The plans of finance are the founda-
tions of government, and unless securely
laid the struotcire may fall. A knowl-
edge of finance lies deeper than spoeoh,
and the oareful results of the strong and
conscientious minds that have studied
in earnest should not be ruthlessly torn
down by tho impromptu statesmanship
of a day. Profound subjects are mastered
only by profound strfdy, and to those
who havo Bet tho tkue eV omaeity to
understand tho infricate proDiem of
flnanoe the present system should at
least bo commended to rcspoot by the
great names that have oonoeived and
approved it.

But this froo silver proposition, hurt-
ful m it ifl, does uot, In my judgment,
exprosH thu wowt meaning of ftio Chi-
cugo platform. Thorn is behnid thut
platform a direct tendency aguiiiflt every
purpose of a republican government.
Tho success of that platform means en-
oourugement to thoso abhorrent forces
which nrouso the indignation and hos-
tility of ovcry man who lovoa his coun-
try. Populism is a disease and may bo
outgrown. Repudiation iu an offense
against honor and good morals, but an-
archy is a crimo which threatens the
lifo of tho state and the safety of its
people It is to American citizenship
what tho Bight mare is to healthful
slumber. • • •

These conditions we cannot. change,
and thero is left to us but one thing
which we can largely determino, and
that is whero we shall stand in the fam-
ily of nations, whether we will struggle
up to the head or relax and go down-
ward ; whether we will slifaae for the
best or be contented with the worst I
know what we shall da We shall strug-
gle until we stand at the head. We
shall labor until we have the best The
pride of our people will point us stead-
ily forward. The history of tke long
years of our labor and success shall not
now bo obliterated or obsoured. We are
going up the mountain, and in spite of
all obstacles we shall go still nearer to
the summit

That his
only ronponso took tho form of sullen
antagonism only gives new corrobora-
ti«n to tho theory, already strenuously
advanced by The Journal, that Hill is
no longer to be reckoned a Democratic
quantity in New York. His silence,
persistently maintained linoe the Ohi
cftgo convention, need no longer be oon
itruod in other than a hostile light The
voters of New Vork, whatever their
pelitios, will uot forgot that the only
break in that silence was his impassion-
ed defense of a gubernatorial oandidate
who had repudiated the national plat
form. There ii no longer reason to ex
pool anything of Mr. Hill in tnii oam
paign—a foot whioh i i chiefly discred-
itable to him because, instead of frankly
admitting his hostility to the established
Democracy, he has persistently ocnoeal
ed his true convictions and has thereby
secured a standing in the party councils
whioh this yoar he docs not merit

As a result of Senator Hill's trcach
ery, the very able and admirable gentle-
men now in nomination by the Deuioo
racy foi stato offices will have a hard
and a bitter fight to moke Distrust of
tho party has sproad among the voters,
proceeding from justifiable distrust of
him. If dofout shall be the portion of
tho party in November, the rosponsibil
ity will bo easily fixed. If, though that
is in tho highest dogreo improbable, na-
tional dufout Hhould hjngo upon defeat
in New York, upon Senator Hill the
odium must rest Tho belt chance of
victory Now York Democrats have seen
was discarded at his behest Tho rally
now, not a hopeless though a desperate
one, about tho rovisod state tiokot will
be made without his assistance and
probably dospito his covert antagonism.

It is not improbable that Messm.
Porter and Schraub and Titus may find
profit in Hill's ill concealed enmity.
But he will find in futuro years that
only disaster will oomo to him from his
abfindonBMnt of Democracy in this year
when its candidates and its principles
are of the truly Democratic sort

MR. M'KINLEY TO RAILROAD MEN.

Ills Coiiflilvttcv Thai They Will Voto Illgftt
In November.

Tho farmers of this country must ap-
preciate, nnd will upprroluto if thoy do
not ulrouriy, that you cunnot do*troy
their competition cither at home or
abroad by destroying the credit of tho
country—that you cannot out down tho
competition \yhinh they huvu in India
and tho Arg< mine llcpubJio and UUMHIU
by outAinir down tho currency of tho
United Htuten. ,

Tho only way tho farmer can bo ben-
efited 1H through a lur^er consuming
class. The mint* won't furnish him
with connumern. Tho only vv̂ y i^which
ho cuu llnd u proiltublc murkt t let what
he produce.*, for the grcutir part, in at
homo and uot abroud. Ho is not in the
markets of tho world witli thv products
of other lands beyond tho sou. Thu only
markot ho can rely upon every day of
the year is tho American market.

Aud whnt ho wants to know is how
to make that Amorioan markot tbo best
He oan't do it by closing the mills. Ho
can't do it by putting out the fires of
our furnaces. Ho oan't do it by taking
business away from tho great railway
lines of the oountry. Ho can only im-
provo tho Amorioan market by favoring
policies that will put every man to work
who lives beneath our flag and putting
them to work at living wages—not the
•oulo of somo other nation of the wqrld,
tat the Amerioan scale, the best in the
world. And yon oan't improve that
market by destroying the credit of the
oountry, for the credit of the country
lies at the foundation of capital and
prosperity. .

The moment yon hare destroyed the
credit of the oountry yon have taken
away from the manufacturers of the
oountry the ability to get money with
whioh to oondnot their business. And
when they oan't oonduot their business
they oan't employ men, and when they
don't employ men they don't pay wages
to men, and when the men don't receive
wages they have no wages to spend, and
when they have no wages to spend they
are your poorest customers.

Tho railroads moke business, but the
farmer can no more increase the valuo
of his wheat by diminishing the value
of tho Amorioan dollar than he con in-
crease tho quantity of his hay by dimin-
ishing tho hay wagon on whioh he hauls

I do not boliove the railway mon of
this country will over ooniont to havo
their savings cut in two or their insur-
ance paid at a rote of 52 cents on tie
dollar. Nor will thoy be sutiifled to re
ooivo thoir wages in unything but a cur
renoy whioh shall be worth a full 100
oents.

Why, talk about the creditors of this
oountry! Our opponents animadvort
against them. Who are tho creditors of
this country? Thoy are the men who la-
bor iu this country.

The greatest creditors of this country
aro its workingmen. Aside from what
is due them on investments and savings,
their current wages make them the
largest credit olass in the United States.

The employers of this country owe
their employees every 80 days in good
times moro than the whole debt of the
bonds of the United States, whilo nearly
$500,000,000 are paid out annually to
the railroad employees alone.

Does the railroad employee propose
to aid any party to enact legislation
which will oat his pay roll from 85 to
60 per oent in the name of a oheap dol
lar?

I have seen it stated somewhere tha
oat of 750,000 railroad employees of the
United States about 75 per oent are
voters. I cannot be mistaken when I ez
press the belief that these men will not
oast their votes in favor of a debased
currency and the repudiation of either
publio or private obligations.

NotHing affects the wonderful prog
ress cf the country more than its rail-
road business. In 1880, 461,000 men
were employed in the railroad business
in 1890, 704,000.

It has been stated by some of the
leaders of tho Democratic party that
free coinago of silver would raise the
price of silver from 65 cents an ounce,
the present market price,' to $1.20 per
ounce—that tho mere fiat of tho govern-
ment would do it—or, in other words,
make 53 cents' worth of silver actually
worth 100 cents. I do not believe it. Do
you?

I do not believe that tho free coinage
of tho silver product of tho United
States or the free coinago of tho silver
product of tho world—that any fiat of
tho government of the United States or
any other government could make a
thing worth 63 cents worth 100.

Such a proportion is contradicted by
reason, opposed by common sense and
the gocd, old fashioned principles of
honesty.—William McKinley, at Con
ton, Sept. 28.
