Judge beinan has lately rendered 
a very important decision in regard 
t o taxes heretofore paid on property 
purchased with pension money, 
which affects many claims against 
the county. The law gives the board 
of supervisors power t o correct as­
sessments and refund such taxes un-

•der certain circumstances on an o r . 
der of the county court. In 1894,1895 
and 1896 numerous applications tor 
an order for refund of taxes were 
made t o said court but were all dis­
missed on technical points. In the 
latter year the court decided that 
application must first be made t o 
the board ot supervisors for refund 
of the tax. This year such applica­
tions were made, but the board de­
clined t o allow them, and an order 
w a s obtained by attorney Means for 
the board t o show cause why an 
order should not ismie requiring the 
refund thereof. Gne case was select­
ed, that of Louis Gonyea, of Dickin­
son, in which the entire property 
taxed waa purchased with pension 
money, and taxes had voluntarily 
been paid thereon by him since 1895. 
Evidence was taken and the case ar­
gued by Mr. Mears for Gonyea and 
John P. Kellasfor the board of super­
visors. The court has decided that 
where the taxpayer has paid volun­
tarily, without a levy by the collec­
tor, he cannot recover the taxes so 
paid.—Farmer.
