Albany, N. Y., Nov. 18.—Governor
Boosevelt to-day issued the Thanks-
giving proclamation which reads as
follows:—

State of New York,
Executive Chamber.

In accordance with the wise custom
of our forefathers now continued for
many generations I hereby set apart

'Thursday, the 29th day of November,
nineteen hundred, as a day of Thanks*
giving and prayer to the Almighty,
for the Innumerable benefits confer-
red upon the citiiens of this state, in
common with their fellow citisens of
the whole nation during the nation
jear which has just passed; ,for the
material well-being which we enjoy;
and for the chances of moral better-
ment which are always open to us.

Done at the Capitol in the city of
Albany this thlrteentiySay of Novem-
ber, In the year of fljur Lord nine-
teen hundred. **

Germany's SpocUl Orerianee.

First in the list of alleged demands
upon China which the Pekiu corres-
pondent of the London "Times" says
the representative* of the powers
have agreed upon subject to the ap-
proval of their respective govern-
ments, is one for the erection of a
monument to Baron von Ketteler on
the place where he was klllfecj, and
the sending of an imperial prince to
Qermanyto apologise to Emperor
William for the assassination of the
German minister.

It must be regarded as doubtful
that Minister Conger has given his
sanction to thtrtnclusion of such de-
mands in the general terms to be sub-
mitted Jointly by the powers to the
Chinese government. It seems quite
Improbable that, even if he had given
his sanction, the United States gov-
ernment would approve It. In ac-
cordance with the policy which the
Administration has adopted it can
subscribe onjv to such demands as
are based upon wrongs done by
China to the civilized world In gener-
al. It cahnot back up the demand of
any one power for redress for a spe-
cific injury done to it. That Ger-
many ham JUHt'grounds for ,clemand-
ing special redress cannot be denied,
but to secure such redress is its own
task; for which It cannot 4 Justly de-
mand the aid of any other power. It
m a . be that one or more of the
European powers will render aid,
but the United States will hardly do
so and Hhould imt he expected to do
BO.—Alb»ny Journ•»!.

He wllKdO his best, which is all that
any man can do, all that the patri-
otic people expect of any man.

Washington Is full of the usual
after-the-electlon gossip about the
make-up of the next cabinet. bu+ the
subject has really not been consider-
ed by those most interested for the
very good reason that they have
not had time to do so and that there
is no occasion for hurry. The presi-
dent is very well satisfied with his
present, cabinet, and If nothing were
to be considered but his own wishes,
there would.in* no changes. But it
Is well known that a majority of the
present cabinet hold their positions
not because they sought them, but
because thtf^prusldeut desired their
assistance in making his administra-
tion a success, and probable that at
least three of them, possibly more,
wlll,*iHk to be allowed t> Retire at
the close of the present administra-
tion. It is no holiday Job to prop-
erly perform ihe dutlex of a member

of the(cabinet and it is not surpris-
ing 1 hat-men hating the necessary
knowledge and capacity to make
their services desirable as such, are
not hankering after the places.

Although Senator Hanna has; not
yet named the chairman of the Wash-
ington committee which will make
the arrangements for and have charge
of the second inauguration of Presi-
dent McKlnley, the prominent men of
the national capital are already dis-
cussing ways and means of making
the event memorable. The ten^r of
public sentiment in Washington was
reflected by Mr. L. T. MIchener, Gen
W. W. Dudley's law |partner, when
he said of next Inauguration day:
"All the richness and grandeur that
we can lavish upon that occasion
y$\\ not be too much. It will be the
first inauguration of a new century,
and will mark a victory no less Im-
pressive or Important than that of
the second election of Lincoln, We
should strive to excell in the glory of
that day the splendor of the Jubilee
of England's queen. We should show
that there Is nothing mean or cheap
about a republlt and that even the
oldest and greatest of monarchies
cannot outdo us In doing honor to
the Institutions and history of the
nation." With this spirit prevailing,
President McKinley's second Inaug-
uration cannot fall to be one of the
most imposing and magnificent
events in our history.

Chairman. Payne, of the house ways
and means committee, who is al-
ready In Washington, has called a
meeting of that committee for next
Monday to consider a bill for the re-
vision of th* internal revenue tax
laws. President McKlnley is anxious
that some reduction may be made in
this class of taxation at the coming
session of congress, and it Is to de-
cide how much reduction can be
safely made that the committee will
meet In advance of congress.

Those who believe the Democratic
campalgu charges that the Chinese
policy of President McKlnley was ar-
ranged solely for campaign use, and
that there would be a change Itemed
lately following the election have a
dissapolntment coming to them
There will be no change in the Chi-
nese policy for the simple reason that
it has been from the beginning on all
fours with American common sense.
The whole matter was gone care-
fully over at the last cabinet meet-
ing, and It was the unanimous opin-
ion that not a slqgle thing had been
done since the announcement to the
powers, ou July 3d, of the policy of
this government In and toward China
chat would be changed in even the
slightest manner if the whole affair
had to < e gone over again. This IM
a proud snolwlng for any adminis-
tration to nilvo;made at any tiim,
but all the more credit Is attached to
the president and his advisers, that
they can make it at the cl-ise of a
heated national campaign.

Albany, Nov. 7.—Charles Book, a

farmer living near Craig,, was shot
while pursuing a supposed cattle thief.

Shortly after 2 o'clock Book's atten-
tion was attracted by a commotion,
among his cows in a nearby field. On
investigation he saw a man busy witff
one of the cows near a barbed wire
fence.

OUTGREW HIS TICKEJ

A singular case involving the rights
of a holder of si half-fare unlimited
ticket developed recently on the Santa
Fe line. It was on an eastbound train
from Ban Frandsoo and the conductor,
while collecting tickets, was given the
return portion of a half-fare or child's,
excursion ticket from Kansas CHy to
San Francisco. The holder of the tick-
et was a young man about 12 years of
age. The conductor looked at him
smiled and asked:

"You don't expect te ride on this
ticket, do you?"

MWhy not? It Is an unlimited ticket
and I bought it in Kansas City eleven
years ago."

The conductor examined it more care-
fully and found that it bore the stamp
of the Santa Fe office at 'Kansas City
and was dated April 11, 1889. It was,
mdreover, as tbe young man had
an unlimited ticket.

"X don't doubt what you say about
buying it," the conductor said, "but
you.were a kid then and now you're
a. main. "I oan't let a man ride on a
child's ticket Ton must put up the
other half in cash or get off the train."

"But let me explain. My father put
up nearly $100 tor that ticket eleven
years- ago and -you're company has had
the use of $50 of *t for all that time
without rendering any service to him
or me, for whom he bought It If I
have to pay the extra halt tare, am I
entitled to credit in the shape of in*
terest on that $50. for eleven years?"

"I'm not cracking those kind ot
nuts," the conductor repljed, smiling.
"You're a man and you have got TO
have a man's ticket or pay full fare."

"Well, I will pay the extra half fare,
but I would like to -have something to
show for it"

l~"AU right; I'll give you a receipt"
The money was paid and the receipt

given, the name of the young man
being Charles A. De Oourcy. He said
he would present a claim against the
Santa Ft on his return from an Eastern
trip.

Local passengers to whom the case
was presented eay the conductor took
the proper stand and that the young
man has no legal or equitable claim
against the company. A railroad tick-
et is a contract and both parties to it
n)ust comply with the terms and the
conditions provided on it A child's
ticket calls for a child passenger, and
the moment the holder ceases to com*
ply with the condition the ticket Is not
good for passage so far as he Is con-
cerned. As railroad companies- do not
agree to pay Interest when redeeming
unused tickets, the absurdity of a claim
of able kind is readily seen. The pros-
pects are that Mr. De Courcy will keep
his receipt as an odd souvenir of an old
railroad Journey.
