Establish Liberal Voting System and 
Announce Many Reforms In Admin­
istration — Recreated ' Kingdom to 

. Have Own Army and Civil Offieera. 
German General to Govern For a 
Time. 

Poland, rich In roiriam-e. of histor­
ical, interest almost unparalleled In 
fascination, ha* been ret-routed Into a 
separate kingdom. 

Proclamntloiia re-estnbllHhing the 
right of the. I 
own destinies 
and at Lublin. General von Beaeler of­
ficiated at Warsaw and Oeneral Kuk 
at Lublin. 

The fvent, marking one of the great-
'cut moments In the life ofiSurope, was 
consummated by Joint action of the 
German emperor and tire ejtnperor of 
Austria. » 

The form of government established 
by the proclamation la described aa an 
autonomous hereditary monarchy. In 
effect it extenda to tlftTH'-oilnh prov-
Incea occupied by the central powers, 
with respect tp city administration, 
rlghta of self government similar to 
those enjoyed by the city of Warsaw 
since early In the war. 

No Monareh Named Yet. 
The exact delineation of the fron­

tiers of the revived kingdom is left to 
the future, as Is the. question of who 
shall be placed upon the throne of tho 
new kingdom. A Polish army la to tie 
created. . 

General von Beseler, who whll«* mili­
tary governor of Belgium earned warm 
commendation from the Amorleun re­
lief ndmliiNtrntors by his practical sn-
guclty,. will for the present exorcise 
chief authority. 

The ancient 1 Ingdom of Poland, 
whose splendor was the glory of four 
Centuries, has been the greatest suf­
ferer of tho war. Fourteen mJlHo'h 
Poles Imvo been killed and 20,000 ham­
lets, villages and towns have t>een laid 
waste. 

Liberal Eleotlon System. 
Tho electoral system to be estab­

lished Is highly progressive and la not 
based on geogrnphlcul position, but on 
community interest. The inhabitants 
of each city are divided Into six classes, 
each class controlling an equal number 
of votes. The classes are denominated 
Intellectuals.* wholesale tradesmen, 
professional and retail men, house 
owners, payers of residence tax, Includ­
ing workmen In better circumstances; 
all remaining electors. 

Proportional representation is to he 
given each class. Cities of leas than 
20,000 inhabitants ore I to be governed 
on a somewhat simpler system, the 
electors I<e1ng divided into three classes 
Instead of six. 

Decision of the two monarch* to 
grant Polish autonomy was reached 
following a visit to the Imperial chan­
cellor, fl-orr von Tletnninnri-IIoUweg.

DRYS CLAIM FOUrTsTATES. 

The Mexican government has been 
notified by the British ambassador at 
Washington of the presence of Ger­
man submarines In tlh» gulf of Mexk*o 
and has been warned that the allies 
will take "drastic measures" if the 
undersea craft receive aid from Mexi­
can porta or sources.

ORDERS PRORE OF 
HUGE GAR SHORTAGE

The nation wide shortage of freight 
cars, the most acute for many years, 
will be the nbject of a general formal 
lnvestlgatidn covering every part of 
the United 8tatee by the Interstate 
commerce commission. The commis­
sion announced the Investigation 
would go ln\o questions of supply, ex­
change alid return of freight ears. 

A copy of the order baa been served 
upon representatives of all Interstate 
carriers, and the first hearing was fix­
ed for Wednesday at Louisville before 
Commissioner Machord. who Is al­
ready there, conducting an informal 
conference on car shortage. 

The action In extending the infor­
mal conference at Louisville Into a 
general investigation, with hearings 
probable in such stepping cenWrs as 
New York. Chicago. Omaha, St. Ixniie, 
Kansas City and other cities, is the 
result of complaints filed with the com­
mission from all sections recording 
serious conditions as the result of the 
car famine. 

It directly follows a conference early 
last week wtth commission officials by 
members of the ludur.trlal Traffic 
league, comprising shippers In Boston, 
New York, Kansas City. Minneapolis 
and other large traffic centers. 

Traffic committees may tie organised 
to cone with the situation, as the 
league suggested and as waa done last 
spring, when a serious congestion of 
freight in the east-was'threatened. At 
that time a committee, agreed to by the 
carriers for the purpose and sponsored 
by the commission, mpt daily in New 
York for the purpose of handling the 
congestion of cars.

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Pushes Austrlans Ssok In New Ad* 
vanee South ef GorlUla—Fighting en 
rtusso-German Front Simmers Down 
to Small Engagemente—French Make 
Small Gains—British Front Quiet. 

Pressing vigorously on the Rouma­
nian Unas along this Tranaylvanlan 
frontier, General von Falkenhayn's 
Germans and Austro-Hungarlana have 
conquered two strongly hold positions. 
They made at different points 1,747 
prisoners. 

Tho more striking success was tho 
winning of a Roumanian stronghold at 
Clabucetul, southwest of Prodoal pass. 
This had boon strongly fortified and 
waa defended stubbornly. Wheu the 
Teutons had broken down the resist­
ance they pressed forward and cap­
tured a second Roumanian position. 
The Roumanians left fourteen officers 
and 647 men in the handa of the In­
vaders. Bight heavy guns were also 
captured. 

Southwest of Altschana, Rosea nelfht 
was wrested from the Roumanians, 
who had conquered It Nov. 8. 

On th# Dobrudja front Russian war­
ships bombarded Constance and Man-
golla. T-he German reporrsays, they 
ware driven off by land oilteries aud 
aeroplanes. 

Roumanians Claim Gains* 
The Roumanian war office statement 

admits the loss of trenches northwest 
of Asuga. Blsewhere the Roumanians 
claim to have held their own and in 
the Jlui valley continue to proas the 
Teutons back. 

Vienna admits that near Tulgbee the 
Russians have won a success, pressing 
the Teutons back at two points for 
about a mile^and a half. 

Continuing their powerful offensive 
againet Trieste, the troops of General 
Cadorna, under the eye of the king aud 
the Duke of Aoeta, have gained fresh 
successes south of Goriuia. 

As a result of their recent operations 
tho Italians have takeu. prisoner* mora 
than 0,000 Austrlans. 

Tha Austrlans are directing a strong 
artillery fire against the new Itailau 
positions east of Goriuia. but In spite 
of tola all the ground has been eousoU. 
dated and fortified against counter at­
tacks. 

Reviewing the results of the Italian 
offenelvt against Trieste since August, 
tho Rome war office points out that 
40,800 Austrlans have been taken pris­
oners. Of these l.OOtt ware officers. 

Lull In Gallola. 
Fighting on the Russian-Teuton 

front In Galhia and Voihyula ouce 
more has been reduced to local en­
gagements on a small scale. The Ger­
man war office reports the capture of 
a village east ot Godusishkl 

Pe'trograd announces the occupation 
of a aeries of heights south of Dorna 
Watra, near where the Russian and 
Roumanian lines Join. Vienna admlta 
this Russian success. > 

The French official report says: 
"North of the Somme we made sev­

eral successful attacks during the day. 
A series of appreciable advances were 
made between the region to the south 
of Le Transley and the district to the 
sduth of the St. Pierre Vaast wood. 

"Between Leaboeufs and Sailly-Sail-
llsel we advanced our lines several 
hundred meters In the direction of Le 
Transley. Bast of Sallly we captured 
a trench and became masters of the 
greater part of the village of SeilliaeL 
To the south of this village we attack­
ed simultaneously from tbx*e sides 
the St. Pierre Vaast wood, a position 
powerfully organised by the Germans, 
and made an Important advance and 
captured successively three trenches 
which defeuded the northern projec­
tion of the wood. We also captured 
the whole of the line of German posi­
tions on the southeastern outskirts Of 
the wood." 

On the British front heavy rains 
have, prevented ail but the (usual 
trench mortar activity. 

WILL VOTE AT 102. 

Illinois Man to Caat Hia Twenty-Aret 
Ballot For President. , 

Marcus Kolf, 102 years old, of Dan­
ville, 111., hopes to cast his twenty-first 
straight Democratic vote for president 
on Nov. 7. He cast bis first vote In 
1830, when Andrew Jackson waa the 
candidate. 

Kolf is a survivor of four wars. He 
suffered n crippled arm in the Califor­
nia, stopped a mlnnie ball In the Texas 
war, went through the Mexican war 
without being wounded, then waa put 
out in the civil war after be had been 
a soldier for fifteen years and four 
months. He Is now a member of the 
old soldiers' home here. He aever* was 
married. He says be is afraid of do­
mestic strife.
