1 IIHVO boon t\ 
laboring man myself, carried n din­
ner bucket, for a dollar a day. My 
labor now Is not regulated tby eight 
ten or twelve hour*, but often slx-
teen and sometlmee eighteen. I am 
ootnowand nevfar expect to be a 
capitalist, but I am an American, 
not a bolshevik. I eteud for law aud 
order, and I am not asking some­
body else to buy property and give 
It to me, but want to work and give 
honest service for evory dollar I n -
ceive. 

1A "big business" man wa* phllos-
phlilng on the high cost of living. 
'•Take silk shirts," he observed, "aud 
lot us see where we come oilt. In 
my own case I am the prowl posse*-
Or o! one of them, and It Is all I can 
afford. Wlwn I want to Nplurgoa 
little I put It on and MHII forth to 
'taatallso tliH Might of thime who aro 
not fortuuiite enough to own MO lux­
urious an article of apparel."
