In all likeliboud then* will follow such universal
change that the United States can acarorly hope to es-
cape Tu vortex. Indeed, from late events It ia appa-
rent that our Government I* already drawn Into .Eu-
ropean difficulties Theev circumstances are oakauv
tod to draw the public mind towards taeaaxt Ooo-
gre with o h tation.
