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Recalling prohibition

Prohibition became effective in the United
States on January 16th, 1920. It was an i1dealistic
experiment, and a hopeless one, for 1t sought to
legislate morals and personal behavior,

Younger citizens find 1t hard to believe Con-
gress ever voted a ban on alcoholicbeverages, and
that thirty six states (three-fourths of the forty-
eight), quickly ratified the amendment. (Only Rhode
Island and Connecuticut never ratified it). But
that's what happened under emotional pressure of
that day. )

As many had warned, the experiment was a
failure. Bootleggers and gangs sneaked booze
illegally into “speakeasies” and the resuits were
gang wars, bad booze, corruption and awidespread
breakdown iniaw enfor cement. The 2ist amendment
of 1933 repealed the i8th, effective again with the
ratification of thirty-six states on Dezember 5th,
19343,

Theiwr greatest ap-
peal to some has heen interior decor, but «n recent
years American models have matched them in
leather, styling and appearance {if not always In
seats).

The greatest current myth about foreign cars
is that they are better engineered. If the test of
good engineering is mimmum maintanance, how-
ever, then U.S. built cars are the best engineered
in the world. With so many foreign models, some
are almost constantly 1n the shop,f only for some
small maifunction-and the cost of repair I1s gen-
erally much higher.

American is still the land of mass production
superwority. Mass production may have i!s good
and bad points, but practically ail cars are made
that way today. A precision, machine-made partor
fabrication, moreover, 15 often better than the
r ych-ballyhooed hand-made counterpart.

The best buy in the world today inthe automo-
tive freld remains the American-builtcar. For the
same money, the buyer can get muchmore steel,
glass, engine, power and seating room, and usualiy
more maintenance-free driving.

Attracting birds to your

home with plants and shrubs

Rapid urban spraw has
seriously  reduced the
natural habitats that uive
existed for birds, says due
FE. Finck, Couperative Ex-
tension Agent, Uswego
County. 1If you  enjoy
watching birds feed and
nest, or if you delight in
their spring and suemmer
SUNES, You may want Lo plant
trees and shrubs around
your home that will recreate
a natural home for birds.
There are anumber of rees
and shrubs used inhome
jandscaping that wiil aisu
provide birds with shelwr
and food during winter
months. To creaie a de-
sirable habitat fur birds in
your bach yard. provide
sheiter by planting dense
evergreens such as spruce
or hemlock trees. These
trees: as weill as shrubby
thickets of spirea. mock
orange. viburnum, and pri-
vel: provide good nResting
sites for many species of
birds.

Fruit bearing shrubs and
lrees ailso attract birds,
and often provide fruits and
berries well inio the winter
moanths when birds have the
hardest time finding food.
Varieties of dogwood and vi-
burnum, as well as small
crabapple and hawthorn
trees. also provide a plen-
tiful food supply.

What you plant will de-

pend on your inlerest as a
gardener and your land re-
sourves. as well as how
much tine and Moaey you
van devole to home land-
scaping. You may decide
to use the mooey usually
spent on bird houses and
bird foud to buy a new tree
or shrub instead. This
way, you'll have a new tgee
as well as a shelter or feed-
ing spot for the birds.
You may also be abie o
save some wild plants on
your pruperty that are at-
iraiiive 1o bLirds--siiag,
juniper., holly and even
poison ivy. fer example.

If ¥yuu use bird feeders,
be sure 1o place them where
the birds won’tbe ambushed
by cals. Food that is
thrown on the ground should
be out in the open where
birds can feed in relative
safety from hiding preda-
tors. Bird feeders placed
in trees often end up feed-
ing squirrels. One way (0
avoid that is 1o pul the feed-
er on a smooth iron pole,
and even grease itto further
frustrate the squirrels.
