There are a
few new homes in the
vicinity which have at-
tained a similarity to
those built so many
years ago!

Another area near a
college, with an abun-
dance of Oak trees, has
many buildings—brick
and stone, which were
not occupied for a few
years, but are again in
use. Other buildings
have been built in this
area in the past few
years, and they've aii
adhered to the former
architectural style, and
are truly beauties to
behold. There are one
room school houses
made of cut field stone,
which the owners won't
sell, probably because
they fear that someone
else might make of the
structures, monstros-
ities. These are all in
scenic areas, and show
panoramic vistas.
These former school
houses probably cost
their owners quite a lot
in taxes, but the owners
deem them worth it!

Another "little bit"
There was a time . . .1913 . . when the 16th

As^ubncrc gave Co;ajre55 power to collect a fed
eral income tax. The idea sold to the people wa:>
that a very small tax. just a "little bit" from every-
one, would do woiHSers.

So Congress made a new tax law. The law called
for a tax of \%- that's right. l%- on incomes of
single persons earning S3,000 or more and incomes
of married persons earning S4.000 or more. It also
called for a surtax of 1% to 6% on taxable income
of over S20.000. That was all. Those were the aays.

Toe re was another time- 1938- still in the days
of the great economic depression of the 30's,
when terrible sweat shop conditions in the gar-
ment industry led Congress to make the first
law regulating wages and hours. The record shows
that even the then New Dealers only intended to
set very minimum standards in a few industries
in widespread interstate commerce.

So. a minimum wage of 25 cents an hour and a
48-hour week were established. All retailing and
service trades were excluded. They were never
intended to be covered. But the foot was in the
door, and you know the rest of the story.

Today, even eniploymem of 2 part-tune domestic
baby sitter feels the hand of the 1938 act which only
asked for a "little bit".

Still another time- in the eniy 1930s- the
great national economic emergency gave birth
10 the need for a little deficit spending by the
federal gover*Mn*nf. Jobs were desper-
ately needed by people who really wanted to
work.
