WHAT is soil? Soil is a mixture ot decomposed
rock and organic matter. The more organic

_matter, the richer the soil.

There is very little you or | can do about fur-
ther breaking down the rock in our soil--whether
itis in the form of sand, clay or silt.

Exactly what is green manuring?

Whenever you turn any vegetative matter
into the soil, you are green meanuring. This can be
as simple as turning under plants after they've
finished bearing, instead of pulling therm out and
throwing them to one side. More often, hawever,
when we think of green manure, we think of a
crop—such as ryegrass or buckwheat—which is
planted for the purpose of being turned under
and enriching the soil. This may atso be called a
cover crop, because as it grows it is covering the
soil and preventing erosion.

How does green manuring
enrich the soil?

When you turn under green manure. you are
improving the s0il in two ways.

First, you are conditioning it. For exampie, it
you have very sandy SoOil, green manure in-
creas:: its ability to hold vital water. If. on the
ctr-e © 1nd. your soil is a heavy clay, green ma-
- Jre w 'l help change its structure to increase the
sirculation of water and air to plant roots. The
more you gréen manure. the more you are

changing the structure of the soil. You can actu-
ally change barren subsoil, for example, into rich,
spongy. fertile joam.

Second, you are increasing its fertility. From
the moment you turn green manure under, the soi
organisms which cause it to decompose and be-
come humus, increase dramatically. This under-
ground “‘population explosion” ranges from
microorganisms to earthworms, alt working to
transform the green manure into nitrogen, phos-
phorus, polassium and other elements necessary
for healthy plant life. Some green manures, being
legumes—such as peas, beans and clovers—
produce tremendous amounts of nitrogen, most
needed of all the elements.

Other important benefits of green manuring
include controi or elimination of weed seeds and
insect pests through bringing these nuisances
to the surfacé and exposing them to spring or
fall frosts.

Here we are tilling under an edible cover crop of
beans. First they feed us, mow they unll feed the garden,
creating more humus, which &s the “life” of the sosdl. Betng
a lepmme, they uxll also release large amounts of nitrogen
in the process.
