All stops are out tor the
next Red Cross sponsored
Bloodmobile in Fulton on
Tuesday, August 4, at the
Polish Home on West First
Street from 10 ajn. to 3:45
pjn.

m With summertime ac-
cidents and patient needs at
an all-time high, blood sup-
plies at the Syracuse
Regional Blood Services
Center are strained, it was
reported at a meeting of the
losal blood recruitment com-
mittee this week. The center
is the only agency which
collects, tests, processes and
distributes Mood and blood
products to 44 hospitals in
Central New York including
Fulton.

According tc Louis
Brown, the Fulton Red Cross
Blood Recruitment Chair-
man, a pUmaing meeting is
held before each local blood-
mobile visit to solicit donors
from locai iouinuie*. ;sany
of whom permit their em-
ployees tune away frosi their
jobs to attend. Browa said he
hoped students borne for the
summer would make a

special effort to attend.
Transportation and babysit-
ting services may be arranged
by calling Janet Lewis,
Executive Secretary of the
Fulton Red Cross, at 593-
8336.

No appointment is
necessary because there is
sufficient volunteer help to
assist the professional staff at
each bloodmobile visit so
that the entire procedure
from registration to refresh-
ments takes less than an
hour. Brown added that ad-
vancements in medical
technology make it possible
for oae pint of blood to be
used not only for biood
transfusions but for com-
ponent therapy. Red cells,
for example, may help
someone suffering from per-
nicious anemia. Platelets may
extend the ihV of a leukemia
victim, and plasma may be
used for patients suffering
from bemopneiia, kidney and
liver disease, infections and
shock.

Blood ceatert are totalttnt
self-supporting, non-profit
facilities supported by a

processing fee charged to
hospitals to cover costs in
collecting, testing, processing
and distributing the blood
and components to Central
New York hospitals. Patients
are generally charged by the
hospitals for the processing
fee and cost of ad-
ministration, usually covered
in some part by insurance.

Brown said tha; local
recipients are encouraged to
ask friends and relatives to
be donors at regularly
scheduled bloodmobites but
assured the community that
anyone in need of blood is
served without charge for the
blood itself. There is no
obligation to replace it. "Our
concern always in asking for
a good donor turnout at each
bloodmobile visit is to
replenish the supply at the
center so that everyone
needing blood will receive it
promptly," be said. Anyone
in good health who is at least
17 years of age and weighing
at least 110 pounds may
qualify as a donor. The
Fulton Red Cross is a mem-
ber of the United Way of
Greater Fulton.

resolution expressing the
sense of Congress that the
Presidential Medal of
Freedom should . be con-
ferred upon Kathryn
Elizabeth (Kate) Smith.

The Presidential Medal of
Freedom was established in
1945 as the nation's highest
civilian honor.

According to House Con-
current Resolution 139, the
President should award the
Presidential Medal of
Freedom to the popular en-
tertainer in recognition of
her "lifetime of ac-
complishments and her con-
tributions to the betterment
of American society/'

Miss Smith, the resolution
says, "personified American
patriotism" during World
War II, "thereby inspiring
and motivating our Nation's
war effort.**

Citing Miss Smith's in-
troduction and frequent ren
ditiont of Irving Berlin's
"God Bless America", the
resolution states that she
"singlehandedly popularized
this song which has become
our second national an-
them.**

The resolution also cotes
Miss Smith's numerous
humanitarian efforts and her
leadership in fundraising ef
forts on behalf of the Red
Cross.

"As a resident of the North
Country whenever her busy
schedule permitted, Kate
Smith personally touched
many of our people with her
spirit and generosity," Rep.
Martin saiu. "Her love for
the Adirondack* will long
remain part of our North
Country lore."

Eagles get help
New homes nigh atop utility poles installed

specially by Niagara Mohawk Power Corp. await 21
young bald eagles presently en route to Oak Orchard
Wildlife Management Area from Alaska. The eagles,
transported from remote coastal terrain by N.Y.
State Department of Environmental Conservation
biologists, will be released in a major campaign to
restore the venerable bird, U.S. national emblem, to
the Empire State. Niagara Mohawk pitched into the
effort by erecting seven 40-foot pine and cedar
poles, which normally support up to 115,000-volt
transmission lines, as rearing towers for the big
birds. Wildlife authorities are optimistic the eagles
will take up permanent residence in the region.
