Ths^ Law of Blockade.
A blockade is a high act uf bovcreigr;

authority. Kvery belligerent has a
right to blockade the porta of his cue my;
but, in order to render neutral vessels
liable to the penalty which attaches to
a breach of the blockade, there mast be,

First, AD actual blockade imposed by
competent authority.

Second, Notice thereof.
Third, A violation of the blockade.
A more proclamation that a particular

port is invested is insufficient to consti
tute a legal blockade. For that purpose
it is necessary that the place be invested
by a competent naval force. A blockade
commences from the time a competent
force is stationed to prevent communica-
tion.

There are two kinds of blockade; one
by simple fact only; the other by notifi-
cation accompanied by the fact. In tbe
former case, when the fact ceases (other-
wise than by accident or the shifting of
the wind,) there is immediately an end
of the blockade. But when the fact is
accompanied by a public notification from
the government of a belligerent country
to neutral governments, prima facie the
blockade most be supposed to exist till
it has been publfcly repealed.

A blockade mast be existing in point
of_fact, and to constitute that existence
there must be power present to enforce
it. The famous Berlin and Milan de-
crees and the British orders in council
were held illegal, because they assumed,
