Her
entire life wa« passed in domestic
retirement; which w u ever con-
genial to her habits and tastes.

Nevertheless, she bore the trial
with fortitude and resignation. A
life-long member of the church,
with deep religious convictions
and unaffected piety, after a long
life, in which it may be said of
her both at home and abroad,

she lay down to sleep in Jesus,
amid the struggles of dissolution,
trusting to be brought again
with Him at the great day of His
returning.

Rift Names In
Oswego River

Century Ago
'Phoenix Raster , March 29, 1877)
Dear Register:—I am not un-

mindful of tne importance per-
tair.ir.g to our local history or
indifferent in disclosures. It will
be pertinent to the subject to
treat briefly of our local names.

Having been a boatman on the
O.VA ego nver many years ago. I
will jive the names of al; the
rifts farmiiar to the boatmen be-
fore the Oswego canal was made.
Beginning at Oswego: Indian
names are significant and de-

scriptive. Oswego, English form
of the name of this river: ' Oste-

-wo-keo. —Indian form, and Dutch
font! Chouaguen, or O-Chouagu-
en i Sho-a-goo-ong i French form.
Diversity of opinion prevails re-
specting the meaning of this
word. Four years ago I visited
Onondaga Castle and enquired of
intelligent native about a few
names of places and objects in
our natural geography and their
meaning. From them I learned
that the Oswego. as applied to
aur river, signifies "the outlet,"
convevying moreover, the idea of
"the outlet of many lakes into
the great lake."

Oswego rifts, httle smooth
rock rrfts, horse race, born rifts,'
big smooth rock rifts and Brad- '
dock's rifts were heiow the falls.'

The Indian name of a mile of
this river which with us bears
