of 45 states and the Federal Farm
Board.

'The domestic market may im-
prove later in the year, but it is un-
likely that the demand for fcrm prod-
ucts in the su.mjner and fall of 1930
will be as erood as during last sum-
mer and fall," according to the re-
port. The -demand for some prod-
ucts has been affected by the d-ecline
in industrial activity since last June.
Butter, cotton and wool have notice-
ably been affected, and apples, pota-
toes arid grains have failed thus far
to make the usual seasonal price ad-
vances."

'The outlook for farm mortgage
financing and for marketing credit
is more favorable than a year ago.
On the other hand, the outlook for
production credit appears less sat-
isfactory in most of the south. A
somewhat larger supply of labor for
farm work will be available at slight-
ly lower wages during the first half
of the year. The general price level
for farm machinery is expected tc
remain about the same as during the
last four years, while there is no evi-
dence of "an immediate change !h
prices for fertilizers.

"There is little in the wheat sit-
uation in the United States and other-
countries to indicate that prices fors
the 1030 of- the- United Sta
wiU be much different from those pre-
vailing for the 1929 crop, unless fall-
sown wheat suffers severe winter
damage or the spring wheat acreage
i3 reduced. World stocks 'will be
somewhat lower on July 1st, 1930
from a year easier,'but the world
acreage will probalbly not ibe mater-
ially changed and yields per acre are
not likely to be as low as in 1929,
when they were below average.

"An increased corn crop would
vield a lawer price than in 1929 in
view of the possibility of lower feed-
ing requirements.

"The underlying dairy, situation is
not as bad as would appear from pres-
ent butter prices, but unless dairy
herds are closely culled and more
,heiferij.vs;ent .to. slaughter, there will

- intereaste in the\si2e
in 1931 'and 1932.

present outlook for poultry
^ do-es not justify any increase

•in ^production of chickens ovei 1929
either for eggs or meat, unless pro-
ducers are willing to face the pros-
pect of reductions in price levels..

''There is no material improvement
in either domestic or export demand
for oats in prospect, whereas more
active competition from larger ̂ sup-
plies of other feed grains is probable.
Feedstuff prices are expected to con-
tinue lower than a year ago during
the next three or four months. A
further increase in the acreage of
legume hays and decrease in acreage
of timothy, prairie and other grass
hays are expected .this year. Jiepi-
Ution of the lar^e production of red
clover and alsike clover seed is not
expected. Maintenance of acreage
of alfalfa for seed, but curtailment
cf tweet clover for seed is suggested.

"Present prospects indieite that
higher returns are to be expected
from flax in 1930 than from wheat
ag^other small grains eiown in the
same area under the same condition;.
Flax acreage could be increased one-
third without fear of reducing, dp-
mestic prices in the world price level.

"Commercial production of apples
i,s expected to> continue to increase
gradually over a period of several
years, and new plantings are justified
only where there are unusually fav-
orable conditions for the production
of high quality fruit. A considera-
ble increase in the bearing acreage
of grapefruit and oranges is expect-
ed. The probability cf heavy grape
production and low prices continues.

"Prospects for strawberry growers
now seem to be better than in any
year since 1926; smaller acreages are
in prospect, and there is liklihood of
reduced yields in some districts.

"Potato growers report that they
intend to plant an acreage six per
cent larger tihan last year, apparently
forgetting the unprofitable season of
1928. The high potato prices being
received now are not,the result -of low
acreage last season, but due mostly
to adverse weather conditions last
summer. If the intentions for 1930
are carried out, prospects for lower
potato prices after.the first of July
are in view.

"The constant tendency toward ex-
pansion of lettuce acreage, particular
ly in 'California and Arizona, con-
fronts the industry with difficult mar
ksting problems, although there is as
yet no evidence that the ;peak of de-
mand has been reached.

"Onion growers in most states will
fijid it advantageous to reduce acre-
age. The total acreage of tomatoes
grown for. shipment to market in 1930
should be heloV close to that of 1929.
The* acreage of dry beans seem to be
well ^adjusted to domestic demand.

"The presents-prospect is for favor-
able cabbage markets until August,
in view of"relatively light holding of
old cabbage and reduced acreage in
southern areas.' Further increase in
lace cabbage acreage does not seem
warranted."

Post office officials have announced

an increase in the maximum amoun
of C. O. D. charges on domestic "6£<
istered and unregistered collect-on
delivery mail, in the maximun
amount of indemnity on domest'J
unregistered collect-on-delivery mai
and insured mail, effective Feb. 1st

C. O. D. packages are being regis
tered in amounts up to $100, but af-
ter ths first of the month, package:
valued up to $200 may be registered
With the increase, C. 0. D. package'
must be prepaid at first class rates
of postage. C. (X D. fees after Feb.
1st will be as follow?: Up to $10, 25
cent?; to $50, 30; to $100, 40 cents
to $200. 50 cents.

Indemnity against loss or break
age of registered C. O. D. packages
will b&-obtained from from $100 to
$1,000. The fee? will be as follows:
From $20,0 to $300, 60 cents; from
$300 to $400. 70 cents; from $400 to
$500, 80 cents; from $500 to $600
90 cents, from $600 to $700, $1.00
from $700 to $800, $1.10, and from
$800 to $1,000, $1.20.

Fees on ordinary C. O. D. packages
..ill be as follows: From $100 to
$150, 35 cents, ?M from $150 to
$200, 45 cents. Tho fees now are
Up to $10, 12 cents; from $10 to $50.
15 cents, and from $50 to $100, 25
cents.

Packages are now being insured
up to $100 and with the chansre they
will be insured up to $200. The new
injured rates are: Uo to $5, five
:ents; from $5 to $25, eight cent-:
from $25 to $50, ten cents; from $50
to $100, 25 cents; from $100 to $150
30 cents, and from $150 to $200, 35
