school pupil to $225 per year.

Also, the association points out
rthat such increases would mean
modern school buildings, wide
choice of subjects, more individ-
ual instruction in smaller classes,
greater facilities for recreation,
increased- emphasis on physical-
fitness, improved an'l modernised
equipment and better paid teach-
ers. *

While, of course, some of th*,
points touched upon above do
mot enter into the picture pre-
sented by state aid to" schools,
nevertheless it is a commendable
•effort upon which the teachers
have launched.

What the local teachers are
ithiing at is a permanent Ipro-
giam of increased state aid. ,

What the Dewey proposal aims
at is to provide $300 to $800
raises to teachers who have not
had cammiensurate increases
since June SOith, 1945.

Of course, if a teacher has
had a $3W increase since June
3Oth, 1945, exclusive of planned
increment, the board of educa-
tion may, if it chooses, use the
state money to reimburse the
city for that increase.

It is believed, however, that
the Iboard of education will use
tbe state money for increase of
salaries, without respect to any
increases that hav(e been made
since June 30th, 1945.

VETERANS MUST
MAKE REPORT OF

THEIR EARNINGS
More than 50,000 veterans in

school or tiaining on the job under
the G. I. Bill in, the Buffalo regional
area will soon receive a new simpli-
fied earnings report form from the
Veterans Administration.

The reports are required under the
aw passed by the last cgngve-ss which

set limitations on the combined
wages afrd subsistence allowance of
these trainees. -Ai the veteran's
earnings plus his subsistence allow-
ance exceed $175 a month if he is
single or $200 a month if he h>as de-
pendents, thjj, law, rquires that his
subsistence payments be reduced to
bring the total within these limits.

All veterans enrolled under the G.
I. Bill must make the - report, even
though they have no earnings. Fail-
ure to report will cause the veteran's
subsistence payments to be stopped.
However, only G. I. Bill (Public Law
346) enroll ees are affected. Dis-
abled veterans in school or training
under the Vocational Rehabilitation
Act (Public Law 16) are exempt,
since the earnings limitations of"the
act do not apply to them.

The new form calls for a report
of compensation tor productive la-
bore once every four months for vet-
erans training on the job, and once
each semester or term for veterans
attending schools which operate on
the semester or term basis. Veterans
in schools which are not on that basis
will rep6rt once every four months
in the same way as job trainees.

Only one-quarter of the veterans
will receive the report each month.
The division into reporting groups is
based oiT%»rtflTnal rights of the vet-
erans', case numbers. Those whose
numbers, end m lwo or three will re-
ceive forms this month, while th,ose
with numbers -ending four, five or
six will receive forms the next month
and so on. This pLan is designed to
even out the work of review in re-
gional offices.

The first grqup •wjho receive the
forms will be required to report their
actual earnings for October, Novem-
ber, December and January and their
estimated earnings for the next four
months. As soon as the Januai'y
earnings are terminated the report is
to be completed' by the veteran and
his employer and returned to th VA
not later than Fe'b. 5 V If the report
is not receive by that date, subsis-
tence payments will be suspended un-
til it is received. 'Forms will be dis-
tributed to veterans by their twining
