Champions, Upsets 
NEW YORK, Mar. 5 (/P)— The last big weekend of 

the college basketball season produced five conference 
champions and several upsets, but it left the winners of 
two league races still undetermined. 

Bv dint of their own efforts Sat 
urday mjrht, Kentucky wrapped up 
the Southeastern Conference title. 
West Virginia won the Southern 
Conference crown, Oregon State 
the Pacific Coast Conference title 
and North Carolina State took At­
lantic Coast Conference honor*. 
Idle Iowa was returned the Big 
Ten w i n n e r when Wisconsin 
drubbed runner-up Minnesota. 

Except for North Carolina State, 
which is ineligible to play in the 
NCAA tournament, the four other 
titleholders qualified for the 24-
team scramble which gets under­
way Tuesday in New York, • San 
Francisco, O k l a h o m a City and 

• Lexington, Ky. 
West Texas State also gained a 

Jberth In the big tourney when it 
won the flip of a coin from Texas 
Tech. The teams finished in a 9-3 
deadlock in the Border Conference 
race. 

It will take an extension of the 
regular schedule, however, to de­
cide the Ivy and Missouri Valley 
titleholders. 

Pennsylvania, the Ivy League 
leader most of the season, was 
knocked off by Princeton while Co­
lumbia whipped Brown. That left 
penn and Columbia tied with 10-4 
records and Princeton with 9-4. 
The Quakers and Lions will meet 
in a playoff game Monday night 
and should Princeton beat Brown 
in its remaining gam* Monday 
sight, the Tigers will play the Co­
lumbia-Pan winner Wednesday 
for the championship. 

Victories by St Louis and Tulsa 
Saturday night also .left the Mis­
souri Valley race In a flat-footed 
tie but a conference committee 
noted against a playoff and named 
Tulsa to play in the NCAA. St 
Louis moved into the National In­
vitation Tournament which starts 
hi New York Saturday. 

Kentucky combined a torrid 
shooting attack and a terrific job 
on the boards by Bob Burrow and 
Jerry Bird to crush Tennessee 104-
61 for its 22nd victory against two 
losses. The Wildcats, who clinched 
their 16th SEC crown, took a 13-
point lead at the half and had It 
easy the rest of the way. 

West Virginia had to go into 
overtime to trip George Washing­
ton 58-48. Rod Hundley, who wound 
up with 30 points, personally beat 
the defending champion Colonials 
by scoring five straight points In 
the extra session. 
* Oregon State came from behind 
In the second half to defeat UCLA 
for the second straight time In 
their best-of-three playoffs. Swede 
Halbropk, a mere 7-3, had 30 points 
for State, who finished on top, 
13-64. 

North Carolina State also had to 
come on with a second half rush 
to whip Duke 87-77. The Woldpack 
trailed by four points at the inter­
mission: Because of NC State's in­
eligibility, Duke will represent the 
Conference in the NCAA, 
, Wisconsin's Dick Miller, with 27 
points, blasted Minnesota's hopes 
as the Badgers took a 78-72 deci­
sion. Iowa, the benefactor of Wis­
consin's surprising performance, 
thus won its first Big Ten title 
Since 1M5.
