One 
is the imaginative class, who always' imagine 
that in trying a oaxe they have, put in certain 
kinds of_evrdenbe,when^n (aot tuob. evidence, 
or rather the putting of it in the oase, i s - t h e 
were creature of imagination. This-olas* of. 

"lawyers, whenever they getlhe-sttiilutes of a-
stenographer to make jip a case on appeal, in­
variably grumble and swear because they claim^ 
he has toft out some very important and'Tna-
terial facts, vital to their interests, and to their 
side of the oase on appeal, when the steno­
grapher has simply been doing l iu 'dutyj iy re­
porting the case verbatim as ic transpired, and 

"theJs.wy.er has been dreaming. Auother class of 
lawyers, who are- oontiuually quarreling with 
tbe 8tenographer,'are they who. during the 
trial of a case are continually turning their at-

- tention to other matters; talking with other 
members of the bar, telling jokes, or listening 
to tbe story of their client.wliispered in their 
ears while the evidence goes on, and not bear­
ing what they should hear, . of course when 
the'stenographer sends his minutes down, 
"Great heavens!" say these lawyers, "he has 
aotually made up the oase," etc., e t c . - N o one 
ever supposed stenographers were infallible, 
but as a rule-good stenographers lake remark­
ably correct, and to that the many good lawyers 
will testify; more oorrect than the memory of 
the lawyer, and a great deal more correct than1-
the few notes of the oase which lawyer*"sonro»-
times jot d o a n during the trial. I t . is a very 
ordinary remark ol counsel during the trial of 
oases, especially references, after one side of 
the case has been closed; that before going on 
with, '.'tfie "case • they ' desire to have 
the stenographer's minutes to examine in 
order to see what "has been testified to, 
as the examination had bgen conducted so 
rapidly, and tbe witnesses have given their 
eviaeuce with such speed,"that it would be 
impossible for them to bring to their mind 
the exact language of the witnesses. And this 
is one of the reasons why lawyers are less apt 
to have in memory detailed facts than under 
the.old_*yKten), where it rtquired a week to 
try a cause that is now run through. in a day. 
When the examination is conduoted_rapidly r 

and a mass of testimony taken, say at.the rate 
of from 9,000 to 12.000 words an hour, which 
is quite ordinary in some .cases, continuing 
during the whole day,, it is absolutely impossi­
ble /or lawyers to do anything more than to 
recall a general idea of the case and of the sa­
lient points. So much in defense of steno­
graphers ,who have an immense'responsibiliiy 
and wbose-good judgmentsnd bard work, skill, 
truthfulness and bpnesty-are not appreciated 
by. some lawyers a s i t shonld be, though let it 
be said to the'eredit of the majority of :he pro­
fession, many excellent lawyers do appreciate 
these bard worked gentleman. '
