When 
Dr. Posdlck and Dr. Alnslle speak of 
•the Church ' they do not think of it 
as a living organism, or even as on 
organic body at all. To them 'the 
Church' Is simply a convenient term

jor, the totality of the numerous so­
cieties into which Christians have as­
sociated themselves. 

"To them Christian unity is desir­
able chiefly as an amalgamation of 
forces, which are less efficient singly, 
and we appear to be holding out 
against this desirable union simply oe-
rause of our attachment to methods 
•which, however venerable, are at bat-
tom matters of indifference."

Bert W. Kennedy, 
the doorkeeper of the House, said to­
day he had counted ten fires during 
his many years of service at the Capi­
tol. Last night, however, was the first 
time in six years the city fire depart­
ment has been called upon.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—By a strange 

coincidence the burning of the Capitol, 
following the destruction of the Exe­
cutive offices wing of the White House 
on Christmas eve in a still more spec­
tacular blaze, was the second fire in 
historic buildings once burned by the 
Invading British. 

With the sounding of the first alarm 
shortly after seven o'clock the fire 
apparatus shrilled through the down­
town streets followed by hundreds of 
Washlngtonians who saw flames leap­
ing high above the Capitol roof. Just 
south of the big dome in its flood of 
searchlights. 

The arriving firemen found difficulty 
in getting through locked doors and 
prying into the big mass of stone and 
marble to locate the fire. This occa­
sioned the sending in of four more 
alarms, bringing mast of the apparatus 
in the city to the scene. 

The fire, it was apparent, had been 
burning for sometime before being dis­
covered/ for employees of the document 
room, leaving the building a little after 
six o'clock, smellcd smoke but could not 
locate Its source. Two of the Capitol 
police, John Bass and John Hlneburger, 
who were patrolling the east front of 
the Capitol building, saw clouds of 
smoke rolling up from the roof.
