Fisk's Ante mortem Statement. 
James Fisk, Jr., being sworn, 

says: "This afternoon about 4:30 
o'clock, I rode up to the Grand COB; 
tral Hotel; I entered by tbe pri­
vate entrance ; I entered the first 
door; I met the boy, of whom I 
asked if Mrs. Morse WlDp within ; he 
told me tbat Mrs. Moroe and the 
youngest daughter bad gone out, 
but he thought the other daughter 
was in her grandmother's room ; £ 
asked bim to go up and tell the 
daughter that l w a s there; I came 
through the outer door and was go­
ing up stairs, and had gone up 
about two steps when, looking up, I 
saw Edward S. Stokes at tbe head 
of tbe stairs; as soon as I saw him 
I noticed that he had something in 
his hand, and in a second after­
wards i saw the flash, heard the re­
port of a pistol, and felt tbe ball 
enter my abdomen on tbe right 
side; the second shot was fired a 
moment afterwards; which entered 
my left arm; when I received the 
first shot I staggered and ran to­
wards the door, but, noticing a 
crowd* gathering in front, I ran 
back on the stairs again; I was 
then brought up stairs in the hotel; 
saw nothing mora, of Stokes until 
be was brought Before me by an of­
ficer, ior identification ; I fully iden­
tify Edward S. Stokes as the person 
who shot me.

The Assassination of Fisk. 
New York, Jan. 7, 1872. 

The following are all the particu­
lars of the tragody, as gathered from 
various sources: Tbe city is much 
excited, aud tbe air is full of rumors;

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BOSTON" IMPORTS.—Boston rejoi­
ces because during the first seven 
months of 1871 the importing busi­
ness at that port was twenty-seven 
per cent, greater than it was du­
ring tbe same months in 1870, 
while that of New York was only 
twenty-four per cent, greater, anc 
many ports actually lost trade.

The Fatal Shots. 
Stokes, who had been lying in 

wait at tbe bead of the stairs, then 
made his appearance, and, saying,

pistol at Fisk, and fired. The ball 
missed. Again Stokes fired, this 
time with effect, for the ball en­
tered Fisk's abdomen. 

Fisk Game to the Last. 
Fisk here showed that be was no 

coward, for staggering, he attempted 
to open tbe door, but seeing a crowd 
outside, again turned and faced ,tbe 
stairs to be again fired on by tbe 
Stokes. .This time the ball struck 
bim on the arm and be fell. 

Tbe crowd who bad gathered 
around the door burst it in and car 
ried the wounded man up stairs to 
the parlor where be w*as laid upon 
a lounge.

Fisk's Fortitude. 
-While the operation was proceed-„ 

ingand a large number of persons 
were around nim, Fisk maintained 
his composure, the muscles of his 
face never quivering and watching 
tbe movements of tbe surgeon with 
the greatest coolness. 

He is not afraid to Die. 
After it was through he said to 

Dr. Triplet, who was the first to at­
tend bim,-'^Doctor, if 1 am going to 
die I want to know i t^ I am not 
afraid to die, but then if I am going 
to die I would like to know it be­
forehand." The doctor replied, 
"Colonel, you are not going to die 
to-night, and not tomorrow either, 
1 hope." 

The weapon used was a four-
chambered Colt revolver. One of 
the detectives pronounced the bore 
the largest he bad ever seen. Tbe 
bullet found on the stairway was in 
size more like a rifle than a pistol 
bullet. 

Arrival of Mrs. Fisk.

A n (^ exhausted. Tbe morphine, which 

thanked his friends simply for com­
ing and the rapidity of decline 
showed itself more strongly than 
ever before. At ten o'clock there 
was eager and hushed whispering, 
as it was told, in every ear that the 
end was surely drawing nigh. At 
half-past ten he lay scarcely know­
ing tbat there was any ono minister­
ing to him. He looked at the oppo­
site wall and noticed no one. A 
few moments later and he was dead. 

Fftk's Will. 
Fisk's will was made by him last 

-night. It was drawn up by David 
Dudley Field and was dictated un­
der a painful mind. Mrs. Hooker, 
bis sister, receives $100,000 in tbe 
Narragansett steamship company's 
shares; his father and mother re­
ceive $8,000 a year each ; to each of 
tbe two Misses Morse he bequeathed 
$2,000 a year; to the Ninth regiment 
$11,000 (this gift was made a week 
ago, but was legalized last night) ; 
to his wife he bequeathed the bal­
ance of bis property of all kinds; 
to Jay Gould, for whom he enter­
tained tbe warmest and most disin­
terested friendship, he left his per­
sonal effects, and entrusted to him 
"the labor of love," as it is called in 
carrying out all of his (Mr. Fisk's) 
projects in regard to public improve­
ments. Mrs. Fisk inherits all of her 
deceased husband's shares in the 
Brie Railroad. 

The Murderer. 
Stokes' career is canvassed freely.

Yet some sym­
pathy is felt for Stokes/ The Fisk 
Stokes war has continued in the 
courts for nine months, and whilo 
Fisk has had all the power of the 
Erie railway corporation at his 
back, tbe funds of Stokes have been 
decreasing day by day, owing to 
tbe fact tbat he had to pay heavy 
lawyers' fees to carry on the suit:-. 
Stokes had expended in lawyers' 
fees, during the last twelve moDtbs, 
nearly tbirty-eight thousand dol­
lars, and this Contest has beggared 
him and rendered him desperate.
