The Italian Children and Civil 
Bights. 

Of late there has been considera­
ble discussion and agitation, chiefly 
in New York, over the little Italian 
boys and girls who are made to go 
about the streets of oar cities, play­
ing on harps and fiddles and sing­
ing for money, or stealing when 
they can not get money honestly. 
Investigation has developed the fact 
that there is a regularly organized 
system, by which these children are 
obtained from Italy and brought to 
this country, where they are held in 
service by the "padrones," who liye 
and« grow rich off the labors of these 
little wanderers. Some times the 
children are brought to this coun­
try with (the consent of their pa­
rents, and sometimes no t ; but in 
either case the children are half-fed, 
harf-elethedj and , otherwise ill used 
in various ways. Their knowledge 
of vocal and instrumental music, 
such as it is, is literal I _y beaten, into 
them, and they are taught to 'steal, 
rather than re tnraAtuight without 
a oertain sum of money, by the fact 
that any deficiency below a fixed 
point in their daily receipts is 
marked by a flogging, by even less 
than their usual . scanty supply of 
food, and by other kinds of abuse 
and cruelty. In short, these little 
people are slaves in every sense of 
the word. * ..._.--

As yet nothing practical in the 
way of legislation has been done to 
relieve tbe condition W these chil­
dren ; but now SenatoT Sumner has 
made a move in this direction by 
adding a provision in their behalf 

and mechanics bare some rights 
which should be respected. Why 
should they be robbed with impuni­
ty and the goilty go unpunished ? 
Let as get down to the bard pan ot 
common honesty and call stealing 
by its old Saxon name."

Impor tant Ballroad Consolidation. 

~A report is in circulation, said to 
be well authenticated, to the effect 
that the New York and Erie Rail­
way oompany has effected a lease of 
the Atlantic and Great Western, 
the Cleveland, Columbus and Cin­
cinnati, and the Canada Southern 
railroad lines. The arrangement 
contemplates the immediate narrow­
ing oi the tracks of the Erie and At­
lantic and Great Western roads, 
making a through narrow guage 
road between New York city, Chica­
go, St. Louis and Cincinnati, and 
other competing points west. Thir-. 
ty millions are to be placed at the 
disposal of tbe Erie Board with 
which to carry out the programme 
of the parties interested.

During March last year several 
complaints were made to Mr. An­
thony P. Comstock, Special Agent 
for the Postoffice, against a gang of 
swindlers known under the desig­
nation, "J. Wright & Co.," who 
pretended to keep a store at Mo. 609 
Broadway, for tbe sale of Geneva 
watches, but who in reality were 
swindling hundreds of persons in a 
most systematic and original man­
ner. Mr. Comstock, on ascertain­
ing these facts, at once proceeded 
to investigate the modus operandi 
of tbe gang, and as tbe United 
States mail seemed to be the chief 
channel of communication between 
the sharpers and tbeir dupes, be 
8'>on ascertained that J. Wright & 
Co. were daily receiving from 100 
to 150 letters, and that these, in­
stead of being dolivered at No. 609 
Broadway, as addressed, were re­
ceived by one William Robinson, at 
No. 599 Broadway, who had power 
of attorney from J, Wright & Co. to 
receivo all letters addressed to 
them. 

Tne bait used to catch unsuspect­
ing, victims was a circular, .stating 
that, by a special arrangement, aa 
the agents of tbe Geneva Watch 
Company, they are enabled to sell 
the watches manufactured by tbe 
company at the remarkably low 
price of $4. All remittances were 
to be sent by draft. Postoffice 
money order, or in registered let­
ters, and addressed to " J. Wright 
& C«>., Jewelers, No. 609 Broadway, 
or No. 18 Bond street." The per­
son answering this circular with 
money would invariably receive in 
retnrn a lithograph letter stating 
that the order was received, and 
that the . name of tbe person was 
placed on the* list, but that at pres­
ent the firm was not prepared to 
fill the order. That would be the 
last tbe recipient would hear of bis 
money or S. Wright <fc Co. If a 
chain were ordered (the price of 
whioh was $1,) a lithograph letter 
number two was sent acknowledg­
ing receipt, but stating that, as the 
firm did not sell tbe chain without 
a watch, it would be well to send 
them $4 additional, and both would 
be sent at shortest notice. 

In the event of the dupe biting 
again, he would receive in return 
lithograph letter* numbered one, 
but no watch or chain. All tbo 
letters addressed to tbo swindlers 
were received from tbe letter-carrier 
of Station A by Robinson, at No. 
599 Broadway, wbeTe a small boy 
was daily employed, besides several 
oilier spotters outside^o_n the wa_tch 
for detectives. After receiving the 
letters Robinson would immediate­
ly give tbem into tbe custody of 
the boy, so that in case of being sur­
prised, tbey would not be found on 
his person j accompanied by the boy, 
ho would then proceed to the base­
ment ;No. 49 Amity street, the boy 
keeping some distance behind.— 
Here tbe letters were received by J. 
Wright. After ferreting out all the 
feregoing facts relative to tbe work­
ings of the gang, Mr. Comstock had 
Robinson arrested by Deputy Mar­
shals Crowley and Robinson, and tbe 
premises, No. 49 Amity street, 
seized, an order in tbe meantime 
having been given by the Postmas­
ter to deliver no more registered 
letters to J. Wright & t o . When 
Robinson was arrested tbe Deputy 
Marshals found In the basement 
thousands of the circulars, inclosed 
hr stamped envelopes,; ready for 
mailing. *7. Wright, who has not 
yet been arrested, is known to be a 
floor-walker in the Broadway dol­
lar store.
