were submerged twice a day, leaving
heavy deposits of marine plants,
shelle and seaweced. The workmen
lived in huts upon a reefl, to which
they retired when the tide rose; and
thus they pushed on their labors,
quarrying and squaring at one time,
arranging and fixing at another.
Theirs waa a masoory aimost with-
