This and the?scattered 
bones are all found in deposits of the pleisto­
cene age, in the fluviatile beds of the Argen­
tine Republic and in the bone caves of Bra-
ail. It has been suggested that the idea of 
the hut was derived from such a source as 
the discarded carapace of some dead glypto­
don. It is not difficult at all to imagine the

R i n g s a n Kvldenco o f A g e In T r e e s . 
Mr. R, W Furras , an a g e n t of t h e U n i t e d 

Btates forestry department, who has devoted 
much study to rings in timber as indioating 
the age of trees, has reached the following 
conclusion: Concentric or annual rings, 
which were once accepted os good legal evi­
dence, fail, except where climate, soil, tem­
perature, humidity and all other surround-
iugs arc regular, and well balanced. Other­
wise they arc mere guesework. The only 
region, within his knowledge, where either 
rings or measurements were reliable in­
dications are tho secluded, even and regu­
larly tempered valleys of the southern Pa­
cific ooast. Annual measurements of white 
elm, catAlpa, s^ft maple, sycamore, pig hick­
ory, cottohwood, chestnut, bex elder, honey 
locust, coffee tree, burr and white oak^blaek 
walnut, O6ago orange, white pine, red cedar, 
mulberry and yellow willow (nineteen spe­
cies) made in southeastern Nebraska show 
that an "annual growth is very irregular, 
sometimes scarcely perceptible, and again 
quite large," and this ho attributes to the 
difference in seasons. As trees increase in 
age inner rings decrease in size, sometimes 
almost disappearing. Diminished rate in 
growth after a certain age is a rule. 

Description of Meteorle Iron. 
Mr. George F. Kunz' report to the United 

States National Museum is remarkable, says 
Science, on account of the interesting history 
given of the meteoric iron which fell in 
Johnson, Kan., on March 27, 1886. A 
thorough description of the iron is given. 
Its upper side is ridged and deeply In­
dented, being in many places almost tin 
white, while the lower side is flat and cov­
ered with large, shallow pitting*. The 
writer concludes, that, after entering our 
atmosphere, the iron traveled with the 
ridged surface forward, the iron burning so 
rapidly as to be torn off, leaving part of the 
surface bright The flame thus passed over 
the sides, and, the indented edge being down­
ward, the flame was driven upward as the 
iron advanced. The flat side not being so 
much exposed, the iron was not so completely 
consumed, hence a crust and large but shal­
low pittings. These conditions would per­
haps have been entirely different had the 
mass been round or thicker, for it evidently 
moved as straight as possible without rotat­
ing at all That it is was found in the earth 
with the flat side down was due perhaps to 
the fact that it turnedaf ter losing its highest 
velocity. 

How to Purify Salt. 
Au extensive miner, refiner and operator 

in salt says, in relation to the purification of 
the manufactured salt and especially in free­
ing it from sulphates which operate so in­
juriously against its use for dairy purposes, 
the end could be obtained in the most perfect 
and yet the most simple manner by leaching 
the salt with a saturated solution of itselfT 
In other words, said ho, to purify a barrel 
of this salt all that you have to do is to dis­
solve a peck of it in cold water to saturation, 
tuid a small amount of sodium bicarbonate 
ui.ii pour this into the barrel, having pre-
\ i lusiy provided an exit by boring a hole in 
the bottom of tiic container. The saturated 
brine runs through, dissolves the impurities, 
aud carries them off, but being saturated 
with chloride of sodium, it, of course, no 
longer attacks that substance.—Scientific 
American. 

D c n f n e s s C a u s e d by U l e c t r l c L i g h t . 
M. D'Arsonvol related not- long since, be­

fore the French Academy of Medicine, a 
curious phenomenon. After gazing for a few 
seconds on an arc light of intense brilliancy, 
be suddenly became deaf, and remained so 
for nearly an hour and a half. Surprised 
and somewhat alarmed In the first Instance^ 
but reassured by.the disappearance of the 
symptoms, he repeated the experiment with 
the same result When only one eye was ex­
posed to tho light, no very marked effect was 
produced. , ^

O r i g i n o f V i s i t i n g Cards. 
As is the case in many other instances we 

owe the invention of cards to the Chinese. 
So long ago as the period of the Tong dy­
nasty (618-807), visiting cards were known 
to be in common use in China, and that is 
also the date of the introduction of the "red 
silken cords" which figure so conspicuously 
on the engagement cards of that country. 
From very ancient times to the present day 
the Chinese have observed the strictest cere­
mony with regard to the paying of visits. 
The cards which they use for this purpose 
are very large, and usually of a bright 
red color. When a Chinaman desires to 
marry, his parents intimate that fact to the 
professional "match maker," who thereupon 
runs through the list of her visiting acquain­
tances, and selects one whom she considers a 
fitting bride for the young man; and then she 
calls upon the young woman's parents, armed 
with the bridegroom's card, on which are in­
scribed his ancestral name and the eight 
symbols which denote the date of his birth. 
If the answer is an acceptance of his suit, the 
bride's card is sent in return; and should the 
oracles prophesy good concerning the union, 
the particulars of the engagements are written 
on two large -cords, and these are tied to­
gether with the red cords. 

"There's Many a Slip." 
In oue form or other this proverb may be 

found in the folk sayings of most* European 
countries, and it was current among the 
Latins and the Greeks. Lycophron tells this 
story of its origin: Ancaeus, son of Poseidon 
and Alta, was a king of the Leleges in Samoa, 
who took especial pleasure in the cultivation 
of the grape and prided himself upon his 
numerous vineyards. In his eagerness he 
unmercifully overtaxed the slaves who 
worked there. A seer announced that for his 
cruelty he would not live to taste the wine 
from his grapes. The harvest passed safely, 
and then the wine making, and Ancaeus, 
holding in his band a cup containing the first 
ruby drops, mocked at the seer's prophecy. 
But the prophet replied, "Many things hap­
pen between the cup and the lip." Just then 
a cry was raised that a wild boar had broken 
into the vfiRfyard\ and the king, setting 
down his untested cup, hurried off to direct 
the chase, but was himself slain by the boor. 

"A Tinker's Dam." 
A tinker's dam is a wall of dough raised 

around a place which a plumber desires to 
flood with solder. An electrophorus (on in­
strument for generating induction by elec­
tricity) is thus formed. A vial, previously 
heated, is upset upon a circular plate with a 
turned over edge. A circular dam of dough 
is raised around the lip, forming a wall to 
hold the soft solder, which holds the insula­
tor to the plate. Tho material of this dam 
can be used only once, and, being conse­
quently thrown away as worthless after a 
very temporary period of usefulness, thla 
device has passed into the proverb "Not 
worth a tinker's dam," which generally in-

Volres the addition of a profane n to the last 
word, and thus converts on otherwise inno­
cent comparison into a phrase of -quite an­
other character. 

E U o t ' s B i b l e . 
At the age of 43, John Eliot, pastor of a 

Church at Roxbury, began the study of the 
Natick Indian-dialect, with a view of trans­
lating the Bible into that language. He com­
pleted the translation in 1658, after a labor 
of eight years, and the book was issued in 
106& Upwards of 1,000 copies were printed, 
of which twenty copies were dedicated to 
King Charles. The latter copies are so rare 
that one of them was sold in the United 
States, in 1863, for $1,000, and six years later 
for $1,150. Among tho many points of in­
terest which Eliot's Indian Bible 
not the least is the fact "that it is the lan­
guage of a nation no longer im existence, and 
is almost the only monument of tho race; 
another, that it is tho first edition of the 
Bible published in this country.
