Elizabeth, but that it was ohtained in thia
city six weeks ago through e newepaper
advertisernent. It is also clalmed that the

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Rech is said to have oonfeseed that he
has a wife and daughter in Cataspuqua,
F'a., but whether she ever ubtained divorre
papers i8 not known. It is claimed that
Rech aud Elizabeth Weaver conspired to
let hiln beconie the beneficiary under the
wil! of her father In case of her death.

(One was obtained which 1a said so ba
the illegitimate offspring uf & prominent
society woman by a New York business
man. With the child they returned tu
Estwalivilie. Rech. after the death of the
woman. canie here Thursday night and
Friday went o Fox Chase and on Satur-
duay 10 Zomerton, where bhe stopped at a
hotel. He huad previously left the child In
Philadelphia in a 'baby farm.” On Sat-
urday night he read of the discovery of
the body and began trembling se that the
hotel pruprietor spoke to him. He ad
mitte] he wus John Rech.

He had intend-
ed to stay 1m the hay unhl saiwr
dark and then walk 1o Aubury aad give
bimaclfup. He bad, howaver, become
s0 hungry that he bad to come cut aud
. give himself up. When asked wby be
killed Whitlock, Burgeas said, **1 don't
know ™

He told the story vfoalling Mr. Whit
loock and guing with himm to the bars
QOne bar wae duwn and Burgess said
that he went through tirst wnd aa Whit-
loek stovped dowo to go throngh,
‘‘somethiog told bitn to strike Whit-
lock and ho basted bim one,”

Burgess waa asked if he know the
oonseqnence nril be replied: “*Yes, 1
pappose 1 will have 1o eit in the chair.
but that wou’t take bol & minnte.’

Burgeas simitted to Coroner El
dridge that be carried the axe, Laviog
taken it from the wagon hause.

When the clothing sud wnie were
shown Mrs. Whitlock was 60 overcome
thai she bad to leave the court room
sud did not return during the Jday.

On Friday Mrs, Adela A, Westover
dercribed the sondition of Mis. Whit
look when she arrived at bher housa the
night of the murder, corroborating her
busband’s testimony. She said thore
were seratehes ob her throat. asif she
had been choked, her face was bloody
from seratches, her lipe were blue and
swolen, and it appeared to burt her to
swallow when she took a drink of water.

Mrs, Pelton, Mrs. Earl and others
confirmed this testimony.

Peter L. Donglas, a brother-in luw
of Mr. Whitlock, Benjamin Mott, asun-
in-law, and others testified that they
had examined the premisea the morp-
ing after the murder. The cows werd
well, and there were no signs of their
haviug bieen 1n the carn field.

Wm. H, Westover and Albert Doug-
las testified to baving examioed the
prisoner’'s room aboat 2 o’clock on the
night of the murder, and alaso Mr. and
Mrs. Whitlock's room. The prisoner's
bed had not been slept in, but in Mr.
Whitlook ‘s room the bed was very much
disordered, the clothes being pnahed
back to the foot of the bed. The sheet
was spotted with blood, some large,
some smell. They were situated near
the loat.of the bed, near she front side.
There was slao & wet spot about two
feet from the foot of the bed and a foot
from the front, It was abont a foolin
iongth.

Adelbert Deal teatified as to the cap-
tare of Burgess, who had formerly beee
in bis employ, He gave himself up
and ssked for something to eat und to
be protected from the mob. After tak-
ing a drink Bnrgess, gave witness hia
watch, telling him he might keep it for
hie own. Themurderer also gave over
kie pocketbook oontaining & smsll
amonnt of money and requested that
the pocketbook be given to his mother,
Burgese then produced the razor, say-
ing at the same time, that he intended
to cut his throat if maob noleuce was
attempted,

Deal repeated some violent langoage
which was need by Borgess during the
interview on the bay loft. This some-
what astonished tho spectatora; Burgess
for the only time during the day looked
np and lenghed ontright and was joined
by thoee present.

Coraoner Eldridga was recalled and
eorroborated some of Mr, Decal's tee-
timony, sfter which court adjourned
nnti] Monday morning at 1F o'clock.

Yesterday morning conrl met pur-
suant to adjonrnment, and was called to
order at 10 o'elock. Adelbert Deal
waa recalled by the Dustrict Attoroey. {;
He teatified that there wae 10 or 12 tops
of hay in the mow. It was new and
had been pat in abont the 20th of July.
The barn was boarded up and down,
apnd the boards had shronk &0 that there
was eracks about balf an incd wide be-
tween. Burgess' hiding place wasabont
four feet from the side of the barn.

Floyd Wetherhy was next called. In
August last was & constable in Cato,
saw Burgess on the 8th of Augustin
company with Dr, Eldridge. Burgeee
was transferred to him with direciions
to earry him to Auburn and deliver
him at the jail. Mr. McCarthy and a
stranger came with them. Arrived at
the jail aboat 12 o’clock. Talked with
Burgess on general topice and the
people he had worked for, and the
killing of Whitlock. He said Whitlock
bhad alwaye been good to him, end he
didn't know why he killed him. Cross
sxamination elicited nothing new.

Don Mylerean heard of the killing of
Whitlock the morping of the 7th of
Aggust,lived about two miles romtners
Went o Denl’s ans soob as he beard the
pews at reqnest of Dr. Chappell iaking
Constable Hendricks and & Mr. Peck-
ham to wearch for Borgess. Arrived
there about 6 o'clock. Went into the
barn, meeting Mr. Deal. They examin-
ed the barn, going over the hay and
looking into all ecorners bat fonnd no
one there. They then went to Ira
station and one of the party went to
Cato to see if Borgesa should take a
train., Saw no traces of Burgess.

Westlake Hecdricks called. Waea
constable of the town of Sterling living
at Martville. Waa notified of the mur-
der ahont 5 o'cloek, the morniag after,
and joined in the search. hobhmg Bew
developed.

Dr. Chappell recalied. Bearched for
the young cattle and found them on
the west side~ of the road back of the
barn.

Hosen Blanchard lived about half a
mile from Whitlock's. Went there alont
6 o'clock the morning after the murder.

Huwmer Blunchard of North Viclory
Lived near Stumu's mill,  Testitied W
the loention of all the dwellings near
Whitlock'e. The oearest inlmbited
dweeliog wua ¥r. Secar’s, nbout 20 rods
RWAY,

Melvin Dougles, wasas Lrother-in-law
of Whitloek's, learoed of the murder at
5 o'cluck the next morniog. Went
there, arriving abont 8 o'clock.  Had
made messurements to different pointe,
sud gave them. Had seen Mr. Whit-
lock freguently pot loug before the
murder, had been to Whisloek's, bnt
did oot remember baving seen Burgess
at that time.

Leou Adle weat to Whitloek’s the
night of the mnrder; saw the cattie 1na
laue north of the bwrn feeding; they
came into the barn yard soon after.
Took care of the cows about s week af-
ter. They were healthy and in good
eondition.

Asenuth Douglas, wife of Melvin
Douglas, went with her husband to the
Whitlock house aboat 7:30 the morning
alter the murder. About 10 o'clock she
madle the Leds iB the house. Describ-
ed thv furpiture in the room occupied
hy the Whitlocks; the bed was badly
disarranged, with spots of blood on the
sheets, and a spot on a pillow case.
Was an intimate friend of Mre. Whit-
lock, aud cared for her during the day.
Her eyes were bloodshot, her lips and
her neck swoilen so badly that her dress
eonid oot be fastened withont harting
her, she eould not talk plain and stran-
gled when she attempted to swallow.

Anps Strong, » niece of Mrs. Whit-
lock, went to her home on the Gth of
Anguset; found her aunt in care of
Miss Kyle. Her aunt was nervous,
erving frequenily and making mearing-
less motions; her wristsaand neck were
broised black and blue; her shouolder
was bruised, aspot sbout four or five
inches being red and sore; could not
talk plain.

.lva. Kyie resided near the Whitlecks
sud was ad intimate friend for wine
yeare. Mra. Whillock had s clesr,
Ppleasant voice, and was & good singer.
She could bardly be understood that day
The bome life of the Whitlocks was &
happy voe, she never having heard any
disagreement between them, and they
appeared very tond of each other—Mr,
Whitlock almost always taking his wite
with him when he went from home,
Heard of the marder in Banuilal the
morning after sand went there in the af-
ternoon. Desoribed Mrs, Whitloek’s
condition, eorroborating the testimony
of previous witbesses aé to her phyaical
and nervouscondition; her armas were
badly bruised between the elbow and
the shoulder; also a bad bruise on the
leg between the knee and hip; her knee
was lame and she would groan when
she moved it.

Mra, Pelton, recalled, testitied that
when she examimest the room she found
the usuel underclothing ofa lady on the
floor, somewhat acattered.

At 12:23 the court took a recess un-
til 2 p. w. :
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—George (ireen, a shiftless farmer
pear East Homer, had five cows, three
calves and threoe horses at the beginding
of winter, He wune short of fodder for
them and sllowed the poor beaats to die
af starvation. When the facts in the
case became Enown an oflicer was dis-
patched to investigate. Tows too weak

to rise lay bellowing for food. living
skeletons of horses were gnawing at the
mabgers and not a m%el.hfnl of food on
the premises was to fonnd Green
was promptly arrested and is at present
lodged in the county jail.

—The kilp of C. M. Warner’s malt
houze, the largest building in Ciyde,
was badly dameged by fire last Tueaday
morning. The flames started in the
cupola, 65 feet from the ground, ren-
dering it aln.ost impoesible for the fire-
men to reach it with the hose. The
buoilding contained 100,000 bushels of
barley and malt. Insured for 8$30,000.
