It is very desirable ourvur-
rency should be rendered as safe as practica­
ble. It is the duty of a depositor to -ascer­
tain the solvency of any bank he entrusts 
with his property ; but the bill-holder, often 
at a distance, a laborer or a female, t rusu 
solely to the law for protection.

While making these suggestions, it seems 
necessary to add that one great fault in mod­
ern legislation is constant alteration and 
amendment in statute law.
