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MAWAOEMENT OP THE CAMAL8. 

Senator VHIUM has intro.luced into the 
Senate a bill relating to the future manage­
ment of the cauaU of this State. 

''It provides for keeping the canals In re 
pair by contract, and if the measure suc­
ceeds it will be the means of saving to the 
Treasury several hundred thousand dollars'. 
In addition to those section* heret<>f<u'e let 
by contract to be kept in repair, the bill di 
rects the letting of the following works. 
under tho provisions of the law of 1^54. and 
the regulations adopted by the ('anal Hoard, 
viz:—The Cayuga and Seneca Canals, in­
cluding the Cayuga Inlet; the Oswego Ca­
nal, including the Oneida River Improve­
ments ; the Seneca Kiver towing-path, and 
the Baldwinsville Canal; and all the Super­
intendent's sections of the Erie Canal not 
now under contract. Not more than one 
Superintendent's section can be let to one 
person or company, except some of the 
smaller ones, which are to be included in 
one contract. 

"The Canals are to be divided into four­
teen subdivisions, to be known as Residen­
cies, four of which shall be on the Eastern, 
five on the Middle, and ftre on the Western 
Division. 

"The bill devolves some of the duties now 
discharged'by the Superintendents upon the 
Resident Engineers, and prescribes the par­
ticular manner in which they shall be dis­
charged in future. Two additional Resident 
Engineers are to be appointed, so that the 
number shall be equal to the number of sub­
divisions, as above specified." 

In reference to this measure, the Buffalo 
Express remarks as follows^ 

"It is understood that the present Canal 
Board and its friends are hostile to, and will 
oppose this measure to 'the bitter end.'— 
This, however, interpose* no valid reason 
why it should not pass to a law. We ap­
prehend that the public interest is of more 
consequence than the gratification of the 
office seekers of the party, now having the 
Canals in charge ; and therefore, conclude, 
if the Legislature is true to the public wel­
fare, that it will promptly give this law of 
retrenchment a place on the Statute Book, 

^ in spite of the lamentations at Albany and 
elsewhere. The party now having charge 
of the Canals should be the last to object to 
bringing them under an economical manage­
ment, fcr they have been the most loud­
mouthed in their demands for retrenchment 
and reform. However, be that as it may, 
the duty of the law-makers in this regard 
is plain, and we tru6t will be discharged 
with promptness and fidelity." 

It is a little singular that neither Senator 
UPHAM, the Buffalo Express, nor tBe bulk of 
the Whig and Democratic parties, discover­
ed how necessary this great measure of "re­
form and retrenchment" was, until the Peo­
ple had removed the management of them 
from both. No sooner does their control 
pass into AMERICAN hands, than the whole 
tribe of corrupt partizans who have so long 
managed the Canals only to mis-manage 
them and plunder the people and the treas 
ury, cry out "Retrenchment and Reform!" 
and seek, under this old, thread-bare subter­
fuge, which is steeped to its eyes in politi­

cal hypocrisy, to wreak their vengeance up­
on a party they most cordially hate. They 
hope by the passage of the UPHAM measure, 
to deprive the present Canal Board of a large 
portion of its patronage—beyond this they 
care not a copper about the whole matter. 
To accomplish this pitiful but characteristic 
object, they are suddenly seized with spasms 
of economy, and one who had never seen 
them have such a fit, would imagine they 
were in earnest. But it is an old trick—one 
that we supposed had been "played out." 

Let us not be misunderstood. We know 
enough of the integrity and character of 
the present Canal Board to be certain that 
they are devoted to the best interests of the 
State, and that they are determined to dis­
charge their responsibilities in accordance 
with their convictions of plain, straight­
forward duty. They will be first and fore­
most among those who will favor and ap­
prove any feasible plan for the reduction of 
the expenses incident to the management of 
our Canals. If they shall be convinced that 
Senator UPHAM'S plan is a good one—the 
beat that can be devised to compass so im­
portant aa object—they will, so &r from 
standing in ita way, do all in their power to 
aid i t 

The only thing * e look at in the matter 
is, the patriotic alacrity with which all the 
old political hacks unite to sing the praises 
of a measure that they rejoicingly say will 
•ave the State hundreds of thousands of 
dollars a year! Why didn't they make this 
important discovery when they filled every 
post on all the Canals, and played blood­
suckers to the State on every rod of towing-
path within its borders ? Ah ! sirs 1 you 
honest conscientious economists! the boot 
wasosi'the other leg then! Thus the milk 
in that eocoannt » fully accounted for. 

Our good friend ot the Express says u i t i s 
understood that the present Canal Board and 
i t . friends aw hostile to, and wtti oppose ihis 
measure to the bitter end.' » Who knovs 
this7 What proofJM there of i t? What 
demonstration baa been made on the partof 
the Board that indicates hostility to it on 
their part? If any baa been made, we con-
fees wear* ignorant of i t We do not be­
lieve the Board, or any member of it, has 
taken such a position. None of them would 
be apt to do so at this stage of legislation on 
the wubject. If » J ham ^ n e so, then it 
erfttfrowftCfeftr conYktk* lhat t h e p l « -

one that will, if aande a>taw, be pernicious to 
the iuterests of the State, and not because 
it was deehtnedsmd forme* fcr the sole pur­
pose of striking a blow at the parly, (as the 
Express significantly saj*,) "*•» having 
charge ef the Canals." 

THI courno ciock" 
We learn from the Albany papers, that by 

%the munificence of the Hon. KRASTI-S CORN­

ING, of that city, the Albany University 
has been presented with a splendid Astro­
nomical clock, which is destined to play an 
important pait in thoroughly regulating 
railroad time. The Knick. says "it is to be 
used for the purpose of regulating all the 
clocks on the Central Railroad, between this 
city and Buffalo. It will do this by means 
of the telegraph wire made expressly for 
the purpose. The signals may be given in 
either of two ways. First: they can be 
*ent over the line a certain number of times 
a day, BO that the error of the clock at each 
station may be instantly perceived. Or. 
second : the station clocks can, at small ex­
pense, be so adjusted, that if wrong, they 
will be set perfectly right by the automatic 
action .of the astronomical clock. Every 
xdock so arranged will thus show the pre­
cise time of the Corning clock, at least 
twice a day, and can never vary more from 
the Albany time than the station clock gams 
or loses in the interval between the time-
signals. 

"We hope to hear" that all railroads in 
this vicinity will promptly avail themselves 
of the opportuaity which will now be put 
put within their reach, of introducing astro­
nomical time. In the State of New York 
alone, there are 3,316 miles of railroad, on 
which, during the past year, there were 
more than 33,000,000 of passengers. All 
this property ami life are interested in what­
ever will purchase accuracy of time and 
consequent security against collison and dis­
aster."

This decision, it is obvious, must relieve 
all our Courts, from the Court of Appeal* 
down, of a vast deal of research, vexation 
and hard labor: 

PROHIBITORY L W O R LAW. 

Editor of Auburn American: 
DKAR SIR—A case was brought before 

Justice SHIRLEY, of Moravia, involving a vi­
olation of the Law to prevent intemperance, 
pauperism aud crime, on January :25th, 1850. 
The complainant alleging that 1). J. VAN 
AIKEN, of Niles, Inn-Keeper, had at differ­
ent times between the first day of July, 
1855, and the 24th of January, 1856, violated 
said law at different times, within the time 
mentioned, viz:—Keeping and selling intox­
icating liquors, viz :—Brandy, gin, rum, beer, 
cider, Ac. 

Witnesses were called and examined by 
the complainant, who testitied that they 
had bought,at different times, what was called 
liquor, and gave it to others and paid for 
i t ; also that cider was drank and paid for at 
Deft's ; and after a full investigation of the 
matter, the Justice decided, that although 
the evidence might show a violation of said 
law, yet he had examined it, and he had 
come to the conclusion that the law passed 
April 0th, 1855, to prevent intemperance, 
pauperism and crime, was unconstitutional; 
That a law pronouncing a fine .of fifty dol­
lars for selling a glass of cider, is in viola­
tion of Section 5 of Article 1st of the Con­
stitution, which declares that excessive fines 
shaihuot be enforced, &c.; That there were 
other Requirements in said law which he 
held unconstitutional—which he had not 
then time to discuss; but at' some future 
time, if his attention wa6 called to it, would 
give his opinions in extenso.

Toe Qestioii of Slavery in Congress-

Mr. Dunn of Indiana, proposed the follow­

ing: 
First, No man should be elected Speaker 
who does not fully and heartily sympathise 
with a large majority of the people of the 
country for the restoration of the Missouri 
Compromise, or who will hesitate to exert 
himself for the restoration of that restric­
tion. 

This was rejected by a majority of one. 
Secondly, The restriction should be res­

tored as a proper vindication of the wisdom, 
patriotism vnd plighted honor of the great 
statesman who imposed it as the necessary 
and certain means of reviving harmony and 
concord anions the States of the Union. 

This was adopted hy a majority of one. 
Third, Unless the facutious agitation or 

the slavery question in or out of Congress is 
unwise and unjust in every section of the 
Union, but until the restriction is restored it 
is a solemn duty we owe to the past, present 
and future to steadily and firmly to prcsist 
in the efforts to that end. 

This was rejected by a majority of three. 
Mr. Fuller—we presume it to be the Ameri­
can candidate for the Speakership—proposed 
a resolution, declaring that— 

The agitation of the slavery question is 
unwise and unjust to a portion of the people, 
injurious to every section, and ought not to 
be countenanced. 

This was adopted by one majority. Mr. 
Meacham, of Vermont, offered a resolution, 
asserting that— 

The repeal of the Missouri restriction was 
an example for useless and factious agitation 
of the slavery question. 

This was adopted by a vote of one hun­
dred and eight to ninety-three. Thirty-two 
members were absent. 

STATE LEGISLATURE. 

Both Houses met last eveping, pursuant to 
adjournment. We have the proceedings of 
the Assembly, but they present no feature 
of interest. 

They have enjoyed uninterrupted 
sleighing in New York city sinee the 6th 
inst.—over three weeks. This is unprece­
dented for that locality. More snow has 
(alien in that latitude than was ever before 
noticed there in any one month. Up here 
in the country we are having but little over 
our average supply. 

BARNUM "GOING IT" ' on Tiax."—The 
New Haven Journal and Courier states that 
the liabilities of the Jerome Clock Com­
pany are $530,000, and the assets §470,000. 
This probably includes their liabilities to 
Mr. Barnum for endorsements, which are 
very large.. The assets set down at S470,-
000 could not, probably, be sold for §200,-
000.

The Annual report of Mr. ViCToa M. 
RiCX^Superintendeat of Public Inctruejaou, 
was recently made to the Legislature. It is 
an instructive and valuable document. We 
make the following extracts from i t : 

The whole number of School Districts in 
the State on the 1st day of July, 1855. is re­
ported as 11,74*; July 1,4854, 11,71*8. A 
decrease of 50. 

Of thiB number, 8,808 were each composed 
of territory lying in one town, the number 
last year being 8,855. The "joint district*," 
so called from being composed of territory ly­
ing in two or more adjoining towns, are 
2,i»4(>; last year, 2,391. 

The number of "parts of districts" united 
to constitute joint districts is t»,124; the 
number reported for the proceeding year 
was 5.875. 

Eleven "Separate neighborhoods." contain­
ing in all 2(>1 children between the ages of 
4 and 21 ysars, were reported as being at­
tached to districts in the adjoining State. 

The schools were kept open and taught 
by qualified teachers for an average period 
of about eight months. 

The number of children liotween the ages 
of 4 and 21 years it-1 tor tod as residents of 
the several school Districts, on the Hist day 
ot l)eceml»er, 4854. was 1,224.127. an in 
crease over the previous year of .'«7.418. 
The whole number of children taught in tlux 
Public schools in the year 1854

This footing shows an iucrease of attend­
ance in the schools and academies over 1854. 

The wholo number of children not in at­
tendance upon schools and academies in 
1854 was 225.8.U. 

The number of volumes reported in the 
District Libraries was 1,505,370, being f>6-
900 le*s than the proceeding year, and 98,-
840 less than in the year 1852. 

The schools of the State were visited dur­
ing the year 1854 by the several Town and 
City Superintendents 22,082 times. This is 
something of an improvement over the re­
port of the preceeding year. It shows, how­
ever, an average of less than two visits per 
annum to each school, which is the mini­
mum enjoined by law. 

The amount of public money received- by 
the Trustees of School Districts or Boards 
of Education during 1854 was $3,046,430 83. 
Of this amount, $1,173,073 was paid for 
teacher's wages. 

The amount received by the Town Super­
intendents and Boards of Education in cities, 
villages, and Union Free-School Districts for 
the year ending on the 1st of July, 1855, by 
their report, was $2,108,262 93. Of this 
amount, $1,476,616 34 was apportioned, pre­
vious to July 1,1855, for the payment of teach­
er's wages during the civil year, 1855, and 
$40,08114 for Libraries. Leaving on the 1st 
of July, 1855, $031, 646 59, which had either 
been appropriated to other expenses of main­
taining the schools, or was applicable to those 
purposes aEnd to the payment oi teachers and 
the increase of libraries during the remain­
der of the year which has just closed. 

The Superintendent says: 

It has been stated that the approximate 
. number of school districts in the State is 
I 11,748, being an apparent diminution of 50. 
1 To this there is to be added a reported in­

crease of 44 in the city of New York, and of 
39 in the city of Poughkeej sie, in neither of 
which is there any actual territorial demark-
ation of districts. 

It probably still is, the whole number of 
school-houses reported to this Department 
being but 11,1)28. The number as returned 
by the Marshals who took the census of this 
year is 11,146. 

The entire report is replete with valuable 
suggestions, and the whole, although neces­
sarily covering much ground, conveys a clear 
and able view of the condition and prospects 
of our nogle Educational System. 

The conclusion of the report thus recapit­
ulates the amendments in the school laws 
which the Superintendent declares to be 
most worthy of immediate attention : 

t . That the annual meetings of all the 
school districts shall be held on a fixed and 
uniform day early in October, the 1st Tues­
day for example. 

2. That the school year shall be for all 
purposes regarded as terminating on the 
30th day of September, corresponding with 
the fiscal year of the State, and that all sta­
tistics, financial or otherwise, shall have re­
ference to that year. # 

3. That such statistics be reported directly 
to the Department by the Town Superinten­
dents, unless the Legislature shall provided 
some intermediate school officers qualified 
for the duty of digesting them. 

4. That the sura appropriated for equal 
distribution among the school districts be 
reduced to the income of the School Fund, 
and the appropriation from the revenue of 
the U. S. Deposit Fund, that a rule based 
upon the number of teachers be prescribed 
for the enumeration of districts at least in 
cities and villages, where no territorial divis­
ion by district exists. 

5. That the law for the establishment of 
Union Free-Schools be amended, and that its 
principle be so extended aa to permit any dis­
trict to l e w a tax for the-purpoae of defray­
ing teacher's wages. 

5. That the power of taxing real estate 
for district purposes be conliued strictly to 
its territorial limits, 

j 7. That school districts be made guasi 
J corporations, like towns, and be enabled to 
' soe and to be sued in their corporate name 
1 and character.* 

8. That so much of the library money be 
appropriated to each district the present 
year as may be necessary to defray the ex­
penses of furnishing each district with a copy 
of the amended Code of Public Instruction, 
and digest of decisions thereupon be retain­
ed and applied to that purpose. 

9. That provision lie made-for the election 
of Superintendents for each County or As-

' sembly District, with sufficient compensa-
' tion to secure the devotion by capable and 
• zealous men, of their whole energies to the 

work of local supervision, 
j 10. That the State tax for the support of 

schools l>e made three quarters of a mill on 
i each dollar of the assessed valuation of prop­

erty instead of the fixed sum of $800,000.
