THE ST ATI DIBT-

The following-are the heads of the, new 
bill to provide means for the liquidation of 
the State debt, introduced into the Assem­
bly by Mr. Law : 

There shall be annually assessed, in the 
' manner that other taxes are assessed and 
levied, a tax upon the following named arti­
cles, as follows : 

Upon all gold and silver piste, and jewelry 
other than watches, owned by any person 
or persons, or corporations, when the value 
thereof shall exceed tbe sum of $50, an an­
nual tax of two per cent, of the value 
thereof. 

Upon all statuary paintings, engravings, 
or other pictures, (family portraits being 
excepted,) a like tax of pne per cent, of the 
value thereof. .._.•.._ _. . 

Upon watches, owned and kept for use. as 
follows: Upon gold lever or otbergold watch­
es of the value of $50, or of the value of more 
than $50, each $lyirpon gold or silver watcb-
es of the value of more than. $20 and less 

and bowie knives in Congress or any other

That - would 
restore oor Congress to something of the 
dignity which originally belonged to it, and 
send bullies into the retirement from which 
tbey ought never to hare been allowed to 
emerge. Let the press echo the sentiments 
of the people on this subject, and before 
long, we may hope to see thia remedy ap­
plied.

The money raised by tbe tax pr 
in this act, shall be applied first to the li­
quidation of interest upon the State debt 
when the same is not otherwise provided 
for by law, or when tbe fund heretofore ap­
propriated for such purpose shall be inade­
quate, in whole or in part, for such liquida­
tion. 

When such interest is paid, the remain­
der of the proceeds of such tax shall be ap­
plied in liquidation of tbe debt of the State, 
and for no other purpose.
