And al though 
they involved a quest ion upon which the 
South in very teaacioas, it baa been s o evi­
dent a lways that they would be greater 
sufferers than the North by a dissolution, aa 
t o impress us with the belief that they 
would flinch at ajarieis, when auch a ques­
t ion should Qotnoup for discussion, and the 
politicians themselves have never seemed to 
us to be really iu favor of a dissolut ion; they 
have merely desired t o enjoy the privilege 
e ( crying "wolf" at libitum, without any de­
sire to have the "wolf" come. 

For s ix or eight years past, tbo ambitious 
politicians of the Southern States have fol­
lowed up the practice of holding a Southern 
Conventien annually, ostensibly to consider 
their planting and commercial interests , but 
really to demonstrate on the slavery question. 
At these conventions they have usually mack-
long speeches, and passed long strings of 
resolutions, in which they have each time 
se t up some new claim for the slave power. 
for the purpose of having it operate on some 
approaching election, or upon the next Con­
gress . Such a Convention for the 9 th of 
H a y next, at Vicksburgb, is now called, aud 
t h e Southern newspapers are fa 11-of sugges­
t i ons and speculations concerning what that 
Convention will do. A t the last two annual 
meetings of that body, it resolved in favor 
of re-opening the slave trade, and at the last 
meeting, it will be recollected, a clergyman 
w a s brought into the service to provo that 
Christ ianity and humanity would be promo­
ted by such a trade. It was said that it 
could be only through the importation of 
benighted Africans that they could be 
brought under the influences of the Gospel. 
Mr. C . A . L. Lamar was probably induced 
t o become a missionary in that religious and 
philanthropic undertaking, and the slave 
trade may be said to be fsiriy opened. The 
Vicksburgb Convention will undoubtedly 
reiterate those former resolves, and enter 
largely into the new doctrines of protection 
of slavery by Congress, for this is the m o v ­
ing, active question which is to be thrown 
into the Presidential Congress of 18G0.— 
A n d the speakers thereat will probably 
threaten, as usual a dissolution of the Un­
ion, if Congress shall not accede to this de~ 

'_ maud. But such threats will not have many 
, terrors for Northern ears. They have been 

too often repeated to terrify many persons, 
w e 6hould think, even in" the South. The 
principal effect will be upon the members of 
the Convention, who wil l probably congrat­
ulate themselves when it is over, upon h a v ­
ing made a terrible noise. 

But although there is no danger of a d i s ­
s o l u t i o n of the Union, there is great danger 

\ b a t this convention will take another ag-
gr twixe 6tride for the extension of slavery 
in to the new territoriear-'arid \for protect­
ing i t there, and unless theNjgpos i t ion 
shall have a working majority in the nex 
House of Representatives, we are inclined to 
bel ieve that they will accomplish their ob­
jec t within two years. It is for this reason 
that we have been anxious that Americans 
and BepubJicans should unite in Maine, 
New Hampshire and Connecticut, in return­
ing members to the next House of Repre­
sentatives, who will put an end. if possible, 
t o this unholy crusade for nogro s lavery.— 
And it is for this reason also, that we are 
indulging the hope that there wi l l be union 
nominations of candidates for President and 
Vice President, to be supported in 1860. It 
has become entirely obvious to us that a di­
vided Opposition to that policy wil l he re ­
warded only wi th another defeat.

It now appears that as soon a* 
it became known to the British Ministry 
that Napoleon and Franci- Joseph were at 
variance respecting the protectorate exist ing 
over certain Italian States, Lord Cowley 
WHS dispatched t<> Vienna to propose some 
plan of adjustment: In this, whilst ho 
seemed to fail to procure any immediate re­
conciliation, he succeeded in brmging the 
five powers to agree upou a diplomatic con-

conduct of individuals without established 
character, at Auburn, they imperceptibly 
withdiew, more or less, from active political 
life.

A MAX BUBH8 HIS OWN .CHILD TO DEATH 

The Wabash ( Ind. ) Intelligencer of last j 
week describes the trial and conviction of a 
man named William Joy, for burning his 
own child to death. The wretch was s e n ­
tenced to only eighteen years'imprisonment, 
probably on account of the youth of the 
principal witness , a little daughter of tho 
prisoner. The deed was perpetrated in the 
fall of 1857. but until now, through fear of 
the father, the daughter dared not tell the 
following fearful s tory : 

John, a child about four months old, was 
quite unwell , and had been so for some days, 
aud wa6 consequently fretful, and had cried 
considerably during thc night, and disturb­
ed her fathir. Early in the morning her 
father called to her, and told her to get up 
and make a fire. She did s«—made the fire 
principally of brush, because there was no 
other wood prepared. After the fire began 
to burn, the child continued to cry and fret, 
her father became euraged, and snatched 
the child-from its mother's arms, tore every 
particle of clothing off it, and then took it 
by one arm and one leg, and held it over tho 
fire until it was burned in several places to 
a blister. 

He then struck the little sufferer two 
blows with his hand, leaving upon i ts body 
the marks of his fingers, and then threw it 
into the cradle or bed. His wife and daugh­
ter struggled to get the child away from 
him, but were unablo to do so. and when 
Mrs. Joy found that he was going to burn 
the child to death, 6ho ran out of the house, 
to prevent 6eeiug the sight, and to get out 
of hearing of the child's screams. Joy^took 
down his gun, and pointiDg it at her. c o m ­
pelled her to como in. He then left the 
house and did not return, as we understand, 
for a day or two . Four days after this t e r ­
rible scene, the little suffering ch i ld died 
and was buried. None but J o y and his 
wife, and t w o young daughters knew any­
thing about the cause of its death. Tbo 
neighboring women, who came in and assist­
ed to lay out the child, found it so mortified 
and decayed that they could not wash it. or 
even take off the clothing upon it. J o y 
to l i his wife and daughters that if they ever 
said a word about it he would kilt them, and 
they believed him, and so kept the horrible 
secret.

Soil for Strawberries.—Solon Robinson— 
There is this one fact to be borne in mind >u 
regard to good soil for straw - Tries. In n;iy 
southern exposure, where tbfc s n\ \i .- urny 
and rich in leaf mold, strawberries cau be 
successfully grown by simply d i g g i n g the 
ground deep before sett ing out the plants, 
without using and manurial substance what­
ever. 

R. G. Tardee—High manuring will force 
runners and leaves, and such plants will not 
bear Iruit well. It never injures plants to 
cut off runners. Don't let your varieties of 
berries run together. The strongest grow­
ers will drive out thc best bearers. T h e 
Eai ly Scarlet sends out runners very strong. 
I would set a board between varie'tleB, t o 
prevent their running together. T o fructify 
I lovey's seedling, I would not require stam-
inatc plants nearer than thirty feet. I 
would have a bed ten feet square of stami-
natcs to one of ono hundred feet of pisti-
latcs. 

P R O F . M A P E S . — A n excel lent thing for a 
strawberry-bed is tan bark liquor, not too 
strong. Tho reason that field-strawberries 
are higher flavored is probably because 
there is more tonic acid to be obtained by 
the plants in the fields than in the garden. 
A good plan for field culture is alternate 
beds and paths. Prepare the paths wel l in 
Spring, and let the runners set on them, 
and then turn under the old vines. Mulch 
is particularly useful. A gentleman at Der­
by, Conn., covered his beds with slabs, edged 
to a width of four feet long, and laid them 
down bark up, with notches in the edges 
through which the plants grow. The plants 
grew well , and have produced well and 
kept clean. After bearing the crop, he lifts 
the slabs and loosens the soil, and lays down 
the slabs again. If runners are wanted for 
new plants, the slabs are taken away. 

Mr- Pardee—1 arranged a mound of earth 
wi th clam shells all around, with strawberry 
plants between them, watering at the top 
and letting it run down. It is upon the 
same principle as tbe slab theory, and makes 
a very pretty ornament, and the crop was 
very large. April is the best time to set 

; plants for Autumn. One who will attend to 
it will succeed best in the season after fruit-

I ing. I can transplant plants all tbe Summer 
i months. 

Prof. Mapcs—I find potash, phosphate, ' 
6oda, all excel lent for strawberries. 

Judge Meig6—I have found the broken 
bark of the wood pile an excellent dressing 
for strawberries. 

Renovating Old Orchards.—VroL Mapes 
— There was an old orchard on my place 
that had ceased beariug, which I fully reno­
vated and afterward cut down, because I 
cannot afford the shade. l h e -tend is too 
valuable to grow large trees upon. I - c a n 
producefruit upon dwarfs more economically. 
All old apple orchards are deficient in lime, 
but the lime must be properly prepared to 
be of use. i : . e caustic soda wash spoken 
of last week will clear them of insects aud 
fur.gi. I sub-soiled the old orchard which 
was in grass, and applied lime. I recom-
mend ten bushels per acre, sewed in a caus 
tic state on the surface.

Books. But in the case of poisoning there 
is no room for doubt. Where a murder i s 
committed in any other way, there is often 
the possibility that murder was not delibe­
rately inteuded. Tho malice, the premedi­
tation, thc murderous intent belay neces­
sarily to the crime, and while every applica­
tion f.r commutation or pardon shall be de­
cided on its own peculiar facts. I cannot 
conceive that I should feel authorized in in­
terfering in any case of poisoning where 
guilt is clearly proved. Least of all can I 
interfere where a husband poisons a wife or 
a wife a husband. 

If, therefore, Mrs. Hartnng is guilty of 
tho crime of poisoning her husband, I cannot 
reconcile it to my ideas of duty to save hor 
from thc penalty the law imposes upon her 
crime. The Jury have by their verdict— 
conscientiously arrived at, as I believiyleclar 
ed that she is guilty of this crime, and t h o / 1 

Judge, whose fairness and humanity are ad­
mitted, says that the "verdict was clearly 
warranted by the test imony." After a care­
ful examination and consideration of the 
evidence and of her own statement, I am 
unable to say that had 1 been one of tho 
Jury , I could have arrived at a different con­
clusion. 1 believe her to be guilty of thc 
deliberate murder of her husband by poison. 

I t is urged"upon me that even though she 
is guilty, public opinion demands that her 
punishment should be commuted to impris­
onment for life, and that if this is not done, 
no woman will ever again be convicted of 
murder in this State. Even were tins true, 
I should see in it no reason for my interfer­
ence. It is not a matter to be decided by 
public feeling, by the impulses of those who 
have not had time nor inclination to scan 
the evidence carefully, and many of w h o m 
arc influenced by an objection to c a p i t a l , 
punishment in general, or to a horror of 
hanging a woman, or both. The only prov­
ince of public opinion in a case like this, i s 
to induce additional caro where a decision 
adverse to thc current of public opinion ie 
arrived at. And moreover, though there i s 
undoubtedly a great repugnance in the pub­
lic mind to the infliction of capital punish­
ment upon a woman, 1 do not think that i t 
is so general as is assumed, or that it inter­
feres essentially wi th the course of public 
justice. 

I cannot, then, commute the pnnishment 
of Mrs. Hartung. She must suffer the rinalty the law has imposed upon her, and 

request you will communicate this decis­
ion to her, and urge her to cease to hope 
for Executive clemency, but devote herself 
at once to preparing to stand before her 
creator. I trust she will seek and receive 
forgiveness from Him who alone can grant i t .

T H E PiMLADELHHiA M. E. C O N F E R E N C E . — 
At the session of this body Thursday, the 
slavery question assumed a decided form, 
one of the presiding elders making a written 
charge ogaiu-t the Revd. Wm. Warner for 
holding slaves, contrary to tbe Dissipline of 
the Church. After some rather warm talk­
ing, the presiding elder, Rev. J . M. McCar-
ter, withdrew the charge to allow of expla­
nations. Whereupon Mr. Warner made a 
statement to the effect that he stood ready 
to complv with the wishes of the conference 
if he possibly could, and if not, to retire from 
it. Finally a resolution was adopted requir­
ing every member of the Conference who is 
or may become a slaveholder to manumit his 
male slaves at 21 and his female claves at 
18, and those above that age to be manumit­
ted at once. I t was referred to a committee 
conip'.&ed of Revd. Messrs. J . C T h o m a s , 
F .Hodgson , J . M. McCarter, W. H. Bris­
bane. T. J. Thompson and J . Dickerson.—
