Besides, wo do not believe that England 
is likely to be drawn into the war adversely 
to France. It would be damaging to the 
interests of both nations to have such a 
result. We fcel assured tbat it will bo 
avoided. 

We are confident in the belief, therefore, 
tbat nothing in the present European war ia 
likely to ooeor by which we of aeceaaity, 
ahalrbe drawn into it. On tbe contrary, 
we are firmly of tbe opinion tbat we may 
reap great advantages if oar farmers shall, 
dtfriog tbe present season, succeed in rais­
ing heavy crops for aale at the high prices 
they will sertainly comsaand in the European 
markets.

Be waa equally famous in every civilised 
country in tbe world. l ie received an early 
and thorough education, and hia independ­
ent naiad began a system of original inves­
tigations iato natural phenomena, while he 
was still a etadent. Bis first published 
.scientific work waa on Geology, under the 
title of "The Basaalt on the Rhine." His 
geological explorationa brought him into 
imaaediata acquaintance with tbe fossils of 
the soil and the rocks; and he next publisb-

. ad a work on "Fossil Botany." Physiolo­
gy was an interesting study to him, and be 
ao thoroughly mastered its science, that he 
■est published a work on tbe nerves and 
muscles- In 1799, be visited America for 
the porpoae of making scientific explora­
tions ; darieg which time ha traveled ia all 
the principal countries of both portions of 
the continent, aad made his examinations 
aad observations at hia leisure. Be has 
since traveled over Europe and Asia for tbe 
same purpose. There is now no scientific 
aaaa liviag, who has seen with bis own eyes 
ao much of the earth as be bad. 

For the but-few years he has- resided a t 
Berlin, under tbe idnftdiate patronage of 
the King, aad has occupied himself with tbe 
•oeanoaUtoB of his "Cosmos," which is tbe 

- legacy ha laavaa the world, as tbe summary 
of all hie learning. Sach are a few of tbe

A letter from Turin, published in the N. 
Y. Herald of Saturday, and evtdontly writ­
ten by some parson of correct information, 
respecting tbe causes of the pending Kuro-
pean war, "tales that Kossuth is in Sardinia, 
and by means of secret emissaries, is in 
communication with the Hungarian troops 
in the Austrian service in Italy. These 
Hungarian soldiers are the same that were 
under the command of Kossuth, in his 
struggle with Austria in defence of the 
nationality of his country. As a nutter of 
policy, they were, after being incorporated 
into the Austrian army, sent into Italy, in 
order U> remove them from all temptation 
and opportunity to aid in any future re­
bellion ot their countrymen against the au 
thorily of their conquerors. They are 
therefore ready to listen to any practicable 
scheme fur the benetit of Hungary, which 
may be suggested by their former Governor 
and successful commander. 

If the statement of this letter is true, 
that Kossuth i> really in Sardinia, we must 
conclude that he is there with the kuowl 
edge and approbation of both the Sardinian 
and French authorities. The important "aid 
which the disaffection of the Hungarian 
troops in the Austrian service, and a revoU 
in the Hungarian provinces, would afford to 
Victor Emanuel and Louis Napoleon against 
Francis Joseph, certainly gives probability 
to the statement that Kossuth is in Italy, 
and also to the conclusion that both of those 
Sovereigns are willing to allow, if not to 
assist him, in another attempt to recover 
HuDgaiiaii independence. II the war goes 
on, we shall be likely to lind Kossuth again 
in Hungary, with tin strong support of 
France aud Italy. Americans will rejoice 
if such an opportunity shall be offered him 
to work out the lrberation of hia country, 
and the re establishment of her independent 
nationality. ,

notice of the resolution of the Southern 
Commercial Convention. But we find an 
article in the Evening Journal which so com­
pletely en.bodies our views tbat we give it 
in place of any strictures and. comments of 
our own). It is worthy the attention of ev­
ery voter in the State : 

"A Southern Commercial Convention as 
sembled at Vicksburg recently. The press 
has wisely neglected to burthen its columns 
with its doings, and it had quite slipped our 
memory until we met the follow in the 
Philadelphia North American : 
After four days of exciting debate, the Con­

vention adopted a resolution declaring that 
the laws against the Slave Trade Ought to 
be abolished. 

Thus we go. Five years since sucb a 
proposition would have been hissed out of 
any Convention, North or South. The idea 
would have been too revolting to be enter­
tained for a moment. 

But since then, many strange things have 
happened. The National, Administration 
has cast its entire influence into 'scale of 
Slavery. It has proclaimed to the world its 
purpose to sustain it as a National Institu­
tion, and it has dignified it by giving to it a 
great deal more attention, and extending to 
it a great deal more favor, than to any or all 
other subjects which have agitated the pub­
lic mind. Offices have been awarded for 
votes cast to extend it. Bribes have been 
paid for influence employed to foster it.— 
Courts have been coerced into decisions to 

- legalise it. Ballot boxes have been "stuffed" 
to acquire power to strergthen it. Lynch 
law has been brought into requisition to 
silence those wbo were laboring to curtail 
i t ; and tbe pulpit and the press have been 
polluted to place the impress of ''Divinity" 
upoD it. It is "treason" longer to speak of 
it SB an evil! To hope for its ultimate ex ­
tinction is to desire the demolition of the 
chief pillar of tbe Republic! ADd to de-
SKMWice the Slave Trade as "'Piracy" is to 
cast disrepute upon a traffic which is already 
practically encouraged by the General Gov­
ernment ! 

The Slave trado is already resumed. The 
fact is of record. Cargoes have been openly 

are to-day a staple commodity in several of 
tbe Southern States. Where the traffic'bas 
been too brazenly pursued, the officers of 
the General Government have for decency's 
sake, affected to tako notice of tbe offence ;

Spring Pr.«p«ff« .' The world is so agi.-
tated by the stu|*>ndous questions of the day 
tbat the angel ol thought haa once more de­
scended into the pool of our intellect, aud 
now our hall pen moves quickly forth, seek-
nig renewal of life aud friendlier associa­
tions, among those once congenial compan­
ion", in the sober walks of healthful,eastern,' 
social life. 

While the Old World is disturbed by ru­
mors of wars, and the rapid preparation for 
stern conflicts steadily approaching, the 
West is suffering the gloom cout:ngeiit upon 
dull and unpropitious weather. All men 
are jealous <>f the weather, and manifold are 
the anxieties that make the almanac the 
sole text book of the studious farmer, and 
the mutable moon the ouly orb shining in 
the astronomy of agriculture. The. moon 
seems very capricious, aud its changes and 
phases have become the acknowledged smiles 
or frowns of Providence upon the tillable* 
land. Surely, the earth's satellite, conjoint­
ly with the sun's influence, causes the tidal 
ebb and flow ; but is it true, that tbe wea­
ther is controlled by the coquettish moon 1 

By the way, we wish the Rev. John A. 
Bowman, the eastern lecturer on astronomy, 
would publish his views on the subject of 
whether the moon makes the weather, or 
whether the weather is governed by the all-
ruling hand of the All Maker. If the moon 
makes weather, is not tho mythological god-
ess, Minerva, the presiding genius of all 
storms and sunshine 1 And would not this 
arrangement make Jove, the thunderer, a 
degraded minion, dependent upon the fitful 
tempers of the inconstant Minerva for his 
privileges to exorcise his high functions as 
chief artillerist to the fabulous hosts of 
heaven's giants? 

But we see that Bowman has been lectur­
ing in nervous Buffalo, on the subject above 
mentioned, so we suggest that Bonner should 
merchandize Bowman, as lie has Everett, 
the Hon., and serve up a refined dish of 
astronomy in that great humbug, out-Bar-
numing Barnum—a la Alexander Smith, 
quem tide, "out Antony, Antony"—the 
New York Ledger, for tbe benefit of western 
farmers. 

If Bonner t» a philanthropist, he cannot 
servo humanity more extensively than by 
putting at rest this much mooted question 
of the moon's eccentric ideas of propriety, in 
a time's weather log. We concur that it 
would be a great speculation for some vety 
wealthy corporation, to secure, in this day 
and age of omniscient legislation, a charter 
from some State, and obtain the service of 
that inveterate clown, 

•' The man in the moon, 
Who came down at noon," 

and undertake to regulate the weather, to 
order, in patches to suit customers, provided 
tbat Bonner should show, to a demonstra* 
tion, that the moon doe% make weather.— 
Much more would it be to Bonner's credit 
to rest this great subject, than it has been 
to support the degenerate and speculative 
descendant of the great and l o q d Washing-
ton. * -

We suggest, Bowman might furnish his 
thoughts to Everett, and Everett might pro­
duce them as a " Mount Vernon Paper." 
Certainly, a discourse on astronomy would 
be as relevant to Mount Vernon as have 
been some of Everett's rail road excursions. 
We of the west are so prosy in our imagw 
nation, tbat we are unable to discover any­
thing romantic or picturesque in the fact 
tbat Everett has been so flattered and prais­
ed by the American public, tbat he began to

Mrawberries— From the Prairie Farmer 
be read that Samuel Edwards, of Bureau 
county, III., produced 100 bushels of straw­
berries per acre as chesp as an acre of 
corn. 

Birds.—The same paper ssys that some 
gentlemen of Chicago have established an 
Audubon Club! for the preservation of 

I birds. 
New Flowers.—The Revue Horticole 

speaks highly of the new flower, Jusminium 
Grandiflorium, as a very hardy and beauti­
ful flower. Another new flower, a new 
variety of Aruyvca, from the Himalaya 
Mountains, is also spoken of as very much 
resembling rich silk in its appearance. 

\ U e a t in Chili.—Meat is a luxury to the 
common people in Chili; they live princi­
pally upon vegetables. Tbe country former­
ly raised great crops of Wheat, at very low 
prices. Ihe Wheat is grown by irrigation, 
and when the snow falls on the mountains, 
the Wheat fails on the plain. Wheat is 
stored in holes in the ground, also in the 
skins of cattle, out of which tbe carcaa has 
been squeezed, as it were, out so as to leave 
the skin almost whole. This is then.filled 
with earth, and dried, a:i<l the skin thus 
cured. These hides arc tuned in the 
ground, with tbe horns out, to mark the 
locality. 

Solon Robinson suggested that the plan 
of storing wheat in the ground was a good 
one for the prairie farmers. ..Not, however, 
skins of cattle ; but pits could be dug and 
cemented exactly like cisterns, with only a 
small mouth, and there is no doubt grain 
could be kept safely in this way—probably 
more so than in any other way. •• 

Judge Meigs—It is the old Egyptian way 
of storing grain, and a very good way, it is 
too. 

Solon Robinson—Yes, i:i a conntry so 
destitute of wood as tbe great pra.iie wheat 
region of the West. 

The Curculio Dr. Trimble, of Newark— 
What will cure the curculio is sn important 
question, Dr. T. exhibited some live cur­
culio, and also some limbs of plum trees 
with black knots, which he contended, were 
made by tbe same insect that affects the 
fruit. 

This, he says, he has proved to his full 
satisfaction by repeated experiments. The 
plum rot, he also thinks, is produced by the 
curculio. He says the whole subject of cur­
culio seems to be misunderstood. He has 
bred the insect from the larvae found in the 
black knot and from the fruit, and found 
them identical. He thinks tbat the race 
may be propagated in the bark, and thus 
continued in existence when the fruit en­
tirely fails. By watching the trees at this 
Season the commencement ofxhe black knot 
roay.be detected, and that is the time to 
cut off the branch. If the egg is taken out 
of tbe limb or fruit, it will go on to perfec­
tion. There is no poison from the perfora­
tion—it comes from tbe growth of the 
insect. He has never found any remedy, 
except shaking the inseets off upon a sheet 
and killing them, sad by «o doing- he has 
ruised one hundred bushels of apricots a 
year. The inawst oever touches the apple 
and peach as long as it can find plums or 
apricots. For want of its favorite fruit it 
will take apples and other fruits, and it is 
the cause of so many defective apples as we 
find in market. To keep curculio out of an 
orchard, requires constant attention for six 
weeks. The trees want shaking some days 
several times a day, and it is by that alone 
fine plums and apricots can be grown 
Sometimes in a very severe drouth at the 
time the stung fruit is falling, the larva per­
ishes, because unable to penetrate the earth. 
The sting of a curculio is known by a pe 
culiar crescent shaped mark where the 
perforation is made. The insect has a pe­
culiar shaped and strong proboscis, with 
which the wound is made in which to deposit 
the egg. It takes from four or five days to 
two weeks for the eggs to hatch, and if it is 
desired to take out the egg it most not be 
neglected until it batches. The insect seems 
to have the power of secreting a sort of 
wax, which it cements over the egg. I have 
never found any advantage in tbe use of all 
the nostrums recommended to prevent the 
curculio. 

John G. Bergen—I have aprieot trees on 
my place that are never attacked. They 
stand trained against the south-west side of 
a building. My plum trees, in open ground, 
are severely effected. Mr. Steele of Jersy 
City stated here, the other day, that he 
saved his fruit by using whale oil soap. A 
neighbor of mine saved bis fruit by the same 
application, with a/little sulphur added.— 
He went up a ladder with a watering pot,, 
and poured it over rho_ trees, with such good 

..effect that he now intends to apply it witb 
a proper syringe. 

Andrew S. Fuller—We have bad a great 
many remedies, and some men want great 
sums for their discoveries how to prevent 
curculio, yet all fail. While oil soap is rec­
ommended to kill bugs, yet I have tried it, 
and found the bogs would live in the soap; 
of course it would not kill them. Some 
simple remedies will answer one year and 
fail next. I remember when I couid not 

tatoes together, and >et the potatoe* do rot 
—puru) kius won't save thern. Besides, it 
is a very different bug that worka upon 
|K>tatoes from the one that eats pumpkin 
vines. So that theory won't do. People 
are too apt tu jump at conclusions fn>m 
single experiments. The truth is that no 
theory has been advanced about the pot a toe 
diaease that will stand the fest of practice 
in all parts of the country. 

7 V Cott of FeWM— The Fence question 
was called up aud partially diacusaed, and 
continued to tho next meeting. 

The Chairman said that he waa satisfied 
aboa; the inutility of fence*. He remem­
bers but few fences in Scotland, except 
along roads or Itetwran proprietors. Cattle 
are kept by shepherds and their dogs and 
fed right alongside of grain fields, with but 
little damage to tho crops. 

Prof. Nash—My observation in Scotland 
is that the cattle are only kept under con­
trol hy constant vigilance. We have ilouble 
the amount of fences upon all our farms 
tbat we «hould have. For permanent fences 
we should Kvanize our wood, and than it 
will last almost as long as stone. 

Judjte Meigs— Members of this Club vis­
ited a farm of a hundred acres at Flatlands, 
with no fencea, except outside. I nover 
saw a rimr farm. It is said that fences cost 
more in this country than the farms. 

Mr Bergen—I have no doubt of the cost 
of the fences, but I don't know how farmers 
can dispense with them. Some people will 
let their cattle run at large, and aendiug 
them to the pouud don't do much good.— 
For ray part, I prefer to grass cattle, and so 
I muil have cross fences. Unless we soil 
cattle, we must have inside fences to pro­
tect our own crops. In my opinion, this 
question will regulate itself. When the 
time cofaes that it is best to do without 
fences, the farmers will dispense with them.

| ^ y The Portsmouth Journal, an excel­
lent weekly published at New Hampshire's 
only sesport, records the death of Mr. Jacob 
Brown, at the age of 92. At sixteen, his 
father gave him a yoke of steers—a start in 
life not unusual in tbat day in the neighbor­
hood of Old Strawberry Bank, as Ports­
mouth' was then styled. Young Brown 
sold the steers for $100. This sum he put 
at interest at tbe New England rate of six 
per cent, resolving to keep it distinct from 
his other property. He adhered to this de-
terminaticn strictly, and entered upon man­
hood a tenant on the farm oi another, 
receiving one half of tbe crops for his Isbor 
and management—not touching bis $100, 
but remaining a tenant until he became able 
to buy tbe farm. At tbe age of 75 his $100 
had become SJ 1.000, and at the time of bis 
death it had reached $6,000. His entire 
property, accumulated during 70 years of 
active life, amounts to about $50,000, which, 
in his own language, is ,<the result of tem-

J perate and frugal, but not parsimonious 
habits, and looking carefully after those 
little leaks through which property frequent­
ly disappears."

Dr. Trimble—I don't know j they fly rap-
idly, and go from one orchard to 
and slwa} s attack the outside ro 
progress into tbe interior of the orchard 
slowly. I have seen plum trees at Hudson 
growing on a stiff clay, entirely unaffected 
with curculio, whrt*. upon light soil around 
all were destroyed.
