T H E death of Cardinal Antonelli 

deprives the' Roman Church of one

He was born in 1606, and was made 
Cardinal by Pins IX. upon the lat-
ter's accession to the papal chair in 
184 7. In 1848^'he was made Prime 
Minister. He resigned to make way 
for Manicani, who was succeeded by 
Rossi, afterwards assassinated. A t 
{jraetahe «was the Pope's confidential 
Adviser, and in 164,0, upon the re­
turn to Rome, he was appointed 
Secretary of State, a position he has 
since almost continually, filled. In 
1867 he*was made curator ad interim 
of the University of Rome. In Jan-
nary, 1868, by the death of Cardinal 
AgoliaO, he became Dean of the or­
der of Cardinal Deacons. 

He was always a warm friend at 
Pius I X , and has been, bis strongest 
supporter daring the reverses of the 
past few -years. It is announced 
that the Pope will bold another con­
sistory next month, when he will 
appoint several additional cardinals 
and seventeen foreign bishops.

National Board of Trade . 
BALTIMORE. Jan. J6.—The National 

B >ard of Trade, to-day, adopted- the reso­
lutions calling on Congress' to remove ob­
structions in the Detroit-river. 

The reports of tbe ('ommittee on Trans­
portations, to whom was referred subjects 
five; six and nine of tbe official pro­
gramme*, was presented, and debated by 
Messr*. Crocker of B>ston, Hnsted, of 
New York', McLaren, of Milwaukee, and 
Orosrenor; of St. Louis, when, on motion 
of Mr. Taylor, of Cincinnati, the first four 
re*< rations were adopted, as follows: 

First, 'Tailway companieSi engaged in 
transporting grain in bulk, should in all 
cases deliver the same quantity of grain 
aa thev receive, and that vbile it is be­
lieved ihat the common law governing all 
carrier* woul \ if appealed to, enforce this 
principle,- it fa proner and desirabl* that 
the different State Leifislttures, should pass 
Isws compelling it* observance, thereby 
facilitating its enforcement by any individ­
ual aggrieved. 

Second, thattt is expedient for Congress 
at present to assume anv pecuniary obli 
rations or make any appropriations in aid 
Of artificial means of transportation. 

Third, that while rail road companies 
like all other corporations, are under con­
trol of and held responsible to the power 
which gave tbem ■ existence, and may 
properlv he checked in exercise of any un­
just or arbitrary powees, nevertheless ex-
periencs>4las\sbown that it is inexpedient 
to seek by Legislative enactments to fix 
rates of transportation. 

Fourth. Th «t *he peactical work of tran«-
ponation being developed by so many rail-
wav companies, to special freight lines 
treqnen'iv 1 sds to great abuses and to an 
unnatural and unnecessarv "ddition to ibe 
coat <if transportation, and that railroads 
should ei'her aaatime direct control and 
responsibility of their own boaioess, or-

leave it open to the competition of all 
tbe freigh' Inet that roav undertake it. 

Fifth, Resolo'ion in reference to' char­
tering bv tbe geoeral Government of any 
railway between the west and seaboard 
under proper restrictions whenever private 
capi'al may undertake its construction, 
was next discu**ed by Messrs. 8'eren*. of 
N-w York, Able aud Brvson, of St. Louis, 
Van HUT, of Kansas City, OrosVenoT of 
St. Low, Wetherell A Windsor, of Phila­
delphia. Townaend, of New York, and 
McLaren, of Milwankef, after which the 
resolution waa indefinitely postponed. 

Tbe sixth resolution was adopted. It 
calla upon the Sta>e Legislatures to take 
action upon the subject-matter of the fore­
going resolution. 

Mr. Metssner, of New York, offered a 
preamble and resolution, which were 
adopted, d «imlng that up to the present 
there had been no system of isvutng bills of 
lading, and there was no security for bold 
era of Mils, and that the National Board of 
Trade should memorialise Congress and 
tbe State Legislatures to enact such lews 
and regulations as will allurd the utieesesry 
relief.
