Persia sinoe tbe Bhab'a Return. 

The Cologne Gazette states that 
the Shah's visit to Europe has occa­
sioned many alternations in the ex 
teroal appearance of the upper and 
middle classes in Persia. Shoes are 
worn, the baggy trousers are re­
duced, tbe chin is shaven—an inno­
vations obnoxious to the orthodox 
Mohammedan—the cap is not so 
high, and the whole "dress is a mix-
tare ol Armenian-and European 
fashions. - But chairs are not adopt­
ed ; they are used only, for European 
visitors, while the natives fold their 
legs on the cushion or footstool. In 
religions matters the fanaticism is 
less frequently displayed, and the 
missionaries enjoy great liberty.— 
The nnaerons Armeftian Chfistaane. 
are conscious of the protection pi 
the Haatran Ambassador, and their 
influence is* materially increased by 
many of the foreign residents mar­
rying their daughters, as European 
wives often go to Europe, and are a 
burden rather than a comfort to 
their husbands, while the Armenian 
won en are not inferior in looks to 
their English sisters. Tbe old 
abuses in the government still ex­
ist. Tbe army is a real pleagne 
spot. Only day laborers awT the 
poor are enrolled, the rich'purchas­
ing exemption by presents to tbe 
officers;_^Gree murks a month are 
regularly, paid to the men, but all 

~ allowance for clothing is curtailed; 
go that the soldier in order to live is 
driven to plunder, in which he only 
too gladly indulges in the moat 
brutal fashion. The tendency to 
disbooestv is an ineradicable element 
of tbe national character, and is 
only repressed in Teheran under the 
immediate eye of tbe Shah. There 
alone the lower classes breath lreely, 

. for tbey do not saner lrom the gene-

. raj tyrrany of ofBoials of all grades, 
and the soldiers dare not invade tbe 
bouse*.i and fields and take what that 

portion of Australia sail into sight. 
The Indian Ocean, and afterward' 
the Arabian Sea, spread themselyes 
out in their subdued splendor, and 
thus, in four-and-twenty hours "the 
great rotundity we tread" turn* its 
pictured countenance to the moon 
and grandly repays the listening 
lunarians by. repeating, to the best 
of its ability, the story of its birth.
