WASHINGTON, Jan. 15—The chau 

presented a letter from the secretary of 
the Democratic convention held at Col­
umbus, O., on the 8th inst., enclosing a 
copy of the resolutions adopted in regard 
to the pending presidential difficulties.

Tbe committee reported an amend­
ment to the third rule so as to compel the 
attendence of absent senators whenever 
it shall be ascertained that a quorum is 
not present. 

After discussion the amendment was 
passed for tbe present, with the under­
standing that.it should be again consid­
ered. 

Pending the discussion Mr. Jonea from 
the special committee to inquire into the 
changes relative to the value of gold and 
silver, etc., submitted a concurrent reso­
lution extending the time for the submis­
sion of their report to February loth. 
Agreed to. 

Mr. Windom made _a_ personal ex­
planation regarding the charges pub­
lished in the Washington Union, made 
by H. J. Chapman, asserting that Mr. 
Windom prostituted bis, influence in 
keeping Surveyor-General MoMicken, of 
Washington territory, in office. 

A letter from Montgomery Blair, edi­
tor of tbe Union, was read, declaring 
that the article, would not have beeu 
published if he.badseen it, not believing 
it true. 

Mr. Windom read letters, stating the 
bad character of Chapman and moved 
the appointment of a committee of three, 
composed eutirely of Democratic sena­
tors, he being a Republican, to investi­
gate tbe charges.
