Perils of ihe Sea. 

FOBTY-BKVEN D A Y S AT T H E M I K C Y O F 

T H E W I N D A N D W A V E S . 

From the New York. Herald. 

A i>arty of severteen Portuguese 
immigrants arrived in this c ty yes 
terrtay morning after a lonyr, and 
tempefttuou* voyage irom Fayal, 
one ot the Azores. Tbeir trials, 
which ended, fortunately, without 
the loss ot a life, make an interest­
ing story. The bark Modest*, com­
manded by Capt. Diaz, was about 
650 tons register. She leit the last 
ot the Florin, bound for Boston, on 
the 18tb ot November, with about 
125 emigrants, some of whom have 
had friends in this Couutiy, while 
others were going to seek their 
livelihood in some of the western 
states. The bark carried also about 
18,000 barrels of whale oil. She 
was manned by a - crew 
of eight men before the mast and 
her officers. For the hist six day * 
'of her passage, heading up to th»-
northwest »H she wan, the wind* 
w«re light and vaiiablo. At the 
<>iid of that time, however, they 
were overtaken by a >raie from ihe 
westward, which played and WHVOC 
with the hull of the vessel. The 
formation or th» gale was noticed 
•by the Captain and watched in i u 
progress. b<ing thus anticipated 
preparations were made lor u, so 
lur as could be, in the rieg'mg and 
spread canvas. The wind came up 
w i t h - ■ _

and continued to blow four or five 
days. Before its termination the 
«ea was running in waves twenty 
or tlirty feet high. Every stitch of 
canvas had been taken in, and for 
nearly two day* and nights ihe ves­
sel was scodding under bare poles. 
In the afternoon of the tenth day 
out, when the bark was almosl 
directly in the trough of the sea, an 
enormous wave struck ber on ihe 
port side and broke over ber. For 
a few minutes her hull was com­
pletely under water, and when her 
decks were finally cleared, damag­
ing effects became at once apparent* 

After the subsidence of iher wind 
the bark was found to be leaking 
badly, and upon investigation it 
was discovered that her hternpost 
bad been started, "a hole," to use 
the words ot the captain of the 
steamer "Canima, "large enough to 
drive a team of horues through," 
bad been mude in her stern, and 

_that ber bow was stove in by the 
great sea. The hole was stopped 
up wilb blankets and clothes as 
well as could be. Soon after the 
gale moderated and the bark made 
considerable headway during the 
following two day*. 

The luckless vessel was doomed 
to more misfortune, however, and 
again a

purpose, as "beef tea" is at the pres­
ent time. Yet to day, in some lor-
eign countries, pigeons are not con­
sidered fit for food. In parts of Rus­
sia they are revered as emblem* of 
the Holy Ghost. Iu Venice they 
are the proteges of the city. They 
are fed every day at two o'clock, 
being called together by a dinner-
bell, and no one is allowed to inter­
fere with them. Any person found 
ill treating them is arrested and 
fined, or, if an old offender, impris­
oned. It is believed by the Vienese 
that thewe pigeons are >n some way 
connected with the prosperity of the 
city—that they ny three limes 
around it each day in honor of the 
Trinity, and »hat their presence pro­
tects the peop'e from danger by 
water and flood. **+*

of all pigeons is good lor food.,.. It 
.s nourishing and heating in its na 
Hure, and for that reason well suited 
as a diet for convalescents. The flesh 
ot our wood pigeons is the finest 
flavored of all species in America, 
and by connoisseurs is esteemed su­
perior to that of any other bird. In 
kitchen parlance the pigeon is con­
sidered as game, whether wild or 
domestic, the flesh of the latter be-
incr less fine and delicate.

The royal yards were Kent dov?n, 
nnd "the vessel tried to make its way 
in the teeth of the powerful wester­
ly wind, under the main topsail. 
ifiveD this small spread of canvass 
was too much for the bark's safely 
under the increasing gale, and once 
more the vessel was reduced to bare 
poles.-

This second blow was of much 
longer duration than the first, and 
for about filteen days the sails set 
cont-i^ted" only of the foretopmast 
tetaynail, mainstaysail, foresail, 
tnaiosail and spanker. One day, 
about three weeks after tnis "un­
pleasantness" began, the foresail 
wat* blown from the yard, and the 
mainsail was torn from its stay. 
The'passengers became very muib 
frightened and demanded that the 
captain should wear around and 
allow the vessel t» go back before 
.the wind to the Westen, Jslands. 
The bark was, at thir time, about 
two hundred miles from the Ber­
muda*, and over 1,000 from the 
Azures. For this reason Capt. Diaz 
deeidtd to make St. George's, off 
the Bermudas, and announced bis 
refusal to comply with the demand 
of bis passengers. At this the 
Portugese showed

and the captain threatened to use 
arms if necessary, to preserve or­
der and keep the peace. Tuis de­
cided action had the desired effect, 
aDd the excited crowd was quieted. 
J)unng this g*le part of the eargo^ 
between decks where tbe provisions 
were stored shifted, and the oil of 
eevtral barrels, which were broken 
open by the rolling of the vessel, 
mixed in with und spoiled a great 
purl of tbe flour, beaus, and other 
food. Owing to this disaster, the 
rations were materially diminished, 
tvod for a whole week but two 
mea's a day were served. The 
pumps were called into requisition 
tvery hour, and worked for fifteon 

. minutes at a time, the passengers 
being made to do their Hbare of the 
-work. On the forty-seventh day 
oat from Fayal the "Modesta"' 
reaehed St. GeorgeV, and theuoe the 
pattcongen* were transferred to the 
ftearotmip "Canima," Captain Lid-
deewat, of the Quebec and Gull 
Aort line, which couveyed them to 
New York.
