LOOK TO THE HYDRANTS AND B S 
CAREFUL WITH L1GHT8 AND 8TOVK8. 

Chief Engineer Morris is using

These wise and thoughtful ar­
rangements will be continued while 
the storm lasts, and, in the meau 
time, tbe greatest caution should 
be used by all people in connection 
with heating apparatus. 

How Sugar 18 Adulterated. 

Tbe adulteration o sugar witb 
glucose or grape starch, wln;h has 
attracted so much attention recent­
ly, is described as follows: Sugar 
refiners, it is alleged, by the use of 
glucose, make a clear gain of 
$15.72 on every hogshead of sugar 
tbey refine, three-fifths of which 
amount oomea from the government 
and two-fiftbs trom the purchaser, 
wbo thinks *fae is buying sugar. 
This is how it is said to be done: 
Sugar ia bought at 6} cents a pound 
and mixed with glucose, purchased 
at 3} cents a pound, in the propor­
tion of three parts to one. After 
having pocketed tbe difference m 
price between augar and glucose, tbe 
refiner re-exports . the "refined" su­
gar and obtains a rebate or draw­
back of 3 per cent, on bis glucose, 
wbiob be pretends was Cuban sugar 
tbat bad been imported here and 
thus paid duty. Tbere are about 300 
pounds of glncese to every bogs 
bead of refined sugar. Tbe govern­
ment therefore pays tbe refiner $9, 
wbich be falsely declares be has 
paid for duty. No wonder, if the 
faots are as stated, the refiners are 
opposed to any obange in tbe pres­
ent tariff, and are holding daily 
meetings to protest against a new 
sugar tariff bill.
