It ia neither charged nnr intim­
ated that ^Secretary Schurx las 
been responsible for thene irauds, 
nor even cognisant of them ; on the 
contrary, he has seemed to have a 
sincere and earnest desire 10 reform 
the management of the Indian 
Bureau, as lar M^DoasiDle. But 
what the army men stlege, and with 
a good deal of iorce, is that the 
aysteaa is at fault, and that until a 
radical change in the system is 
made, a thorough reform is impos­
sible. And notwithstanding it 
may be thought that the army of-
fioera are interested witnesses, in 
view ol the proposition to transfer 
the Indian Bureau to the War De­
partment, it is nevertheless true that 
they are bringing forward a good 

' deal of proof to sustain their asser­
tions. 

In addition to the report of Gen. 
Bberdian, General Sherman has .been 
famished with a large number of 
briefs and extracts irom reports of 
army officers and others relating to 
frauds and mismanagement in the 
Indian service. As a lair sample o> 
these may be taken toe report of* 
First Lieutenant Lee, oi the 9th 
lntantry, who has been recently 
acting agent for the Spotted Tail 
Agency, in Dakota. Lieu'. Lee's 
report, which is dated on the 28th 
of last November, gives an explana­
tion ol how affairs were conducted 
at Spotted Tail Agency previous to 
the time a military officer was 
detailed as agents . It says that £ . 
A. Howard was then in charge as 
agent; that be bad instilled into the 
minds ot the Indians almost every 
possible prejudice against the mili­
tary, but that when the change was 
made it was done so sudaeuly that 
the good effect was speedily ap­
parent. Lieutenaut Foot, who pro­
ceeded Lee as acting agent, found, 
when he relieved Civil Agent Ho­
ward, the supplies reduced to a 
starvation minimum, and. after get­
ting supplies from the military to 
leed the starving Indians, his first 
official act was to take a censas, and 
he then found that Howard bad been 
issuing supplies, on paper, to 9,170 
Indians, when the actual number 
was only 4,775. Ol coarse the 
agent and oontractorsjtogether pock­
eted the difference. Lee took charge 
of Spotted Tad Agency March 3 
J 877. By treaty, annuities lor the 
Indians should have reached them 
the 1st of August ot each year, but 
they did not arrive until raid-win­
ter, tbna causing much suffering, 
and this baa been generally the 
ease. 

Lieutenant Lee then gives a his­
tory of the McCann frauds, which 
had been reported as early as 1875. 
and says, notwithstanding these 
frauds, McCann received the con­
tracts for a rerj large portion ol 
the transportation for 1877. Lee 
then relates minutely the JftcCann 
and D a n s frauds; shows the 
methods of inspections; states the 
deficiencies that occurred on account 
of them; saya be reported the lacts 
to the Indian Bureau, and that final­
ly be received a telegram from the 
Acting Commissioner saying, "We 
trust McCann no longer*"

^ISMARCK., D. T., Deo. 25.—Lieut. 
Harry Tiffany, who recently de­
parted from the Eleventh Infantry, 
U. S. AT,is a relative of (xon. Joe 
Johnston, l ie is the son ot George 
Tiffany ot Rose H P , near Balti­
more, who is a member of a promi­
nent and wealthy family. Utrry 
in bjis youth was familiar with every 
fornfof extiavagance. His* parents 
were divorced and bis father w ^ 
remarried in Europe. Before the 
war Harry was tafeen to Pan*, 
where be lived an exceedingly fast 
lite. He ran the blockade during 
the war and served tor some tima 
faithfully in a Confederate compa­
ny ot Maryland (iuurdu, most ot 
tbo time in Northern Yirgiaia. 
But one day be went to Richmond 
and did not return again to his 
command. He was beard of after* 
ward in Europe, and then his rela­
tives saw a published notice of his 
death. 

A little more than two years ago 
a triend recognized in the Sergeant-
Major of the Fourth Cavalry, on 
duty in Louisiana, the reported 
dead man. Tiffany acknowledged 
that he had announced his owa 
death that he might lead a new life 

1 under another name, and had en­
listed, as a private soldier. Hi* 
family poeseteed sufficient influence 
to have him appointed a Second 
Lieutenant. He was transferred 
to the Eleventh Infantry and 
joined bis regiment at Fort Custer. 

Last summer Miss Barrett, o> 
Baltimore, a sister of the wife of 
one of the officers of the post, vis­
ited Fort Custer. She was an old 
friend of Tiffany's, and they became 
engaged. Miss Barrett's family 
were opposed to the match, and an 
nncle of ber'a accompanied her from 
Bismarck on her return to Balti­
more, in September. Lieut. Tiffany 
overtook them at the Palmer House, 
in Chicago, and married Miss Bar­
rett there, an incident of which tlie 
nncle was ignorant until the Lieu­
tenant introduced his niece to him 
as Mrs. Tiffany. 

On the same day Lieut. Tiffany 
received a telegraphic summons to 
appear before a court martial m 
Fort Keogb. He quitted his bride 
and started immediately. In St. 
Paul he aold bis pay accounts for 
August and September. In Bis­
marck, two days afterward, be sold 
the same accounts again and lost 
the money in gambling. In a few 
days his Bismarck banker ascer­
tained that be had been swindled, 
aud so informed Lieut. Tiffany, who 
gave, to settle the matter, a draft 
on his banker brother in Maryland. 
The draft was returned with the 
word "worthless" written across its 
face. A few weeks were exhausted 
in correspondence, and then, it be­
coming clear tbat his . evil.doings 
would be exposed, Lieut. Tiffany 
deserted. He made bis way over 
an unknown country to the Union 
Pacific, and was beard of last in 
Cbioago. The department Com­
mander has sent out orders re­
questing bis arrest.
