The enemy wheeled to the left and de­
livered a well organized charge under s 
withering tire from our men. The square 
was unfortunately penetrated by the sheer 
weight of numbers about Its left resr 
where the. heavy cavalry and a camel reg­
iment ware in position. The admirable 
steadiness of oar meu enabled them to 
roalntJrn a band to hand fight with the 
opposing force, while severe punish­
ment was being. - inflicted upon the 
ene'itiv bj^atl thcTJtftep parts of the. square.

Throughout a steady 
and deadly fire was kept up by the Hussars^ 
and mounted infantry, while the artillery 
maintained an enfilading fire, which plied 
the_dead Arabs up in heaps. The space in 
front of the British right flank wt s a ver­
itable slaughter pen, and when - the 
Arabs were Anally repulsed they left 800 
of their ndtaber dead upon the field. The 
number of their wounded who were'able 
to march or be carried from the field is 
estimated at 2,000. Most oT the casual ties 
on the British side occurred during the 
break in the line of Hussars. The British 
took their own,ana the Arabs wounded,to 
the wells at Shebacas. Most of the 
wounded- are doing well. General Stewart 
with the remainder of his troops is pro­
gressing toward Metomoen. During the 
night preceding the action the Arabs threw 
up small earthworks intended to intercept 
Stewart"g march, but they were captured 
and destroyed by a detachment of Eng­
lish troops. 

Additional particulars say the battle 
was a fearful hand to hand* tight. Most 
of the Arabs were armed with spears and 
protected by spiked shields of oxhide. 
They rushed to close quarters and swarm­
ed over the bodies of their dead and 

- wounded comrades. The English, troops 
after the first few rounds fought with 
short ejod sabres and- sword _ bayonets 
•wielded at barf aan's length. -*

To be left at Baltus Vau Klook in 
Pougnkeepste." In this the son refers 
to the "dark shade of war" then pending, 
and hopes the Lord will show himself the 
helper of those who call upon him. 

Another is a pas* dated Aug. 2G, 1778, 
by Major Matthews of New York, and 
Andrew Elliott, Supt.-Gen. of the Police, 
"to Soloihon Eltinge, who is* sent off by 
the rebel* from Ulster- county, to pass 
and repass within tbe British lines with­
out molestation." 

A third is a memorandum of business 
transactions between Roolof J. and "Sal­
