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Tha 1879-Besumptlon Act. 

Tl o New York Daily Graphic, 
which is a warm supporter of Grant's 
Adn inistration, favors the repeal of 
the so-called "Resumption act," on 
the ground that it stands in tho way 
of the business prosperity of the 
com try. The Graphic says: 

"The provisions of the Sherman 
compromise were not in themselves 
sum Lien t to bring about specie pay­
ments. , The necessary machinery 
is wanting and was to hive been 
supplied by subsequent legislation ; 
but the Republicans, when they had 
control ol both Houses of Congress, 
failed to provide it. Tho whole 
drill, of public'sentiment is setting 
against the Resumption net a9 it 
stands at piesent. There is no 
disguising the fact that business has 
beei worse since the Sherman act 
thai it was before, and that the in 
ertn ss can be traced diiv ctly to the 
unwise provisions of that com 
promise. By fixing a definite date 
for resumption It put a premium on 
the non-employment of capital. It 
said] in effect, to every banker in the 
lanq,'Don't use your capital pro-
duel ively, for if you do you will lose 
money, while if you keep it free the 
greenback dollar, which is now at a 
disc aunt ol twelve or fifteen per 
cent., will in 1879 be worth par in 
goh .' Every owner ol money re 
alizrd that the moment he invested 
it in a* house, a ship, a factory, a 
mine, or a farm, or any productive 
enterprise, the nominal value of his 
capital would bo less after resump­
tion than it would be before—that 
although tho dollar might purchase 
more, the nominal property would 
lbo less. Hence the spectre ol re­
sumption has stood in the way, 
smiting down every effort and en­
terprise looking towards a per 
manent revival .of business. It is to, 
be hoped that the Republicans in 
the Senate and House will not seri­
ously oppose the repeal of the Sher 
man act. It is doomed in any 
event. It is objectionable as it 
stands, for it does not- provide the 
machinery necessary for a realization 
vol its promise. Let Democrats take 
the responsibility of supplying ihe 
greatest number of votes for this 
repeal, and the Republicans can 
afford to throw the whole issue over 
board for the Presidential contest 
It is not «ise to go into the canvass 
with n law on the statute books 
which increases the business difficul­
ties of the country. It has hot re­
vived trade; there is no sign that it 
is a benefit to the community in any 
way ; and it is as certain as any po­
litical event of the future can be 
that tho Democratic party js be 
coming practically untnimous in 
favor of repealing this tesiimption 
act, and releasing tho volumes of 
currency now rendered stagnant by 
a promise to raise their value to par 
in 1870 "
