$92,500, he paying the difference out of 

; his own pocket. He has taken out patents 
in every conntry in the world and it is 
universally conceded that if she is a suc­
cess, the old methods of ship-building will 
be done away with. 

The Meteor will be ready to make he „ 
trial trip inside of three weeks. She will 
go from these to Cape May and return, 
her time being taken from tbe Sandy 
Hook lightship. She will go five hundred 
miles out to sea and return, and then to 
Boston and return. In ' ail these trials 
she must make an-average of $5 miles' an 
hour. — . 

That the company does not anticipate 
failure, is evident from the fact that 
they have purchased twenty-seven acres 
of land at Bay Ridge, and are making ar-
rangments to build- steamers after the 
model of this yacht. 

These new steamers will have three hun­
dred and fifty tirst-ciasB^ state-rooms-and 
four grand saloons.

The vessel has no mats or 
sails, has a dome covering her, and nei­
ther man nor boats are exposed. She is 
built so that if she was to capsize or roll 
over on her beams' ends she would right 
herself. -The American Lloyds have sent 
word to Capt. Bliven that they would rate 
his vessel aa A 1 for twenty years, which 
is six yeara longer thaa any vessel waa'ev-
er rated before.
