lVrIu:ws ono of the mo«st interesting 
stuuieu in this jxwt of the world is the 
native and the development of his racial 
feature. Those who uro given to the 
»tudy of physiognomy «**» impressed at 
ouio with the intellectual superiority of 
tho female native over the male. She 
shows it plainly in her face and manner, 
and when rlie speaks it is oven more un­
mistakably appareut. As a rule the na­
tive women are modest, industrious, anx­
ious to acquire a knowledge of lan­
guage*, and make most excellent house 
servants. They are very expert with 
the needlo and learn music with scarcely 
an effort; in fact the wholo race is natu­
rally musical, and there are probably 
more really excellent brass bands in 
Manila than in any other city of its size 
on the face of the earth. Nearly every 
district has its brass band, and each reg­
iment of soldiers has one that would do 
credit to any country. That attached to 
the artillery regiment received the first 
prize at the last Paris exposition, and 
several cities in the orient have bands 
of natives of the Philippines who fur­
nish the best musio to be had. 

EMPLOYMENT OF WOMEX. 
Some years ago sewing machines were 

introduced here and the native women 
very soon learned to run them as easily 
as any white woman. Now no well 
regulated household is completely 
equipped without a 6ewing machine and 
a native woman to run i t An excellent 
seamstress can be had for twenty cents a 
day, and nearly every European family 
has one the year round. Of course, they 
lose quite a number of days, as the church 
feasts are numerous and they are most 
devout in their religious duties; they 
never work when there is a chance to go 
to church, to that, taking it altogether, 
they probably are paid for less than two-
thirds of the year. 

They live in their own homes—little 
nipa huts, with one or two rooms—and 
are in the houses of their employers from 
about 8 a. m. to 5:30 or 0 p. in. Large 
numbers of tho native women work in 
the tobacco factories and other manu­
facturing establishments about the city, 
while many of them occupy themselves 
at home, making toys, fancy articles and 
embroidery for the shops. Some of their 
toys are very curious and give evidence 
of wonderf :il dexterity and delicacy of 
touch, and are quit© as valuable as curios 
as those of the Chinese or Japanese. Full 
sets of dolls' furniture, ships, houses, na­
tive canoes, carriages, etc., are repro­
duced in miniature with great expert-
ness and are sold at very low prices. 

STREETS FULL OF BEAUTIES. 
The natives are a branch of the Malay 

race, and none are much darker than a 
very dark brown. They have some of 
the characteristicr -of the American In­
dian among whifh are the high cheek 
bones, which, however, are not as a role 
prominent in the female face. A native 
belle has a bright, expressive face, soft 
black eyes fuH of animation, and a 
month that would be bemdtifat but for a 
suggestion of sensuality. Yet she is 
modest and drops her eyes bashfully in 
the presence of strangers, but has-for her 
intimate friends a smile fascinating in 
the extreme. And there are many such 
faces among the natives; one can see 
them at almost any hour of the day on 
the streets selling goods of various kinds, 
returning to or from their places of em­
ployment or peeping coyly out of the 
one window of a nipa hut. These girls 
ajre never tall nor awkward, but their 
forms are just as nature made them, for 
they are not distorted and deformed by 
the fashionable dress appliances of civil­
ized life. They are ignorant of the ways 
of the western world, are guileless and 
confiding, and it is not strange, consider­
ing the class of foreigners who usually 
come to this far off place?, that the Eu­
rasian, cv half ca"*- eivruc-nt, is constantly 
growing.

T h e Acropolis of Today. ^ 
Tho town of Athens, and especially th# 

Acropolis, is now passing through a very 
remarkable period in its existence. It is 
with nuzed feelings that even those who 
reside here, and whose chief interest is 
in archaeology, look upon the sweeping 
alterations that have quite changed the 
character of its appearance. Tho tend­
ency to demolish all monuments of me­
dieval or modern history has been al­
lowed free play of late years; in a short 
time hardly anything will be left that 
does not go back at least lo Roman times. 
The line will probably be drawn here, 
though if ono regards nothing but the 
work of the great ago of Athens as 
worthy of preservation, it in hard to J*^ 
why (for instance) the pedestal of Agrip-
pa deserves more respect than the 
"Franktah tower,'' which certainly waa 
more picturesque and of higher histori­
cal interest. 

But now it is too late to regrot what 
may have been lost. Only two or three 
insignificant fragments of later walls re­
main, and those of quito recent period; 
when they are removed the Acropolis 
will appear—but for tho wear and acci­
dents of ages—much as it did when the 
so called "Beule gate"' was first built. 
Tl . i t i san intelligible aim, and we im­
agine it will now be recognized by all as 
the best attainable. The Acropolis can 
nevi>r again present that picturesque 
mciley of historical associations and 
monuments of all periods that delighted 
the visitor twenty or thirty years ago; 
but wo may hope, when the ugliness of 
rcccut excavations and alterations has 
worn off, when a painfully exact appear­
ance of order and arrangement has been 
avoided (as is promised), and, above all, 
when tho old verdure and flowers have 
onco more spread over the whole, thaLa. 
new and more purely classical charm 
may be found to have resulted from the 
temporary loss of beauty.—Athens Cor.

The Oriental docs everything, no mat­
ter what it is, gravely, slowly, with 
much dignity and verbosity, and is never 
chary of his time or breath. Even the 
form of his greeting in tho street is a 
complicated ceremony of words and 
motions, wliich usually takes somo min­
utes to perform. And in the same way 
this announcement of tho river's rise, 
which seems to us such a simple matter, 
is a most serious affair. 

The day before tho crier begins his 
talk, he goes through tho streets acoom--
panied by a boy, whose part it is to act 
as chorus, and to sing the responses at 
the proper moment. The crier sings: 

"Qod has looked graciously upon our ftoMfe." 
Besponse: "Ob, day of glad tiding*." 

"To-morrow begna the annonnceaaent." 
Besaoaae: "llay tt be followed by aaeeaaa." . 

Before the crier proceeds to give she 
information so much desired ho intone*' 
with the hoy a lengthy, alternating 
chant, in which he praises God, implor­
ing blessings on the Prophet and all be­
lievers, and on the master of tho house 
and all his children. 

Not until this has been carefully gone 
through does he proceed to say tho Nile 
has risen so many inches. 

This ceremony is carried on until the 
month of September, when the river baa 
reached its culminating point, and the 
crier, as bringer of such good news, 
never fails to claim his "baksheesh," or 
drink money—sometimes humbly and 
sometimes, too, very imperiously.—Lon­
don Tid Bits.

On 
tho contrary, if your man of culture 
steals it will only bo largo cmountsrrbr 
ho despises and would feci disgraced by 
pilfering. Here ycu have the two ex­
tremes of society, v i :h a,,common con-, 
science about stealing; but it is a weak 
conscience ct oppcblce ends. 

The high bora fellow v.-ill not pocket a 
slice of ham, but he v,ili default in tho 
handling of an estate or bunk deposits. 
The one is feeble o moral judgment just 
where the other is strong. These two 
men have i~lio c common moral law 
against ^nuiv.er. Neither one dissents 
from the commandment, "Thou shalt 
not kiiL" but one cf them, who is fond 
of society and dlsll!:ga lUu burdmm of a 
largo family, does not hesitate to com­
mit foeticide; the other would recoil in 
horror at such a crime, but he is ready 
at a moment for a shindy in which he is 
liable to kill some one or to be killed 
himself. In neither case does conscience 
speak loudly or condemn keenly. Your 
conscience i_ your power of morally 
seeing things. It is your inherited and 
acquired ability to ju^ge when an act is 
wrong. It is far more easy to have a 
poor conscience than it is to have a good 
one.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat. 

A Story of C-rlyle. 
I met Carlyle once—the man who en­

riched the language by tho word *'gig« 
manity.'" He was strolling along Cheyne 
walk, where his homo was in Chelsea, 
and a small boy running across the pave­
ment before him tripped and fell, crying, 
in tho philosopher's way.
