Lord at 8:15 o'clock in the afternoon." 

This announcement is signed by Prlnoe 
Voronzoff-Daahkoff, the ohief court min­
ister. 

A e laaparlei Decree to Ba lasaed. 
r e A n imperial decree announcing tbe ac­
cession to the throne of Grand Duke Nich­
olas, the csarow'U, Is expected to arrive 
from Llvadla in a few days. 

The theaters snd restaurants were d o s ­
ed last evening, but the streets wore as 
busy as usual. Crowds stood about tbe 
places where tbe bulletins from Llvadla 
have been posted, reading the official an­
nouncement of his majesty's death. 

The theaters wil l probably be olosed for 
six months . A l l the restaurants, cafes, 
etc., were cloeed by order of tbe police. 

The precincts of the winter palace wore 
a busy look. Crowds of liveried servants 
and vanloads of luggage are being dis­
patched via Moscow to Llvadla, 

I t is reported here that the populaoe of 
Moscow, Indignant at what they believe 
to have been the malpractice of Dr. Zaeb-
arln In the case of the czar, are wreaking 
the doctor's house In that city. 

The telegraph offloes are crowded wi th 
newspaper correspondents seeking to send 
tbelr reports, and peasants, officers and 
merchants wai t ing for ths l a t e s t ' n e w s 
from Llvadla. The garrisons a t ' C r o n -
ttadt and St. Petersburg have taken the 
oath of allegiance to tbe new czar. 

The office of The Official Messenger 'was 
besieged all day by immense crowds anx­
ious to hear tbe latest news. The bulle­
tin showing that the last hope had been 
abandoned was silently scanned by tbe 
mournful throng, many of whom were 
In tears. Pass ing carriages stopped to 
enable their occupants to read tbe bulle­
tin. 

The members of the council of the em­
pire, other high officials, both civil a n d 
military, and many private c i t lsens as­
sembled at 10 o'olock last n ight i n t h e 
cathedral of Montebello, where a so lemn 
mass was said for tbe repose of b is m a j ­
esty's soul. Tbs French embassador to 
Russia, w h o Is now in Paris, wOl return 
here forthwith. The Duchess of 8axe-Co-
burg and Gotna (Duchess of Edinburgh), 
only sister ef the esar, arrived a t Ya l ta 
yesterday.

Shortly after 4 o'clock tbe members of 
talk palace guard were marshAlad. in the 
square in front of the palace obapcl fur 
the ceremony of swearing allegiance to 
the new esar.

S ines Tuesday, when the doctors la -
formed the czar that there was no longer 
room for hope, bis majesty composedly 
waited for tbe end, attending to necessary 
state and family affairs in t b s short in­
tervals of consciousness and freedom from 
pain. These were necessarily brief, tbe 
doctors hav ing had recourse to aedatives 
to procure aleep and allay pain. On 
Wednesday the czar waa still able to be 
taken to a window of the palace, whence 
he gased upon the country he loved so 
well as to earn for himself the appellation 

. ef t h e Peasant Csar. 
The a l g h t passed with an aggravation 

of all the symptoms and a continuous dis­
tressing cough. Tbe doctors and the 
czarina remained In nttondnmeupon bim 
throughout the night, only snatching 
brief Intervals for sleep In the anterooms. 

The morning broke with rain aad wind 
and heavy oloods and the weather muoh 
oolder. Aa the day advanced the weak­
ness increased so rapidly that the czar 
himself, sti l l oonsolous, recognized that 
he oould l ive only a few^ hours. H s ex­
pressed a desire to receive tbe sacrament, 
which waa administered to him by Court 
Chaplain Yanlabeff and Father Ivan In 
the presence of the whole family. 

Ja>t Bei*r« th« Bad. 
The czar then oon versed long and ear­

nestly wi th Father Ivan, concluding by 
asking his family to again gather round 
him. He Spoke to each member separate­
ly,, and at the greatest length wi th the 
czarina. He blessed all his children pres­
ent. 

The acene waa one of deep pathos, all 
being In tears. A l l this t ime hia majesty 
was s i t t ing up in an armchair. After 
tak ing leave of bla family be grew grad­
ually weaker, and his voice became so ln-
dlstinot that it was scarcely audible. 

About noon a convulsive fit of oough-
i n g was followed by a sl ight rally. Thence 
unti l the end tbe czar remained quiet, 
seemingly free from pain. 

A t 2:15 o'clock he heaved a deep s igh 
and breathed his last in the arms of the 
empress, who then broke down with the 
weight of her grief. The doctors fear the 
results of reaotion upon her already ex­
hausted system. 

The body is now being embalmed. I t 
wil l probably be laid for a conple of days . 
in the palace chapel. The arrangements 
that wil l be made for the funeral are still 
unknown. It la believed that the remains 
wi l l be embarked on tbe imperial yacht 
Polarnala Fivezda (Polar Star) at Yalta, 
where the Seventh army corps will render 
mil i tary honors Tbe whole Black sea 
fleet w i n escort tbe yacht to Odessa, 
whenoe tbe body will be conveyed by 
rai lway to St. Pntenburg, stopping at tbe 
important towns en route to enable the 
troops to render honors to tbe dead. The 
state mourning will commence on Satur­
day. The funeral wil l probably be held 
two weeks henca

| Alexander's Career. 

Alexander III. emperor of all tbe Rus-
I slas, was born at St. Petersburg on March 
i 10, 1845. He was the second eon of 

Emperor Alexander II, who was assassi­
nated on March 16, lb81. Al though a 
life, that of ths Czarowltz Nicholas, stood 
between h im and the throne, the y o u n g 
Alexander shared in full tbe scheme of 
education laid out for his elder brother. 
H i s bringing op was under tbe direction 
of the celebrated Count Strogonoff. who 
chose as private preceptor for tbe princes 
De Grimm, tbe councilor of stats, w h o 
bad previously occupied tbe same position 
toward their uncle, tbe Grand Duke Con­
stantino. De Grimm, in the teaching of 
the young men, made use almost exclu­
sively of tbe tben fashionable German 
methods. 

But tbe man whose Influence was to 
affect the life of tbe future csar unti l the 
hour of his death was M. Pobiedonostseff, 
who, through his relations w i th the 
court, rose from a professorship in ths 
University at Moscow to be procurator 
general of the holy synod, one of the most 
powerful positions in the empire. Pobie­
donostseff became one of tbe teeobera of 
Alexander and obtained a great hold upon 
the young giant. 

The elder brother of Alexander died at 
Nice on April 4, 1865. Never was there 
a greater contrast between two brothers. 
Nicholas had been a sickly weakling, who 
had been kept alive by nursing. 

A Rete*n of Terror. 
Upon tbe assassination of his father 

Alexander III mounted a throne whloh 
there were few to desire The nihi l ists 
had struck their blow with suoh determi­
nation that few thought that tbe new 
ruler would ever live to be crowned. Ter­
ror was In the air. It was only deepened 
by tbe knowledge that the army and tbe 
royal family Itself were Infected by the 
propaganda of tbe party whloh wanted to 
win a constitution by bomb and dagger. 
It was during this terrible period that tbe 
Grand Duke Vladimir stood by his 
brother. His advice was always at the 
command of the ruler, who did not know 
whom be could trast. Alexander III came 
to tbe throno a believer In reform, but 
the times were so out of joint that every­
th ing bad to be put aside before the bare 
necessity of self preservation. 

Tbere was no*want of courage about 
bis first political manifesto, probably Is­
sued on the advice of Vladimir. It Is an 
earlier edition of the sort of speeches that 
tbe Emperor William addressee to bis sol­
diers and recaloitrant nobles. In the teeth 

af opposittea h s flung t e e eiaim ef 
lute sewer. "God has cadesed me to bald 
tbe reins of g o v e r n m e n t / ' was the text of 
state paper aad proclamation. The emper­
or of all the Ruadas was n<>t shaken la 
his conviction that he was the chosen of 
the Almighty by the recollection of the 
fate of his father. B e believed It for him-
self, and that waa enough. 

After the funeral of the deed csar ths 
new one left St. Petersburg and shut htm-
lelf up la the fortress of Gatehlna. Here 
he remained, governing the empire for 
two years from behind the thick walla, 
the most solitary ruler In Europe It was 
m l y at the end of this t imeAha* the oor-
•natton took place, on May $ 7 . 1888. It 
was the moat dramatio svent in the his­
tory of a family rich In tragedies. The 
threats of the nihi l ists had been kept up 
persistently. Letters were found time 
after t ime In tbe very bedchamber of the 
smperor, though guards stood l a every 
passage. Those of h is o w n household were 
suspected, but there were no/ proofs any­
where. He was told that he would never 
be anointed With the holy oil and wear 
upon hia brows the imperial crown. 

Aggressive, hat Peeeofal. 
In Asiatic affairs Alexander III was 

aggressivs. H e followed a steady policy 
of acquisition. I a 1881 he concluded with 
China a treaty by which, In exchange for 
a cession of land, Russ ia reoeived a sum 
of money and the r ight to establish con­
sulates throughout Mongolia and advance 
her caravans to the great wall , wi th the 
right of free trade throughout the region. 

In central Asia the Russian empire was 
extended to tbe l imi ts of Afghanistan on 
tbe south and Tibet on the e a s t Here 
Great Britain became alarmed, although 
lure of tbe fidelity of tbe ameer. After 
many Ineffectual negotiations a commis­
sion was appointed to agree on a frontier, 
and the war scare subsided. 

Alexander III was no lover of was. He 
bad seen slaughter with bis own eyes in 
the Turkish campaign. The Impressions 
written on tbs spot by the future ozar 
have been published. They show the 
same sensitive hatred of h u m a n suffering, 
the same human kindness in the eol6)ler, 
that have been bla most oonaplcdous 
marks as a man, as a husband and as a fa­
ther. 

With all the weight of tbe external rule 
of the huge empire upon hia individual 
shoulders Alexander III lived a life of 
constant trouble at home. Tbe first years 
of his reign were marked by revolution­
ary outbursts, attended by frequent and 
daring nihil istic enterprises. Between 
1881 and 188ft two generals, twoobiefa of 
polioe and a prefect of police were assas­
sinated In broad dayl ight at S t Peters­
burg, Odessa and Karkoff. 

0>-nspira«len Agtti-»t Bis I4f«> 
Conspiracies having In view the death 

of the emperor were of constant occur­
rence. Their discovery made accessary 
tbe most vigorous repression. Litt le by 
l itt le the leaders were transported to the 
Siberian prisons or made their escape to 
England. One fact oomforted the czar. 
The mass of the common people had noth­
ing to do with tbem. To them be was ths 
head of tbe nation and the bead of their 

| religion and waa both loved and trusted. 
| The nihilists Were for the most part en-
j thuslasts who were full to the lips of ill 
j digested, half understood and wholly HI 
| applied radical theories. They failed to 
, appreciate the fact that what John Stuart 
; Mill said of liberty In western communi­

ties, whioh had developed slowly, oould 
have no application to tbe lately enfran­
chised Inhabitants of Russia. Represent­
ative government la only a delusion and a 
snare if those who are to use votes have 
no political gen las. Tbe peoples of Amer­
ica and England have tbe self governing 
quality In their bones. It has become sec­
ond nature to them to conduct their own 
affairs. But the mil l ions of Russte wi l l 
require tbe growth of m a n y generations 
before they even ask for a share in mat­
ters of state. 

Tbe anti-Jewish agitation in Russia 
has been one of the most remarkable 
movements of the czar's life. Tbere were 
m a n y reasons wby It obtained bis sup­
port. In the first place, It was Intensely 
popular. Tbe thriftless habits of the Rus­
sian of the lower ranks left h im at the 
mercy of the money lenders. He bad not 
reached tbe stage of development which 
brings forethought Then, too, the esar 
was tbe actual heed of the Greek church, 
f i e was an intense believer in what was to 
bim the one true religion. His personal 
trust in God was tbe one th ing which sus­
tained him under the greet load which be 
bore alone. Wby should not what was so 
good for him be aa good for everybody 
else? Here were salvation and res t Every­
where else were death and despair. 

Porsceatloa of the Jews. 

He believed as men believed in tbe mid­
dle agea Therefore, wben this personal 
feel ing toward Christianity became tinged 
wi th sympathy for hnrpeopie's hatred of 
tbe Jews, l e became a persecutor, or at 
least be did not stay the hands of the per­
secutors. Perhaps In the solitary sadness, 
the gray tones of his life, Alexander III 
Is most l iks Marcos Aurelius. 

Great responsibilities sometimes make 
great men. Great men must have Intense 
oenvlotions of tbe t ightness of their point 
of view and consequent intolerance for 
that of those who disagree with tbem. 

B u t not only did the czar's orthodoxy 
affect tfie Jews. His other subjects felt 
It tea. Rigorous orthodoxy was the order 
of tbe day. After a report by Pobiedonost­
seff of the holy synod a decree put In oper­
ation ones more certain laws which bad 
fallen Into disuse, which, forinstanoe, in­
terdicted all theatrical representations on 
osrtaln fast days and during Lent. This 
waa only one typical effort of the bead of 
tbe church and hend of the state to stem 
the tide of corruption in the religious life 
of tbe upper classes. 

The nihilistic tendencies of many of 
ths universities made tho overhauling of 
these institutions necessary. Certain or­
dinances with regard to atudlea caused 
great discontent. The ukases of August 
and September, 1887, l imited tbe number 
of students and of pflplla in the gymnasia 
by raising the fees The result cannot be 
described as unsatisfactory. There can 
be no doubt that many of tboee who had 
oome to tbe universities wben the fees 
were low after their oourse was over 
found themselves with nothing to do—fit 
for no business but a life of Intrigue and 
plotting. This class has been largely cut 
t o w n . 

Ths czar was persistent in the work of 
Russtfloation. His object waa to reduce 
to a homogeneous unity the different na­
tionalities under his rule. This was par­
ticularly tbe case In tbe Baltic provinces 
and in Poland. Tho imperial ukase of 
May, 1887, forbids foreigners and sub­
jects treated aa <uch acquiring land and 
restrains its trantmlseion by Inherit­
ance. T'.o Gorm^is In Russia found 
these regnlailons particularly Irksome. 
By remembering; the czar's attitude on 
the question of religion it becomes a nat­
ural enough attitude on h'.s part.

Alexamlur III always gave close atten­

tion to his army, its organization and 
armament. He realized that upon its effi­
ciency the safety of bis bouse and ths ex-

N o t 
withstanding the great aad Beaasaary in­
crease in mintary expanses, he saceeeded 
i a placing the national credit upon a 
easts which i t had never before reached. 
Ths national debt has been successfully 
converted Into charges lees oppsesslve. 
Tbe best proof of the suoosss of th i s diffi­
cult operation ia tbe fact that new loans 
havs Bees made upon various Scuopsaa 
exchanges wi th great facility. 

The esar had a striking testimony of 
the love which his people bore toward 
b l a in the demonstrations whloh follow­
ed the railroad accident on the Kharkoff 
road l a 1888. The emperor, bla wife and 
ebtldren were ia a ear which was among 
those derailed. Tbe ozar held up unaided 
tbe collapsed roof until assistance came. 
Though a number of persons perished, the 
Imperial party escaped unhurt In every 
part of the empire the most enthusiastic 
demonstrations of national thanksgiving 
followed. 

The growth of a Russian navy haa been 
the work of Alexander IIL It was be who 
worked persistently to obtain a naval sta­
tical south ef Vladivostok, whloh is ice­
bound for a great part of tbe year. The 
Knsataa warships whloh visited New 
York o n the occasion of the Columbian 
celebration showed how successful the 
emperor's wise policy i n naval matters 
had been. 

Tbe fol lowing are tbe ohlldren of Alex­
ander III: Tbe hereditary Grand Duke 
(osarowitz) Nicholas Alexandrowitz, born 
at St. Petersburg May 18, 1868; ths Grand 
Duke George Alexandrowitz, born at Ty-
arakoleSelo May 0, 1871; the Grand Duke 
Coastaatine, tbe Grand Duchess Xenla, 
born April 0, 1879; the Grand D a k e 
Michael, born Dec. 4, 1878; tbe Grand 
Dachees Olga, born June 1 1 1888. 

The most Important of b * brothers is 
the Grand Duke Vladimir, born April 2?, 
1817. He h a s b e e n a valuable counselor 
of Alexander I n and will probably have 
a considerable part to play In the admin­
istration of the new emperor. 

The News at Washington. 
WASHrsGTOlf, Nov. 8.—The announce­

ment of the ozar'a death brought pro­
found grief to tbe Russian legation at 
Washington. Aside from the veneration 
which Russians have for their emperor, 
i t was s personal sorrow to Prince Can-
tactuene, who had before coming to this 
country been brought Into close personal 
relations with tbe czar and had enjoyed an 
association with the imperial-family-. It 
was on leaving Russia for the United 
States that Prince Cantacuzene saw the 
emperor for the last t i m e bidding him 
and the czarowltz goodby and bearing from 
them words of klndnesa snd admiration 
for the United States. At that t ime the 
czar waa In robust health, and his giant 
physique gave Indication that i t was proof 
against disease. 

The minister communicated tbe Infor­
mation of tbe ozar's death to tbe State do-
partment, but owing to the absence at 
the t ime from tbe city of tbe president, 
who was squirrel shooting, it is probable 
the massage of sympathy and condolence 
from President Cleveland was h o t sent 
unti l later 

It is not yet determined whether re­
l igious ceremonies wil l be held In Wash­
ington in commemoration of the czar. 
There is no Greek church here, and the 
one at New York is not connected with 
the established church of Russia. At 
San Franolsco, Bishop Nicholas is at tho 
bead of the Greek church diocese of Alas-
