pauy, with a capital of £350,31)0*, for the 
purpose of connecting Europe with Amer­
ica by a submarine telegraph cable. In 
August , 1857, an attempt was made -to 
lay dow\u the Atlantic Submarine Cable, 
resulting in a disastrous failure. The 
cable was 2500 miles in length, weighing 
nearly one tun per mile, capable of bearing 
a direct strain of over five tons without 
fracture. The centre of the cable was 
formed by seven fine copper wires, twisted 
into a cord I-16 of an inch thick. This 
strand was ooated with gutta peroha form­
ing a small rope \ of an inoh thick ; then 
coated with hempen twine twice staked in 
pitch and tar ; lastly, an externa^ sheath­
ing of eighteen iron wires, each wire being 
& strand of seven finer wires, making in 
alW126 wins*. 

The submersion was commenced on the 
5th August , 1857. There were present 
the six steamers, Niagara, Agamenrnon, 
Leopard, Susquehanua, Wil l ing and Mind, 
intended to assist in various parts of the 
operation. The cable came up from the 
hold of tho ship , around a. ceqtral bjook, 
so to the open space above decks; it was 
there wound around grooved sheaths, gear­
ed together by cogs, and fiimly planted on 
girders. Thenee it passed over a filth 
sheath, out over the stern into the sea, 
sinking by its own weight. A trifling ac­
cident happened on the 6th ; this was re­
paired, and oq the 11th, .380 miles (stat­
ute) had been submerged. The engineer 
here concluded there was too much 'slack' 
in the cable's course, and same modifica­
tion in the machinery was consequently 
made. This appears to have been badly 
attended tq by a subordinate The cable 
snapped, and thus ended the attempt of 
18f>,. 

It having been concluded from Lieut. 
Maury's calculations that the average 
state of the weather was muoh bettsi on 
the Atlantic in the early part of the sum­
mer, it was decided this year to make the 
attempt of laying the cable id Jane. It 
WUH also thought best to begin the sub­
mersion in in:d-ooean and pay out towards 
either shore. According]* the telegraph 
fleet, consisting of the UnAed States steam 
trigato Niagara and her majesty's steamers 
Agamemnon, Valorous and Gorgon, left 
Plymouth on Thursday, June 10,1858.— 
The Niagara had 850 tuns, and the Aga­
memnon 450 tuns coal, and each about 
1200 nautioal, or a little less than 1500 
statute miles of cable ou board. The 
weather, at first favorahlo, became unusu­
ally boisterous, so that the fleet were not 
ready to commence operations until lata oa 
t h / y S t h of June. 

The first Bplioc was made between the 
Niagara and the Agamemnon on the morn­
ing of Saturday, the 26th of June , and af­
ter each ship had |>aycd out about three 
miles the cable tmike on board the Niaga­
ra, owing to its overriding and getting off 
the pulley leading to the machine. Both 
verHels put about and r- turned, a fresh 
spliae was made, and again lowered over a t 
half past seven. T ' , e paying out proceed­
ed ocautifully until early on Sunday morn­
ing, when the signals suddenly ceased.1— 
Tho . ublo was out, and the Niagara repair­
ed to the rendezvous.
