I m p o r t a n t P r o c l a m a t i o n b y t h e P r e a i d e n t 

The President has issued another Proclama­
tion, of which the following ia a synopsis : 

WASHINGTON, 0.—President Johnson has i s ­
sued a proclamation declaring that the insurrec­
tion may be regarded as virtually at an end, 
and the persons by whom the resistance, as well 
aa the operations of the insurgent cruisers were 
directed, are fugitives or captives. He enjoins 
officers of the United States, dilligently to en­
deavor, by all lawful means, to arrest the said 
cruisers and bring them into a port of the United 
States, in order that the persons on board of 
them may no longer enjoy immunity for thoir 
crimos. 

n o further proclaims and declares that if after 
a reasonable time shall have elapsed for this 
proclamation to become known in the porta of 
nations claiming to have been neutral, tho said 
insurgent cruisers and the persons on board of 
them ehall continue to receive hospitality in tho 
said porta, this government will deem itself jus­
tified in refusing hospitality to the public vessels 
of such nations in the porta of the 
U. S , and in adopting such other measures aa 
may be deemed advjeablo toward vindicating the 
national sovereignty. ' 

The President has also issued an execut ive 
order to re-establish the authority of the United 
States, and to execute the laws within the 
geographical l imits, known as the State of 
Virginia. It is ordered that all aots and proceed­
ings of the political military and oivil organiza­
tions which have been in a state of insurrection 
and rebellion, within the state of Virginia, of 
which Jefferson Davit , John Letoher and W m 
Smith, were late the respective chiefs, are de­
clared null and void. AU persons who shall ex­
ercise, olalm, pretend or attempt to exercise 
•aqr pollktasl, aBQltsix«r etttl power, entbority, 

jsrisdictinn or right, by, throngb or under Jeffer 
son Davi|s, late of the city of Richmond, and 
his confederates, or tinder John Letcher or W m . 
Smith, apd their confederates, or under any pre­
tended political, military or civil commission or 
authority, issued hy them or of them, since the 
17th day'of April," lHfll, shall be deemed and 
taken as \n rebellion against the United States, 
and shall be dealt with accordingly. 

The Secretaries of Stat©, WarVTrcaaury, Na­
vy and Iitcrior, and Post Master/Vjcneral, are 
ordered Vp proceed to put in forco all laws of the 
Unitod Spates pertaining to their several depart­
ment, anjl the District Judge of said district is 
ordered tjr» proceed to hold courts within the said 
State in Accordance with tho provisions of the 
aots of C<>ngrc».ii. The Attorney Oenoral will in­
struct thd proper officers to bring to judgment, 
conli«cati|ou ami sale property subject to confica-
tion audi enforce, the admistration of just ice 
within «a|il state, in all matters,'* civil and eriin-
inal. williin the cognizance of the Federal 
couttft, tf) carry into effect the guarantee of the 
Federal Constitution of tho republican form of 
State government and afford the advantage and 
security <jf domestic laws, as woll as to complete 
tho re-establishment of the U. S. authority and 
the full and complelo restoration of peace within 
the iimitnj aforennid. 

Franci* H. Pierpont, Governor of the State of 
Virginia,]will be aided by the Federal Govern­
ment so mr as It may be necessary, in the lawful 
measures which he may take for the extension 
and adru nistration of the Stato government 
throughout the geographical limits of said State.
