Henry Ford said: 
"No one has ever lost anything by raising wag* 

as he Is able. It has always paid as." 
"Low wages are the most costly any ensployer can pay. It's 

like using low grade material—the waste makes It Tery expen­
sive in the end. There's no economy in cheap labor or* cheap 
material. The hardest thing I ever had to do was reduce wages. 
I think we were the last big company to come to it. Now I am 
mighty glad that wages ace climbing np again." 

The blanket rise affects not only the Dearborn, River Rouge 
and other workers near Detroit in Ford plants, but branches 
throoghont the United States, i t WMjaaid. 

Ford officials said 82,081 men in Detroit area were affected 
by the raise. 

Wages being paid now at the rate of S4 and S4.40 a day 
are increased automatically to $8 a day, the mlnlmom wage set 
years ago by the Fords, bat ent down after the depression re­
duced car making to a minimum.
