cauee overwhelming surprise if he 
did indeed say to British Premier 
Churchill: "You keep what you 
have and I'll keep mine." The 
fuehrer could afford such an of­
fer, and it might be tantalizing, 
though England would be asking 
for trouble if she accepted. 

Anyway. Anglo-Gprman de­
velopments will depend in no 
small degree on what Russia has 
up her sleeve. This invasion of 
Bessarabia and northern Bucovina 
of course cuts a lot deeper than 
a racial question and the return 
to Russia of land which she for­
merly held. 

For generations Russia has 
dreamed of driving a path down 
the Balkan peninsula to Constan­
tinople, to secure control of the 
Dardanelles and thus dominate 
this whole area of the eastern 
Mediterranean. Peter the Great 
was one of those fostering thifi 
idea, but it wasn't until 1812 that 
the Russians made real headway 
in their program. 

Prior to that they had forced 
their way southward until they 
had reached the great Dneister 
River which, according to Ru­
manian tradition. God had placed 
as a boundary between Rumania 
and Poland But the Russians 
had no thought of stopping at the 
Dneister which formed the north­
ern boundary of Bessarabia. They 
wanted to get through to the 
River Prut southern boundary 
of the province

These same British troops had | 
captured Fort Capuzzo June 14, 
"in five minutes," one of them 
said, after the Italian garrison 
had fled. The British troops be­
long to mechanized cavalry regi­
ments and are commanded by a 
fair haired, blue eyed officer 
whom the men call "Buckets of 
Blood" and "Bags of Bullets" be­
cause of his readiness to take the 
initiative. However, the nick­
names are affectionate. The man 
say he does not risk their lives 
recklessly. 

After taking the fort, the 
British had had a period of calm. 
No Italians appeared for two 
weeks. The Britans helped them­
selves to the wines and liqueurs 
from the first class cellar, drove 
off the Italian trucks, motorcycles, 
took the plans and documents 
which they had captured, then 
blew up the big supply of hand 
grenades and ammunition and got 
out. 

The fort was left under obser­
vation by army units, some of the 
British troops returning occasion­
ally to pick up odds and ends. 

On the evening of June 28 about 
1,000 Italian troops with field 
guns and 16 tanks appeared and 
reoccupied the fort, now hardly 
more than a shell.
