■ay rather had them stopped. 

Consequently the senator pro­
poses to introduce in the coming 
session of the Senate which 
begins Wednesday a bill which 

-will ban television In motor 
vehicles. We believe the Legisla­
ture should consider this bill with 
a thought for Its adoption. 

The National Safety Council re­
cently stated that the installation 
of a television receiver In a motor 
vehicle where it can distract the 
attention of the driver is suicidal. 
Certainly it la difficult to see how 
sv driver could keep his eyes on the 
road ahead and on the traffic 
ahead, behind, and on both sides 
if there is a video screen In the 
ear to tempt them. 

Kven the ordinary radio re-
■ ©elver in a car requires that extra 

caution be used while operating 
4t. However, a totally deaf person 
can drive with safety; but not a 
blind person. 

Now is the time to legislate 
against the further addition of 
any more gadgets such as tele­
vision would be. Knowing the 
ingenuity of American business 
at promoting sales, it is best to 
beat it to the start. And that pro­
hibition should extend to taxlcabs 
as well. What would prevent a 
driver from rigging a tricky 
mirror arrangement to catch » 
reflection of a video screen that 
was only intended for the pas­
senger? Let's act now and remove 
the suicidal threat of video in 
ears before it's too late. 

Though the American people 
loves Its gadgets this Is an in­
stance where they should be 
denied the use of a potentially 
Murderous one.

Scheduled airlines of the coun­

try aohleved a good aafety record 
last year according to the report 
released by the Civil Aeronautics 
Administration. For each 100 mil­
lion passenger miles flown there 
waa only 1.8 fatal accidents. This 
compares with I . ) deatha for 
1947. In recent years only a 
better mark—l.S was set In 19S9 
and 1946. 

Many more passenger miles 
were flown last year as compared 
to any previous ones. Also there 
were larger aircraft with more 
passengers which means a greater 
casualty list when an accident 
does occur. 

SJach year hereafter should see 
an Improvement in the aafety 
record of the airlines'as the day 
of completely reliable all-weather 
flylpg is nearer at hand. The CCA 
reports that new typea of linding 
aids some of which arc adoptions 
of the cow-pasture airport system 
of lighting brought up to date. 
Instrument landings are now in 
operation in over 79 airports. The 
new year promises an extension 
of this field of activity to even 
greater efficiency. 

The new year also promises 
to be one during which the air­
lines will operate consistently In 
the black. Up until the last 
quarter of 1948, there were losses 
In the Industry that made It un­
attractive for Investment capital.

There was a time when January 
used to be the worst month in 
the year for business. Retail trade 
hit bottom after the Christmas 
rush as inevitably as It hit the 
peak In the weeks before Christ­
mas. The construction industry 
was apt to go slow until the cold 
weather was over. 

Plants manufacturing for retail 
stores had long ago shipped out 
the Christmas goods, and in Janu­
ary weren't as yet feeling much 
stimulation from the Easter 
season ahead. That is one reason 
why new automobile models used 
to be brought out In October— 
to bolster the nation's total manu­
facturing activity in the slack 
season. 

But what used to be true before 
the war will not repeat an inevi­
table pattern after the war. There 
Is talk that business activity will 
taper off this month, but if it 
does, it will be feeling other than 
seasonal influences. And business 
can taper off from its present high 
levels and still be good. 

Prices seem to be the answer 
for most questions on business 
conditions in January of this year. 
If retail stores cut prices deeply, 
they may attract purchasing that 
had been held back by the pre-
Chrlstmas prices. That Is, if peo­
ple have any money left In their 
wallets or bank accounts. Chair­
man Nourae of the President's 
Board of Economic Advisers 
"guessed" just before Christmas 
that this had been the most ex-i 
pensive holiday on record for con­
sumers. 

It post-Christmas retail salea 
cut appreciably into what in­
ventories the stores have left, 
orders will have to be placed to 
replenish bare ehelvee. And a 
fourth round of wage Increases Is 
looming up on the new horison— 
with a buyer's market replacing 
the old seller*! market in many or 
most lines, some plants may turn 
out goods now simply because 
these would cost more to make 
later and would have to be priced 
even higher.

Russia's latest assault on re­
ligion has been directed against 
Czechoslovakia and Hungary. In 
the former, leaders of the Pro­
testant churches have been warned 
"to put their ranks in order with 
the state." 

At the same time there has 
been a fresh blast of abuse against 
the Roman Catholic Church of 
Czechoslovakia. 

All this colnoides with the 
action of the Hungarian govern­

ment In imprisoning Cardinal 
Mindszenty and ten top persons of 
the Roman Catholic Church of 
Hungary. 

Why should the Communists be 
so violent against religion? 

The real point is, of course, 
that nobody can be a Communist 
and at the same time hold relig­
ious beliefs. 

Religion is the greatest barrier 
to the Red conquest of the world. 
There are innumerable illus­
trations of bow Communism and 
religion clash, but it would be 
hard to find a better one than 
that provided in a statement by 
U. S. Army Secretary Kenneth C. 
Royall the other day In Berlin. 
He said that intelligence reports 
show 13,000,000 persons are held 
in Russian forced labor camps.

We often read of late about 

monopolies and their practice* 
These practices are almost uni­
versally condemned. The more 
conservative and prejudice! news­
papers are rather vicious in 
claiming that labor unions are a 
form of monopoly. These particu­
lar newspapers cry out for the 
protection of big business from 
the collective power of organised 
workers In the every day effort to 
improve conditions.

about are the other unions, pro­
fessional and business, that prey 
on the public.

These poor doctors are, through 
their union, going to spend three 
and one-half million dollars on 
propaganda aimed at deluding the 
American public aad on lobbying 
In Washington. They sre going to 
try to tell us that any health in­
surance law is socialistic. They 
will try to accuse the supporters 
of the law as Reds. They will try 
to bribe congressmen to vote 
against It. Sure, they won't say, 
"Here's a thousand bucks to vote 
against this law." No, nothing 
that crude. However, little favors 
and swaps can be arranged that 
are either legal or can't be 
traced. $3,500,000 is a lot of 
dough to play around with. 

This money Is to be raised by 
an asseasment of $25 on every 
member of the A. M. A. I submit 
that If my labor union were to 
assess its members $25, the scan­
dal would echo and re-echo 
through the balls of Congress.
