TUBER ATTACKS 

Charf M Prendent T r a n s With 
Asking Congrett For 

$50,833,000,000 

Congressman John T a b e r 
charged President Truman today 
with "asking Congress for a total 
appropriation of 850,838,000,-
000." 

The Minority Leader of the 
House Appropriations Committee 
based bis statement on what he 
termed new appropriations, con­
tract authorisations, and de­
ficiency expenditures. 

"The real story," Mr. Taber 
declared, "La on pago A-6 of the 
budget." 

"The president Is asking for 
appropriations for 1951 of 140, 
24i,000,000. Of this 84,513,000,-
000 is said to be for liquidating 
previous contract authorizations 
In addition, he is asking In his 
budget estimates for 81,444,000,-
000 of deficiency items for 1950 
—the current fiscal year. 

Asks for New Funds 
"He is asking for new contract 

authorisation of 1148,000,000 
and for new funds for 1950, 
which requires legislation of 84,-
275,000,000, and new funds for 
1961, which requires legislation 
of 11,890,000,000 and new con­
tract authorizations for .1951 
of 83,362,000,000." 

Looking at the full picture the 
Congressman said, " this Is an in­
crease of almost 89,000,000,000 
over the $38,600,000,000 of cash 
provided by the first session of 
the 81st Con*-ress." 

Mr. Taber predicted a gloomy 
future if the president's budget 
passes. Either the government 
will "default on its obligations" 
or'"Impose additional taxes on a 
tax paying public that is already 
groaning from the load." 

"I intend to fight t o r a bal­
anced budget," the Congressman 
warned. "The revenue In sight 
are 838,000,000,000 and we must 
keep our expenditures down be­
low t h a t "

Seneca Falls Maa Hit on RoaU 
5-20 By Two Motorists 

A Seneca Falls man was killed 
about 5:25 p. m., Monday when 
struck by two automobiles, one 
of which was driven by Rev. Le-
man C. Roble, 57, of 5 Seminary 
Street, Union Springs. The acci­
dent occurred two miles east of 
Seneca Falls on Routes 5-10. 
Driving the other vehicle was Le-
Orand Fancett. 59, of Seneem 
Falls. RD 1. The victim of the 
unusual accident was Arthur A. 
Scott, 40, veteran of World War 
S, who resided tn 17 Clinton 
Street, Seneca Falls. 

Serjeant Patrick J. Corbett 
aad Trodper Fred Wilson, BCI 
Division of the Auburn state po­
lice substation with Troopers C. 
R. Kappesser and Nelson Gydeson 
of the Waterloo substation In­
vestigated. 

The* officers said that Mr. 
Roble, who is pastor of the 
Christian Missionary Alliance 
Church In Seneca Falls, is an 
employe in the engineering de­
partment of Gould Pumps plant. 
Riding with Mr. Roble was Wil­
liam Myers of Union Springs. The 
latter is employed at the Guar­
anteed parts firm and is a dally 
commuter to and from work with 
Mr. Roble. 

Did Not See Scott 
According to the investigators, 

the accident occurred about 3S0 
yards from the Guaranteed Par ts 
plant. Rev. Roble told the officers 
he had stopped at the Guaran­
teed Parts plant and picked up 
Myers. He was proceeding east 
when Scott suddenly loomed in 
front of his car and was struck 
by the left front of the hood. 
Myers told (he troopers he did 
not see Scott before the accident. 

Scott was hurled approximately 
20 feet to the north and landed in 
the path of the Fancett car, which 
was west bound. Mr. Fancett said 
he brought- his vehicle to a halt 
when he felt the impact. 

Scott, who had been a kitchen 
worker in a Seneca Falls restaur­
ant until recently, was pro­
nounced dead!' on the arrival of *r 
doctor. Seneca County Coronef 
Clarence Conkey ordered the body 
removed to the Doran Funeral 
Home In Seneca Falls. 

An autopsy performed by Dr. 
Saul Towers of Seneca Falls and 
Dr. William Mafcnheimer of Wa­
terloo showed Scott died of a 
fractured skull and Internal injur­
ies. 

State police learned that Scott 
had left a Seneca Fells restaurant 
about 5 p. m.. Tuesday. They be­
lieve he waa on his way to visit 
friends in the neighborhood where 
the accident happened. 

Scott served tor two years with 
the U. S. Army in the South Pa­
cific. He is survived by his 
mother, Mrs. Louise C. Scott and 
a sister, Mrs. William Ward, both 
of Seneca Falls, RD 1.
