Assassination May Harald New Period 
Of Turmoil for Tiny 'Banana Republics'

The guns »»»at cut down Presi­
dent Jose AotouJo Remoa of Pan­
ama may herald a new period of 
turmoil la the six little "baaaaa 
republics" of Central America. 

Remoa's assassination threw 
Panama into a crisis which bids 
to last for a long time, and may 
erupt la more violence. 

There are the mahlags of 
crises In Hoaduras, Costa Rica 
and Guatemala. 

Aa attempt was made last April 
to assasslaate President Aaastaslo 
Somos, the "stroag man" of Nic­
aragua, and a further attempt 
would not be surprislag. 

Teasfcm Builds l > 
El Salvador, the tiniest of the six. 
aloae is quiet at the moment. 
But tension Is already building 
up there la anticipation of a 
presidential election next year. 

On the basis of Its population— 
a total of nlae million—Central 
America easily holds the all-time 
world record for political violence. 

Panama, for Instance, has had 
St presidents since it became a 
republic la ltoS. 

la Hoaduras. Julio Losaao Is 
sitting in ths presidential chair, 
a virtual dictator. There was a 
presidential election last October. 
The Liberal candidate got the 
most votes—48 per cant. But aa 
absolute majority was needed for 
election. la the absence of Presi­
dent Juan Manuel Oalves, who 
had gone to Panama for medical 
treatment. Vice President Losaao 
was declared president. Galves's 
term expired Dec II. But Losaao 
Is still president, watching for 
signs of a challenge to bis rule, 

Soaaona Is Rightist 
President Somosa of Nicaragua 

is feuding with Presldoat Jose 
Flgueree of aolghboriag Costa 
Rica. Flgueres is a liberal, who 
has made his eooatry a havoa for 
liberal political refugees from 
other Latin American countries. 
Somoaa a decidedly off the right 
wing. 

Plgueres has charged that Cos­
ta Rleaa rebels have bees given 
refuge la the Nlearaguaa jungle 
along ha country's frontier. Som­
osa has charged that Costa Rleaa 
troops aad plaaes have violated 
the Ntaaraguaa froatler. 

This situation in highly expto-
stre. aad is being closely watched 
by the state department. 

Guatemala, where a Commu­
nist-dominated government was 
thrown oat mat year, la mow 
threatened with trouble from both 
right aad toft wlag ■Isanata tn 
politic*. 

Part of ths turned in Central 
America, as in some South Amer­
ican countries, comes from eco­
nomic instability. There wss hope 
that the recent inter-Amertcaa 
economic conference in Petropo-
lis, Brasil. might result In some 
big-scale United States economic 
aid. There is no more potent poli­
tical stablltsiag syrup thaa Amer­
ican dollars. Ths United States 
did not respond. There was great 
disappointment, aad some bitter­
ness over that

leaders undoubtedly are dead 
—shot by secret orders or starred 
la prisons aad concentration 
camps. Others of those purged 
may bo alive in prisons. Still 
others may occupy obsure posts 
where they are kept out of the 
limelight for the time being. 

The most famous name among 
the missing is that of LC Oea. 
.Vaattty Stalin, eon of Joseph Sta­
lin. VassUy used to command air 
parades la the capital when his 
father wss alive, it's possible he 
commands some obscure sir base 
In a distant area. Its also possible 
he la la prison. Probably he knew 
much about the network of in­
trigue that surrounded the 
tta la 8talta's last days.
