purposes hereinafter described 

Section 2 The class of objects or 
purposes (hereinafter referred to 
as "purpose") to be financed by the 
issuance of such Serial Bonds is the 
acquisition of original equipment 
a i d the replacement of equipment 
m the water supply system of the 
O t y maintained and operated by 
the City to provide a supply of water 
to the City and its inhabitants m 
eluding cast iron pipe and fittings, 
fire hydrants copper tubing, pipe 
service claims and couplings, valve 
boxes, service boxes, gate valves 
and sleeves together with other 
equipment necessary for the use of 
such systems 

Section 3 It is hereby determined 
and seated that the m a x i m u m cost 
of such purpose as determined by 
the Council, is $70.000 00. and that 
no money has heretofore been 
authorized to be applied to the 
payment of the cost of such pur 
pose and the Council plans to 
finance such cost f rom funds raised 
by the issuance of the bonds
