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'WHY RUSSIA FAILED 
Kuropatkln's History of the 

War With Japan. 

HE BLAMES HIS GENERALS 
Incompetency and Disobedience 

Among the Causes for Re­
verse* in Manchuria. 

St. Petersburg, February 15.—Gen­
eral Kuropatkin'** history of Russo-
Japanese war, which was confiscated 
by tho Russian government, has at 
last become accessible, despite the 
fiiost extreme precautions to prevent 
th is galling official indictment from 
reaching the public. The work con­
sists of three bulky volumes, respect­
ively dovoted to the throe crucial 
events of the war the battle of Liao-
jang , tho battle of tho Shu river, 
and the battle of Mukden. The volu­
minous general orders, statistics, re­
ports and other documentary matter 
have been collected by Colonel Bolk-

Jiovetonoff of the general staff. These 
M t h the conclusions which have been 
formulated, constitute most amazing 
revelations of disorganization and in­
capacity,/ mid even of disobedience of 
specific, and urgent orders, on the 
part of certain general officers en­
trusted with high commands in the 
Jield, notably General Kaulbars, 
«galnst whom a formidable indict­
ment is framed, saddling upon his 
nhoulders practically tho entire re­
sponsibility for the crushing defeat 
fit Mukden. 

Reasons for Oefeat. 
Kuropatkln's reasons for the fail-

tiro of the war aro based chiefly on 
n comparison of the warlike spirit 
of the Japanese, their preparedness 
and valor, which he says had never 
been seen in previous wars, and their 
ability to maintain the numerical su­
periority necessary to assume the of­
fensive wjth the disadvantages 
of Russia owing to tho in-
adoquacy of the single-track railway 
from Europe In feeding her fighting 
strength, with commanding officers 
disobeying orders, and in a hopeless 
estate- of confusion and cross purposes 
with a low state of morale and confi­
dence among the troops, and continu­
ous news from home of Internal 
troubles and of insults and reproach­
es against the army. 
' The general closes his survey of 

the cause of tho defeat of the Rus­
sians with the pathetic reflection that 
jf Russia had been united and ready 
•to make the sacrifices necessary to 
safeguard her dignity and integrity 
the "valiant Russian army would 
have striven till the foo was sub­
dued.M 

Divided Counsels From the Outset. 
The Mukden volume opens with a 

sketch of the early events of the 
war, showing that there were divided 
counsels from the outset over the de­
fenses of Port Arthur. In February, 
1904, Kuropatkin presented two 
memoranda to tho Emperor concern­
ing the plan of operations. In the 
first, he wrote: 

"During the earlier period of the 
campaign our chief task must be, 
not to permit our troops to be beaten 
in detail but to gradually strengthen 
thorn aiid prepare ourselves for an 
advance. w e must begin it with 
sufficient forces, and not until we 
have all the necessaries for an inter­
rupted advance during a compara­
tively long time." 

On the margin of this memoran­
dum the Emperor wrote the laconic 
comment: "Just so." 

Kuropatkin goes on to show how 
his .effort* to realize the programme 
were checkmated in numerous ways 
by the deficiencies of the army and 
the lack of transport and artillery 
horses, dwelling upon the details giv­
en in order to show the utter inad­
equacy of the Manchurian army to 
cope with the situation. 

Indeed after tracing the events 
down to the end of May, Kuropatkin 
admits that had General Kuroki 
grasped a critical position on the 
Jtussian east front which, "fortu­
nate ly for us. he did not, he could 
.have seized Llao Yang as early as 
the beginning of June."

Dismal Retrospect of rnpreparednesfc 
The whole narrative is a dismal 

retrospect of unpreparedness and dis­
organization. Kuropatkin says of 
t h e famous Tenth Corps that little 
energy was shown by its comamnder 
and that there was "insufficient firm­
ness in the case of certain regiments, 
especially among the reservist rank 
and file, who under various pretexts 
went to the rear." 

General Bilderllng's tactics at Llao 
Tang are severely criticised. His 
troops are described as being raw. 
Inexperienced, and untrustworthy, 
and they met with const nut failure. 
General Orloff's force of 12,000 men 
•imply bolted from the field In wild 
disorder, v i t h the result that a 
splendid position was lost. 

What was lacking throughout tho 
fightiug at Liao Yang. Kuropatkin 
says, was "greater effort on the part 
of the troops and more capable hand­
ling on the part of their leaders." 

The dangers and disadvantages of 
the retreat from Llao Yang to Muk­
den are pointed Out When the 
troops got among the high hills they 
lost their heads and gave way to 
panto. The previous experiences of 
the advance had not inspired them 
with confidence. 

Por the indecisive results of the 
battle of the Sha river, several rea­
sons are given, the first of which is 
the lack of skill displayed by the 
chief of the eastern army In hand­
l ing the large force entrusted to him.

its failure is thrown upon General 
Grippenberg. 

"It is regrettable," says Kuropat­
kin, "that a fortnight before the com­
mencement of our advance the 
chances of success were overturned 
by certain orders of Grippenberg, 
which revealed to the enemy the na­
ture of our intended movement." 

Concerning fcho reverse at Sandepu, 
Kuropatkin eays: 

"The environs and fortifications of 
that villago had not beet* studied, and 
no sketches of the ground had been 
prepared for the troops. Tho result 
was that the artillery fired for a 
whole day against Baitizo instead of 
Sandepu, never touching Sandepu. 
The Fourteenth division attacked the 
village of Boatadzo, west of Sandepu, 
and having occupied that village the 
commander thought l ie was occupy­
ing Sandepu and so reported to me." 

Continuing his description and crit­
icisms of t>ho operations, Kuropatkin 
complains of Grippenberg for failing 
to report and confer with him at the 
critical Juncture, though he had tele­
phoned to his command for a room In 
his headquarters, adjoining the apart­
ments from which ho was directing 
the operations, adding, hdwever: 

"Personally Grippenberg could 
not talk to mo on account of 'his deaf­
ness ." 

Discussing tho results of the flght-
iug. Kuropatkin says: 

"Thus ended our first attempt to 
adopt the offensive. It cost about 
10,000 men. Of tho OHIISO of the 
failure the chief was. of course, neg­
ligence in failing seriously to prepare 
for storming Sandepu, Indicating an 
absence of the respect for our re­
sourceful enemy which he deserves." 

Grippenberg, later, reported that 
he was ill and left for St. Peters­
burg. 

"His manner of proceeding in this 
matter," say* Kuropatkin, "set a 
most deplorable example both to 
those Under him end to the other 
armies and was calculated to under­
mine discipline." 

Coming to tho fighting before Muk­
den, Kuropatkin says that quick 
measures were nocossary to save the 
city and its defense was intrusted to 
General Kaulbars. 

How Kaulbars failed to stop Gen­
eral Nogi's victorious advance is re­
lated with much detail and consti­
tutes in itsolf a vivid recital of tho 
blunders, incapacity nnd consequent 
disaster. Kaulbars is directly ac­
cused of failure to carry out his in-
strutclons and of fatal inactivity In 
defiance of urgent, reiterated orders 
at crucial periods of the prolonged 
and momentous conflict. General 
Kuropatkin says: 

''Kaulbars was ordered on Febru­
ary 3 5 by the commander-in-chief 
immediately to ascertain the precise 
strength of 'tho enemy, tho direction 
of their moveiuonts, and their in­
tentions, 

Itacisions i lased on Wrong Idea*. 
"These orders frcquontly were re­

peated, but no one Obeyed thorn, 
and the commander-in-chief conse­
quently was forced to mako his de­
cisions hastily, on information that 
was false and incomplete. Kaul­
bars, who h,ul been speclilcully as­
signed to the task of arresting Nogi's 
turning movement, acted upon er-
rbneous Information and devoted all 
his time and attention to the move­
ments of Oku's army on tho west 
front, mistaking it for the forces un­
der Nogi." 

After pointing out several other 
mistakes of which the Japanese took 
full advantage, details of the forces 
at the disposal of Kaulbars are tabu­
lated, and It is shown that "down to 
February 25th 35 battalions never 
went into action, while the Japanese 
were successfully carrying on a turn­
ing movement before their very 
eyes." 

Kuropatkin further declares: 
"The losi> of time and the weak­

ness of the forces opposed to Nogi 
constitute the entire explanation of 
our failure at Mukden." 

The book contains the text of Gen­
eral Kuropatkln's reports t o the em­

peror, in which he enlarges upon the 
causes of the defeat a t Mukden. 
Elsewhere, however, Kuropatkin 
frankly admits to the emperor that 
he himself was much to blame for 
the Mukden defeat, saying he did 
not insist sufficiently, before the be­
ginning of the battle, upon a strong 
reserve for the decisive moment.

FIGHTING T D J E E P HIS JOB 
Insurance Superintendent Kelscy 

Busy Buttonhol ing Senators. 
Albany, Feb. 15.*—-State Superin­

tendent of Insurance Otto Kelsey has 
been buttonholing his legislative 
friends and pleading with them to 
save him from being removed- Next 
week i t is known that the governor 
will send his message to the Senate 
asking for the removal of Mr. Kel­
sey. Senator Hooker of Genesee 
county, who represents Mr. Kelsey's 
senatorial district, has informed the 
governor that unless there is some­
thing more than has been made pub­
lic, he will have to oppose the re­
quest for a Temoval of the superin­
tendent. 

But the governor has made no re­
sponse to this. Senator Hooker says 
that as matters stand now, without 
any explanation from Governor 
Hughes, he thinks the majority of 
the Republican senators.are opposed 
to the removal of Mr. Kelsey. 

Considerable amusement, 'however, 
is had over the list of senators~that 
are supposed to be hostile toward re­
moving Mr. Kelsey. One member of 
the Legislature said: "That bunch 
oppose the governor. Why, if they 
were playing poker, they wouldn't 
even turn their heads to spit." 

And that is the opinion expressed 
by a good many people. All talk of 
a combination being made with the 
Democrats with a view of having a 
working force at all t imes to defeat 
tho governor's object is scouted hero. 

Senators Hooker and Tully, who 
are favorable to Mr. Kelsey, have 
told the other Republican senators 
that their opposition to the governor 
only extends to Mr. Kelsey's case, 
and if any attempt is made to make 
it go further thoy will withdraw from 
it. 

In legislative circles it is Intimat­
ed that when "the show down 
comes," Senators Hooker and Tully 
will be found voting for removal and 
so will all senators who hope to be 
continued in public life.

Now London, Conn.. Feb. 10.—An 
investigation into the collision be­
tween the steamer Larchmont of the 
Joy Line and the schooner Harry 
Knowlton In Block, Island sound 
Monday evening, which it is now be­
lieved cost the lives of at least 125 
persons, was begun here late yester­
day afternoon by Captain Withey and 
Captain Stewart, the local govern­
ment inspectors. The witnesses ex­
amined were the captain, mate and 
two of tho sailors of the schooner 
who were on deck at the t imo of the 

j accident, one being at the wheel and 
the other being on lookout forward. 

A lot of interesting testimony was 
brought out tending to show that the 
blame for the disaster did not rest 
with them. All of the stories agreed 
and the impression made by the sail­
ors, all of whom had seen years at 
their calling, was distinctly a good 
one. That the Larchmont suddenly 
changed her course a few minutes be­
fore she was run into by tho schoon­
er, which has the right of way a s a 
sailing vessel, was perhaps the most 
important point brought out. At 
this time, according to the testimony 
of the men she was from one-eighth 
to a quarter of a mile away. The 
mate gave the distance as 120 yards. 
The Larchmont up to the t ime she 
changed her course had had her star­
board lights showing on the star­
board beam of the schooner. 

Larchmont Changed Her Course. 
The schooner, adl of the crew,, tes­

tified, continued o n the same course 
that she had been going 20 minutes 
before this. That was east by north. 
As the steamer drew closer,, the men 
on the schooner suddenly saw the 
green light change to red on the 
steamer, showing that she 'had direct­
ly changed her course and was trying 
to cross the schooner's bow. There 
was only a few minutes between the 
t imo when the steamer changed her 
course and the t ime the two vessels 
came together. 

It was not until after they saw the 
steamer's bow going by the end of the 
schooner's bowsprit, the witnesses 
testified, that any whist les were 
blown or any indication was given 
by those on tho steamer that they 
saw the danger. 

This t ime the steamer, too, was go­
ing at full speed, while the speed of 
the schooner w a s estimated at seven 
miles an hour. 

Steamer Refused Aid. 
The inspectors were greatly inter­

ested when the crew of the schooner 
described how, following the collision 
later, u steamer wl\ieh was headed 
west and to the south of them,turned 
and approached within a mile of 
them. Signals of distress were hoist­
ed and everything done to indicate! 
that the schooner was sinking, but

could expect a statement from him. 

Under the law governing such 
matters, the inspectors say, the 
statement of a captain must first be 
obtained before any of his crew can 
be examined. Consequently, when 
the crew of tho schooner got through
